ALIENATION AS A SOCIAL PHENOMENON OF SOUTHERN AND
SOUTHEASTERN SERBIA AND ITS ECHOES
IN TRADITIONAL SONGS

Abstract

Population migration is one of the main features of tumultuous Serbian history.
Economic reasons are the oldest and most common driving force behind changing the
place of residence, globally speaking. The focus of interest in this paper is a specific type
of periodic labor migrations, which is known to the Serbs as a pechalba (alienation).
The areas of southern, southeastern Serbia, Kosovo and Metohia have always been
typical pechalba regions. Pechalba represents periodic departure of masonry artisans
to the other parts of Serbia to earn money. They worked and lived in harsh conditions
separated from their families for months; hence the name of this migration —pechalba—
from the Slavic word “pechal”, which means sorrow. Over time, peculiar pechalba
folklore emerged. This term implies life and customs of pechalba workers, beliefs and
all the oral history of pechalba, all the actions undertaken in order for pechalba to be
successful, as well as, everything else related to that belief, tradition and actions. In this
paper, | paid attention to pechalba songs.
