“Happy birthday to you...”: the celebration of children birthdays
in Belgrade in the post-socialist period

Today, Belgrade has a large number of playhouses whose primary purpose
is celebration of children's birthdays. They offer different forms of entertainment,
whith contents which are not intended exclusively for children, but also for adults,
i.e. for all actors at a birthday party. The number of playhouses and a wide range of
entertainment which they offer make the choice of place for the celebration compli-
cated for parents. The selection of the "right" place is not an easy task, and it de-
pends on various factors, primarily on the financial opportunities of parents and
their cultural preferences. Often, for the celebration of children's birthdays several
hundreds of Euros are spent. Judging by the material expenses and the organization
— it is a significant event which can be analyzed from different aspects. The celebra-
tion of children's birthdays is viewed in the context of the impact of social and cul-
tural events on the acceptance of certain cultural patterns of behavior. This form of
social practice, whose main carrier is the family, was imported from Central and

Western Europe in the period between the two world wars, but, up to the sixties of
the 20th century, it was tied to a relatively narrow layer of the civil population. Af-
ter the end of World War II, the celebration of children's birthdays in Serbia and
Belgrade was popularized for ideological reasons. CPY leadership saw in this kind
of celebration the appropriate substitution for the religious holidays which had a
family character (baby shower, baptism). Family and educational institutions have
created a favorable environment for its acceptance in all segments of society, which
led to its complete affirmation and the fact that in the eighties of the 20th century it
already became one of the most important family celebrations, not only in the urban
but also in the rural areas. The celebration of children's birthdays is a very success-
ful "fit" in the festive calendar of the post-socialist period, and also during the tran-
sition and the introduction of neo-liberal political course, because it corresponds to
the current ideal of the consumer society. This form of social practice can be seen
as a strategy of presenting the material, social and symbolic capital, and in this re-
spect there are no significant differences between birthday celebrations today and in
previous periods. In this regard, it is important to question the natural link between
the celebration of children's birthdays (i.e. the way they are organized) and ac-
ceptance of attitudes and values characteristic for the neoliberal market economy
and consumer identities, both by parents and children, and by the society as a
whole. By analyzing the contents which are offered to children as a form of enter-
tainment, we try to consider the role of birthday gatherings in light of transfor-
mation of the economic capital into the symbolic one.
