ON THE FIRST REFERENCE TO MONASTICISM ON MOUNT ATHOS

According to Joseph Genesius, a mid—10" century writer, there was a delega-
tion of a monastic community of Mount Athos, along with representatives of other
Byzantine monastic centers of the time, present at the Council of 843 in Constantinople,
at which the veneration of the holy and honorable icons was restored. The fact is that
information comes from a source which is a whole century posterior to the events it
describes, so there is a need to examine to what extent it deserves confidence.

Apart from Genesius, the first truly reliable record of the existence of monasti-
cism on Mount Athos comes from the Vita of St. Euthymius the Younger, composed
by the bishop Basile at the beginning of the 10" century. According to this source, St.
Euthymius came to the Mount Athos from the Mount Olympus in 859. There are only
to elements in the Vita that points to the presence of monks on Mount Athos prior to
Euthymius’ arrival — the words that it was his old desire to reach the peaks of Mount

Athos in order to fulfill his constant striving for ascetic life in silence and solitude,
and the fact that, having arrived there, he met a monk named Joseph, who had already
been on Mount Athos.

Thus, those words confirm the presence of some monks on Mount Athos in the
middle of the 9" century, some time after the Council of 843. Nevertheless, the sourc-
es relating the period prior to 843 testify quite contrary. In 836/837, St. Gregory the
Decapolite, who at that time was living in Thessalonica, driven by the same desire for
ascetic life in silence and solitude as St. Euthymius some decades later, did not choose
to fulfill his vows on Mount Athos, but instead headed to the mounts of the Slav re-
gions, to the Northwest of the city. Does this mean that at that time in Thessalonica he
had no knowledge of Mount Athos as a place suitable for life of a hermit?

But, at the end of the fourth decade of the 9" century the relics of an unknown
hermit were found on Mount Athos, and those relics were identified as the relics of
a certain Peter the Athonite, a hermit who had lived on the Mount at an unknown
period of time, but whose memory was living among the people of Chalcidice and
Thessalonica. Celebrating that event, a Canon dedicated to the Saint was composed
by St. Joseph the Hymnographer, a disciple of Gregory the Decapolite, who at that
time was also living in Thessalonica with his teacher. It is most probable that the
invention of a saint’s relics and composition of the Canon spread out the glory of
St. Peter the Athonite and Mount Athos in the fifth decade of the 9" century, attract-
ing monks from various parts of the Empire, the word of which soon reached Mount
Olympus and Euthymius the Younger.

According the his Vita, there was not many monks on the Mount when Euthymius
came to Athos in 859. The Vita mentions only one of them, Joseph the Armenian, who
became the closest associate of Euthymius. It was only after Euthymius’ arrival and
due to the fame of his ascetic efforts that many more monks were attracetd and start
coming to the Mount. Soon the number of monks on the Mount became so great, that
it was hard to distinguish it from a city*, which greatly disturbed Euthymius, ac-
customed to solitude, so that he left Athos in 866 to found monasteries in Chalcidice.

Although he only rarely visited the Mount until his death in 898, further de-
velopment and organization of monasticism on Mount Athos are entirely based on
his legacy. One of his closest disciples, John Colobus, who left the Mount along with
Euthymius in 866, soon afterwards founded his own monastery, called the Colobus’
monastery, in the episcopal city of Hierissus in Chalcidice, near the Mount Athos,
which kept firm ties to the hermits of the Mount. It was due to the legal issues con-
cerning the hermits of the Mount and Colobus’ monastery, that the Byzantine emper-
ors Basile I and Leo VI issued first imperial charters to the monks of the Mount in 883,
886/887 and 908. The privileges then obtained by the monastic community of Athos
were only expended by subsequent emperors of the 10™ century. Because of that, the
Mount Athos in the middle of the 10" century entered the ranks of the most influential
monastic centres of the Empire — Olympus, Cyminas, Baracheus, Latros, Ida...

Genesius’ data on Athonite monks belonged exactly to the historical context
of the mid—10" century, when Genesius was living and writing his Reigns of the
Emperors. Placing them in 843 must be considered an anachronism.
