HOUSING EXCLUSION OF ROMA IN CENTRAL
AND SOUTHEAST EUROPE AND SERBIA

Summary

A comparative analysis, informed by various data sources, includes the Czech
Republic, Slovakia, Hungary, Romania, Bulgaria and Serbia. The great similarities
among the observed countries in terms of the degree and basic characteristics of
Roma housing and social exclusion show that different levels of economic develop-
ment and the pace of EU integration have only a minor influence. Programs aimed
at decreasing housing exclusion reveal significant limits (they are sporadic, lack-
ing sustainability and desegregation effects), which is related to broader processes
of post-socialist transformation and neoliberal capitalism. Special attention is given
to the concept of minimal state and the replacement of the redistributive discourse
with the socio-integrative one, compatible with the expansion of market principles
throughout the contemporary society. Due to all of that, the principles of participating
and empowering marginalized groups are often reduced to purely formal procedures.
Under the circumstances, the practice of stigmatising Roma as undeserving poor peo-
ple is reproduced, which is one of the reasons why inclusive programmes have only
partial effects.
