okus ovog izlaganja su dva c¢lanka Ksenije Atanasijevi¢ koji se bave

konceptom Zene u antickoj grekoj tragediji: ,,Zene u Euripidovim
tragedijama“ (Zenski pokret, januar/februar, 1924) i ,Zene u Eshilovim i
Sofoklovim tragedijama“ (Misao, februar 1924). Ovi ¢lanci su napisani u
kratkom roku i u periodu relativho mirnom za Kseniju Atanasijevi¢; sma-
tramo ih vaznim za ¢itav docniji feministicki angazman Ksenije Atana-
sijevi¢ u smislu njenog mapiranja feministickih postulata u istoriji ideja
- u kojoj vazno mjesto zauzima anticka grcka kultura. U izlaganju ¢emo
nastojati da ukratko predstavimo specifi¢nosti odnosd Atanasijeviceve
prema dvojici starijih tragicara, i prema Euripidu kome je naklonjenija.
Procijeni¢emo znacaj ovih ¢lanaka u kontekstu autorki savremenog knji-
zevnog kriticizma u polju klasi¢nih studija. Ukaza¢emo na mjesta u nave-
denim ¢lancima u kojima se moze nazreti slicnost sa autorkinim idejama
iz vaznog ¢lanka ,,Eticka podloga feminizma“ koji je uslijedio nekoliko go-
dina kasnije. Potrudi¢emo se da pokazemo da Ksenija Atanasijevi¢ koristi
grcku tragediju, odnosno vazan dio knjizevnog kanona, kao izvor i potvr-
du da je feministicka perspektiva duboko ukorijenjena u anticku i prema
tome evropsku kulturu i tradiciju.

KSENIJA ATANASIJEVIC AND HER FEMINIST
READING OF ANCIENT GREEK TRAGEDY

he focus of this presentation is two articles by Ksenija Atanasijevi¢

dealing with the concept of women in ancient Greek tragedy: “Wom-
en in Euripides’ Tragedies” (Womens Movement, January/February, 1924)
and “Women in Aeschylus and Sophocles’ Tragedies” (Misao, February
1924). These articles were written in a short period of time and in a rela-
tively peaceful period for Ksenija Atanasijevi¢; we consider them impor-
tant for the entire later feminist engagement of Ksenija Atanasijevi¢ in the
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sense of her mapping of feminist postulates in the history of ideas - in
which an important place is occupied by ancient Greek culture. In the
presentation, we will try to briefly present the specifics of Atanasijevi¢’s at-
titudes towards the two older tragedians, and towards Euripides, to whom
she is more sympathetic. We will assess the significance of these articles
in the context of the contemporary literary criticism in the field of classi-
cal studies. We will point out the places in the mentioned articles where
a similarity can be seen with the author’s ideas from the important article
“Ethical background of feminism” which followed a few years later. We
will try to show that Ksenija Atanasijevi¢ uses Greek tragedy, that is, an
important part of the literary canon, as a source and confirmation that the
feminist perspective is deeply rooted in ancient and therefore European
culture and tradition.
