The Forgotten People.  Roma in Serbia During the Covid-19 Crisis



Roma are arguably one of the most vulnerable and discriminated
communit ies in Europe, which is  part icularly the case in Central  and
South East Europe. Their  status mostly derives from long-last ing
discrimination and marginal ization,  which leads to extreme poverty,
low educational  status,  unemployment and bad l iv ing condit ions.
Unti l  recently,  s ignif icant number of Roma didn't  have access to the
health care system due to their  " invisible status" as a consequence
of the lack of identif icat ion documents.  In this presentation I  wi l l
focus on the specif ic  case of Roma l iv ing condit ions in Serbia,
part icularly during the f irst  year of the Covid-19 pandemic.  The
government measures such widely popular " lockdowns",  l imited
access to health care etc. ,  had a serious impact on many Serbian
cit izens.  However,  the most deteriorating effect of  the Covid-19
related pol ic ies was on the most vulnerable population – Roma
communit ies.  Since most of them are involved in the "grey
economy",  depending on col lect ing and sel l ing goods in the streets
or in green markets,  the impact of restr icted mobil i ty left  them
without a main source of income. Without social  protection and
security guaranteed by the state,  they were left  alone,  depending
only on occasional  efforts made by centers for social  work,
humanitarian organizations and INGOs who had provided food and
basic goods.  
Deriving from ethnographic data col lected in various Roma
sett lements,  in this presentation I  wi l l  show the strategies of care
developed within communit ies,  facing not just the pandemic
condit ion,  but also structural  constraints related to their
accessibi l ty to services avai lable to other cit izens in Serbia.  
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
