PRINCELY TOMBS DURING THE EARLY IRON AGE

IN THE CENTRAL BALKANS

Summary

The appearance of princely tombs in the
central Balkans during the Early Iron Age
is of multifold archaeological importance.
First of all, it reflects the complex processes
of social stratification in prehistoric tribal
communities, conditioned and accelerated by
general cultural changes, new economic ele-
ments and the rise of social organizations
which accepted the historical challenges and,
as a new force, increasingly assumed a
specific role in transforming culture. Simil-
arly, the appearance of sumptuous princely
tombs in the central area of the Balkan
peninsula illustrates the archaeologically
proven opening of palaeo-Balkan cultures
and tribes to cultural influences from the
most advanced centres of civilization at the
time, in particular the Graeco-Italic circle.
These influences were visible in-the archa-
eological and other findings discovered in
all wealthy princely and warriors’ tombs,
reflecting the material affluence of tribal
communities in the central Balkans at the
end of the fifth and beginning of the sixth
century B. C. Moreover, the appearance of
princely tombs in the central Balkans attests
to the geographical importance of the Bal-
kan penisula as an area of lively and, so to
speak, continuous interlacing of different
cultural spheres — the Mediterranean, the
steppes and Pannonia, the central Balkans

and central Europe — which in prehistoric
times had already sparked the flourishing
of indigenous cultures in the central Balkan
hinterland. These cultures were affected by
the overall process of cultural growth and
social restructuring characteristic of social
communities at the time.

Thus, the appearance of princely tombs
in the central Balkans marks a field of
archaeological investigation where analytical,
synthetic and comparative archaeology come
into direct contact with the methodology
and objectives of social and cultural anthro-
pology. Comparative-synthetic archaeolog-
ical data on princely tombs in the central
Balkans during the Early Iron Age reveal
this to be a broader cultural phenomenon,
whose cultural and social importance is
neither local nor partial, but to a large
extent decisive for the whole prehistoric
cultural model of the time. Investigations of
princely tombs inevitably point to the con-
clusion that in protohistoric times the central
Balkans were an integral part of the general
European continental cultural model and
that this model was almost uniquely shaped
and developed through contact with more
advanced Mediterranean cultures, although
it had some specific features and a separate
typological determination of its own. Some
of these characteristics were confirmed by
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findings in the princely tombs of the central
Balkans and the rich Scythian tombs of the
Eurasian steppes, as well as in the Celtic
tombs of central and western Europe, as in
the case of the princely tombs of Magda-
lenenberg, Hochdorf and Vix. Although
these tombs do not provide comprehensive
information about the everyday life and
material culture of the central Balkan tribes
as a whole, but only about burial rites for
their leaders and distinguished warriors,
who comprised a kind of aristocracy, this
archaeological phenomenon greatly facil-
itates a reconstruction of the general cul-
tural-anthropological model of prehistoric
Balkan communities during the Early Iron
Age, i.e. just before they stepped onto the
stage of European history.

Consequently, investigation of this phe-
nomenon corresponds with the analytical
trend in modern archaeological research

which proceeds from the individual to the

general, arriving at broader comparative-
-synthetic conclusions. The changes in the
prehistoric cultural model, reflected in and
confirmed by the typology of princely tombs,
are tied in with processes which bring
archaeology closer to broad and complex
study in cultural and social anthropology.
The starting premises and scientific hypo-
theses, verified by analytic-synthetic and
synthetic-comparative methods, have been
confirmed by evidence that the princely
tombs of the central Balkans during the
Early Iron Age reflected the general cultural
process which had been evolving during the
sixth and fifth centuries B. C. on the soil of
Europe and Asia Minor, shaping a complete-
ly new model of protohistoric culture.

The basic aim of this study on princely
tombs in the central Balkans during the
Early Iron Age stems from these archaeolog-
ical-anthropological and methodological pre-
mises. The idea was to examine a specific
cultural phenomenon — of particular im-
portance for the culture of the Early Iron
Age in the central Balkans — as a separate
form of prehistoric culture and to arrive at
synthetic conclusions on specific models and
contents of the protohistoric culture of
different ancient Balkan cultural groups and
ethnic communities, on the basis of compar-
ative typological analyses of tomb construct-
ions and findings. The chronological frame-
work of this study is set out in the title, i.e.

the Early Iron Age, but it should be pointed
out straight away that this applies only to
a rather short period of the Early Iron Age
during which radical transformations seem
to have taken place in the type of culture
and socio-anthropological relations and
forms.

The fact that princely tombs appear over
a relatively short period of time indicates a
phenomenon which evolved rather abruptly
during the last decades of the sixth century
B. C. and disappeared just as abruptly in the
first half of the fifth century B. C., not only
in the central Balkans but in central Europe
as well, although similar princely tombs
were to appear in both Bulgaria and Mace-
donia during the Hellenistic Age and later
on. The short duration of this phenomenon
could be historically linked to Persian in-
fluence on Greek towns in Asia Minor and
to trading activities shifting to Magna Grae-
cia, leading to expanded trade with barbarian
tribes in the Balkan hinterland and in
central Europe. It was during this period
that the Etruscans began favouring overland
rather than naval trading routes. These were
events of unquestionable cultural importance
and they led to the search for new markets,
reinforcing contacts with the hinterland.
The momentum which carried them waned
with the end of the Graeco-Persian wars
and the re-establishment of cultural, eco-
nomic and political relations in the Mediter-
ranean.

The discovery of several monumental and
rich tombs dating from the Early Iron Age
in the central Balkans showed that social
stratification in ethnical groups and tribes
living in the area during the seventh and
sixth centuries B. C. was becoming increas-
ingly evident. Similar phenomena obviously
occured in a broader cultural area, stretching
from the Black Sea to the Atlantic coast, as
illustrated by the sumptuous tombs of tribal
leaders and warriors in Bulgaria, Austria,
Czechoslovakia, Bavaria, Germany and Fran-
ce. Contemporary experts on Celtic culture
in western Europe, like Barry Cunliffe,
interpret this phenomenon as a social change
in the actual model of prehistoric culture
during the Hallstatt period from 700 to
400 B.C.

Numerous findings from the monumental
princely tombs of the Balkan area and the
territory of present-day Yugoslavia, particul-
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arly Atenica and Novi Pazar — and their
comparisons with similar findings in Pila-
tovi¢i, Arareva Gromila, Pe¢ka Banja, Um-
tari, Mramorac and TrebeniSte — indicate
quite a uniform process of change in the
general cultural model of the Early Iron
Age. The growing status of the warrior class
and the rising affluence of the tribal ari-
stocracy led to the establishment of new
cultural relations and forms among which
the so-called princely tombs are of except-
ional importance. They reflect changes in
material culture and in the social structure
of corresponding prehistoric communities,
changes in the way of life and in burial
rites. Burial rituals obviously depended more
and more on the social status, standing,
wealth and authority of the deceased. Prince-
ly tombs also attest to the fact that the
traditional way of life increasingly gave
way to new forms and that new habits and
customs were adapted to the needs of an
elevated and more powerful class of tribal
leaders. With their different way of life,
costly personal equipment, ornate weapons
and monumental burial rites, they expressed
new cultural forms and confirmed their
power in new social relations. Alojz Benac
and Borivoj Covi¢, who in their book Glasi-
nac II (1957) used the term »princely tombs«
for rich monumental tombs, were aware of
the profound cultural implications of this
phenomenon and, although the term itself
may be quite imprecise, they wanted it to
denote »the leader of the new social-territor-
ial unite.

The monumentality of the princely tombs
and, especially, their contents, points to a
certain typological uniformity in the cultural
models of the Early Iron Age. Spread out
from Thrace to the Channel these tombs
establish a typological link between different
and quite remote cultural zones and com-
munities, forming a sort of common deno-
minator for the culture of the period. In
its highest forms, this culture can be largely
recognized and understood, and hence scienti-
fically explained, thanks to princely necro-
poles and excavations of princely tombs in
the barbarian hinterland of a different and
considerably more developed Mediterranean
culture. Although the links and contacts
between the cultures of the Asian steppes
and the European and Balkan communities
of the Early Iron Age have not been compre-

hensively examined and studied, there is no
doubt that distinct typological similarities
exist. They are reflected in burial rites and
in the tombs’ contents, whose typological
kinship can be traced from princely tombs
in Europe and Scythian kurgans in the
Dnieper river-basin and on the Kuban
plateau to the famous kurgans in the High
and Eastern Altai.

The discovery of identical and similar
archaeological material in all princely and
luxurious tombs in Europe and in the Bal-
kans, along with considerable similarities in
burial rites for warriors and the tribal
aristocracy, allow, even on the basis of
fleeting comparisons, an appreciation of
some common traits in princely necropoles
of the Early Iron Age. These would include
the following: 1) monumental size, mostly
under large mound graves (tumuli and
kurgans); 2) square tombs with wooden or
stone constructions; 3) abundance of fine
quality articles, made of precious metals,
mostly gold; 4) numerous imported Greaco-
-Italic objects, mostly bronze dishes and
pottery; 5) burial of the deceased with his
chariots, riding equipment, sometimes with
the team of horses and many personal
effects, ornaments and arms which the
deceased might need in his after-life. Besides
many other less relevant data confirming
the uniformity of princely tombs from the
East Altai through the Balkans to Burgundy,
the general similarities which have been
established could be invaluable in pinpo-
inting the cultural typology of princely
tombs in the central Balkans during the
Early Iron Age.

On the basis of many common denomin-
ators with similar tombs found in other
areas, the characteristics and contents of
princely tombs in the central regions of the
Balkan peninsula could be classified into
several basic types. Each classification,
however, should be regarded as strictly
conditional for it does not encompass all the
specific features of every discovery and, like
any supplementary classification, it carries
the inherent danger of artificial and forced
determination. But, without these conditi-
onal, auxiliary and working classifications,
it is impossible to carry out even the most
basic systematisation of data, particularly
when the subject of the study is not of an
informative-analytical nature, as when re-
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levant data on certain excavations are
published. In other words, all studies geared
towards analytical, synthetic and compara-
tive objectives, and largely aimed at sy-
stematizing existing findings and determin-
ing the common denominators and general
models of a cultural phenomenon on the
basis of already published material, are
bound to use classification as one of their
methods. .

The typology of cultural phenomena,
which include the princely tombs of the
Early Iron Age, is, therefore, established in
accordance with all three methodological
procedures and at all three levels of study:
analytical, synthetic and comparative. It
also implies both describing and system-
atising archaeological material, simultaneous
typological and statistical processing of
cultural models and comparative interpret-
ation of the given results as attained forms
in the development of the human com-
munity. The appearance of princely tombs
during the Early Iron Age, as a striking
and expressive cultural form which attended
the process of social stratification in tribal
communities, is typologically examined on
the basis of three factors: a) construction of
the tomb, b) richness of the articles found
therein (gold, jewelry etc.) and c) the rela-
tionship between princely tombs and other
rich graves from the same period. The first
two factors are examined analytically and
synthetically, while the third entails the
synthetic-comparative method of archaeolog-
ical research.

On the basis of the discoveries made to
date and the published findings, all monu-
mental and luxurious (conditionally termed
sprincely«) tombs in the central Balkans
can be classified into three major types
depending on their visible and distinctive
typological features.

1) The first group of distinctive princely
tombs comprises monumental graves under
large mounds with similar interior constru-
ctions (tombs of piled stones, peripheral
ring, cremation site and sacrificial construct-
ions placed in the mound). There are nu-
merous rich gold, silver, imported and other
articles. All princely tombs of this type
have one or several other tombs under the
same mound, apart from the central grave.
This type comprises the tombs found in
Novi Pazar, Atenica, Pilatoviéi and Peé¢ka

Banja, i.e. the central Balkan area. Their

‘general characteristics allow them to be

typologically linked to the culture of prince-
ly tombs belonging to the same period, the
Thracian burial mound in Duvanli and Celtic
princely tombs in Hochdorf and Vix.

2) The second group of less distinctive
princely tombs comprises princely tombs
under large mounds with different interior
constructions, characterised by findings of
a less exquisite nature. Although the articles
are not as diversified and sumptouos as
those in the first group (without gold, silver
and with fewer imported objects), they
nevertheless quite clearly indicate that the
deceased did not belong to the lower social
strata. Hence the term »princely« can be
applied to them. Examples from this group
in the central Balkans are found in Glasinac
and particularly in Arareva Gromila. Accor-
ding to their general typological character-
istics they can be linked with the Illyrian
necropoles Romaja in Metohija and Kuks in
Albania, as well as with the princely tombs
of Kaptol near Slavonska PoZega.

3) The third group comprises incidental
findings which, according to their character-
istics and chronological determination, can
be linked to the articles found in the prince-
ly tombs of the first group. In view of the
fact that many findings of this type — such
as the Mramorac type, for instance — lack
sufficiently reliable elements to determine
them, and that they are typologically clearly
linked with the same culture of princely
tombs, these findings are conditionally
classified in a separate, alternative group
primarily for the purpose of a more com-
prehensive and easier comparison with
princely tombs of the first and second
groups.

The Process of Social Differentiation

The parallel characteristics established
between distinctive princely tombs and more
modest warrior burial rites, as well as alter-
native incidental findings in the central
Balkans, offer sound grounds for the further
synthetic archaeological and cultural-anthro-
pological investigation of princely tombs as
a unique cultural phenomenon of the Early
Iron Age. The transformations in the Hall-
statt culture and other cultural types of the
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period, occurred, to a large extent as a
result of social stratification, i.e. the rise and
growing affluence of the whole tribe in
which new social relationships were est-
ablished and new institutions of power
created. A small circle of tribal leaders and
the warrior aristocracy in social commun-
ities which were obviously on the rise
acquired a growing standing and social im-
portance, which, in turn, meant growing
social power. The strengthening of certain
expanding tribal communities only further
influenced the process of social differenti-
ation, which was inevitably attended by
corresponding changes in the system of
culture. Expansion into other regions, tribal
conflicts over new territories, new pastures,
salt-water springs and more favourable
terms of exchange with other tribes and cul-
tures brought not only great prosperity to
the tribe at large, but also greater esteem
and power to the tribal leaders, especially
all the more so if they led invasions and
plundered neighbouring and even other more
remote territories.

The diversity and richness of the arch-
aeological findings in princely tombs of the
Early Iron Age in the central Balkans, and
in other Balkan and non-Balkan areas, allow
us to conclude that the actual cultural form
of these burial rites is exceptionally import-
ant for a cultural-anthropological study of
prehistoric and protohistoric communities.
These findings point to a certain dialectical
feedback between the expansion of a bur-
geoning society, its growing internal social
stratification, its more direct contact with
other peoples and tribes on the one hand,
and certain structural changes in the cultural
forms and contents of that society on the
other. Persuasive evidence of the stability
and strength of this connection is provided
by the archaeologically established premise
that burgeoning tribal communities, with
their strong emphasis on the warrior social
order, were most probably tribal alliances
whose leaders were certainly held above
local community chiefs and who, therefore,
were in a position to prove and reinforce
their power by seizing ever-larger shares of
the booty. The social stratification of warrior
tribes and tribal alliances, conditioned by
their expansion, thus encouraged the cre-
ation, adoption and assimilation of new
cultural forms, a large part of which have
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been preserved in the princely necropoles
of the Early Iron Age.

The monumental and rich princely tombs
found in the Balkans and other parts of
Europe and Asia Minor have enabled greater
scientific insight into the character and
content of a general and common cultural
type linked to the social transformation and
social stratification of different tribal com-
munities encompassed by the course of
historical development and cultural growth.
Geographical distance, distinguishing anthro-
pological traits and ethnic origin, which to
a certain extent obviously influenced the
determination of different local customs
and rituals, do not seem to have really
disturbed the general process of forming and
shaping a, more or less, uniform cultural
model.

This model was characteristic of many
social and tribal communities which existed
under similar conditions and were at ap-
proximately the same development level
during the Early Iron Age. The power,
prestige and hierarchical status of warrior
leaders and tribal elders, from whose ranks
the first aristocratic strata in the so-called
heroic societies emerged, were reflected,
among other things, in the acceptance and
ever-broader application of certain burial
forms and funeral rites. These distinguished
the ruling and innner leading circle from the
common people and other members of the
tribe. The inconsistent and non-uniform
method of burial, which, depending on the
local and tribal traditions of the earlier
Urnenfelder culture and various other
factors, varied from cremation to burial
(both in separate mound graves, - kurgans
and monumental tumuli and in flat graves),
cannot, however, provide the necessary data
for determining the oneness of the cultural
model of the exceptionally important prince-
ly tombs from the Hallstatt D culture. Far
sounder and more reliable data on the
character and cultural uniformity of princely
tombs as cultural indicators are to be found
in the objects discovered in these graves,
particularly costly and imported possessions
for daily, personal and ritual use. These
objects allow one to determine, with relative
certainty, the level of social and cultural
development of +these burgeoning tribal
communities and ethnic groups of the Early
Iron Age.
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Import Routes

Various imported material found in the
Scythian tombs around the Sea of Azov and
in the princely necropoles of Duvanli, Tre-
beniste, Atenica and Novi Pazar, and even
in Hochdorf and Vix, prove the existence of
not only firm but regular and diversified
cultural and trade links between the so-
-called barbarian tribes populating the
hinterland and the Greek coastal towns and
colonies on the Black Sea, the Adriatic and
the western Mediterranean during the
Middle Iron Age. The types of weapons and
warrior equipment, particularly the Greek-
-Illyrian and Corinthian type helmets, large
bronze dishes richly decorated with similar
relief applications, fine Greek pottery mostly
of the black-figure type, silver dishes and
some examples of finely crafted Greek je-
welry, clearly support the assumption that
the whole Hallstatt D horizon underwent a
lively and advanced process of cultural
symbiosis and was exposed to the powerful
reflection of Greek culture on various tribes
and tribal communities in the hinterland.

The Ionian colonies on the west coast of
the Black Sea were certainly one source
of Greek imports. Their influence could be
felt until the destruction of the large Ionian
settlements and towns on the coast of Asia
Minor on the eve of the Graeco-Persian
wars in the beginning of the fifth century
B. C. Another centre of cultural dissemin-
ation and trade was continental Greece,
Athens, Corinth and Boeotia, whose com-
munications with the Balkan hinterland
followed the up-stream direction of the
Aegean basin’s
probable source of Mediterranean cultural
penetration to the West and central Europe
was in all likelihood linked to Etruria and
the Greek settlements in Italy and on the
northern Mediterranean. Indisputable traces
of combined Etruscan-Greek influences have
been found in the Alpine region. Other
equally important sources were the Greek
colonies on the Adriatic coast (Apollonia,
Dyrrachion, Budva, Narona, etc.) — some of
the points from which Greek culture spread
towards the central Balkans.

Another major route of Greek imports,
starting from Ionian towns on the Black Sea
(which also maintained flourishing contacts
with the Scythian tribes), went, according

river valleys. The third,

to Maja Parovié-Pesikan, along the so-called
northern trading route: the Danube, the Sa-
va and their tributaries. Numerous findings
of Ionian provenance along this route have
offered ample proof of the Danube’s import-
ance in the ancient world’s trading network,
and even of combined Greek-Scythian in-
fluence all the way to the upper course of
the Sava river and the Julian Alps. Speaking
about the visible symbiosis of cultural in-
fluences spreading along the Danube to the
West, Milutin GaraSanin openly raised the
following question: »Were not the ultimate
offspring of the Scythians at a certain
moment perhaps the vehicles of or at least
intermediaries in the spread of Ionian
influence from the Pontus?«

The second import route strecthed from
Chalcidice, past the Vardar and the Mora-
va river valleys, to the northern Danubian
route, while its other leg connected Central
Greece and Thessaly with the Drim river
valley, Kosovo, the Ibar, the Drina and the
Western Morava, again breaking out at the
northern route and in the Sava river valley.
One interesting and important fact merits
special mention: almost all the princely
tombs discovered in the central Balkans
were situated precisely along this parallel
continental route which carried Greek in-
fluence from the South to the North and, in
a specific manner, typologically linked to-
gether the cultural characteristics of differ-
ent ethnic groups of the Early Iron Age.

The third route, mentioned by Maja Pa-
rovié-Pesikan, ran from the Etruscan centres
in central and northern Italy, down the Sava
and Drina rivers towards the central Bal-
kans. Although sufficient material evidence
to support hypotheses on its existence has
not been found, one should not entirely rule
out the possibility that it is there, especially
as it was towards the end of the sixth and
the beginning of the fifth century B. C. that
the centre of Etruscan trade shifted from
the shores of the Mediterranean — incre-
asingly dominated by the Greek colonies —
to continental barbarian Europe. It is well-
known that just around that time the
Etruscans lost their dominance on the seas
and, after the battles of Himera and Cumae
in 474 B. C,, they ceded maritime trade to
the Greeks and Carthaginians. After that,
the Etruscans turned more towards trade
with barbarian tribes in the Alpine region,
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and the trading route shifted from central
and northern Italy to the north-west,
stretching to the princely heartlands in
southern Germany and France. The Greek
colony Spina, situated at the mouth of the
Po river into the Adriatic, gradually took
over all trade activities from Massilia (Mar-
seilles), confirming that Greeks, too, turned
to trade with barbarians. Many findings of
Italian-Greek origin from the princely ne-
cropoles of central Europe, particularly in
Heuneburg, Hochdorf and Vix, belonging to
the same cultural horizon, can be more or
less directly linked to the importance of the
trading route whose eastern wing could
follow a natural course along the Sava river.

Another rather important route of contact
between the tribes of the central Balkans
and peoples of the Mediterranean crossed
the Adriatic Sea. This is confirmed by nu-
merous kindred and typologically identical
findings on both sides of the Adriatic, part-
icularly in the western reaches. Between the
7th and 5th centuries B. C. we can even
speak about a type of metal object appearing
in identical or slightly altered form and
proving the existence of lively and est-
ablished cultural contacts between the
Apennine and Balkan peoples, inhabiting
not only the coastal areas but the central
Balkans as well, where cultural contacts
and interaction followed the usual pattern
of the protohistoric times — trade routes,
plunder, raids and ethnic intermingling.

Forms of Cultural Communication

We should not, however, disregard the
fact that cultural communication between
various Balkan tribes was mostly in the
form of war and trade. In both cases, the
tribes of the central Balkans focussed more
on the rich and more developed areas of
the South, including the Greek colonies on
the Adriatic and Ionian coasts, i.e. on
powerful trading centres on the Black Sea
through which Greek merchandise was
distributed among Thracian, Scythian, Daco-
-Mysian and Illyrian tribes. Plundering raids
by some tribes or tribal alliances into other
territories were not unusual and can be
regarded as a form of economic exercise
which objectively worked to bring about
changes in the culture and social forms of

the one and the other. Traces of the plund-
ering raids by the Tribals into Thracian
territory towards the end of the fifth
century B. C. — for which there is historical
evidence — were but the extention of other
similar raids as an established form of
communication between Balkan tribes at the
time. Many objects of foreign origin and
fine, costly workmanship were left by these
raids and have been found at various arch-
aeological sites, particularly in princely and
warriors’ tombs. This tradition continued,
reaching its peak at the beginning of the
third century B. C., with the Celts’ pene-
tration into the Balkans all the way to
Delphi. This grandiose raid moved and
shifted many central Balkan tribes on whose
territory the returning belligerent Celts re-
mained and settled down around the mouth
of the Sava and the Danube under the name
of Scordisci.

Contacts and communication among the
Early Iron Age Balkan tribes themselves
were, for the most part, motivated by the
same needs and were almost always effected
through warrior and plundering raids. The
changes which occured at the beginning of
the sixth century B.C. in the ethnic and
cultural relations of the region are linked
to the expanding Glasinac culture towards
the Podrinje area and the regions of present-
-day western Serbia. Poorer and more con-
servative, the well-armed tribes from the
needy mountain regions — whose necropoles
have not shown up any luxurious objects —
descended towards the more fertile and less
rugged plains. In conquering the areas of
the Bosut and Zlot cultural groups, they
adopted some of the native cultural forms,
including certain changes in their otherwise
similar burial rites. A possible trace of this
cultural interaction can be seen in the
princely necropolis at Pilatoviéi, where,
apart from the characteristic features of the
Glasinac burial rite, other forms of richer
funeral rites can be observed. Such burial
rites place the Pilatoviéi princely necropolis
somewhere halfway between the modest
princely tombs at Glasinac and the sumptu-
ous necropoles of Atenica and Novi Pazar.

Another equally important aspect of
communication among the Balkan tribes is
provided by the trade links which, judging
by the character and types of archaeological
findings, were quite ramified and probably
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much livelier than one would think. This is
best illustrated by the fact, confirmed by
various findings, that different objects spe-
cially designed »to the barbarians’ taste«
were made in some Greek trade and craft
centres which maintained ramified and well-
-established ties with the neighbouring tribes
of the Balkan hinterland. These objects,
especially sets of bronze dishes found in
several princely tombs, were held in high
_ stead by the more privileged and wealthier
social classes, tribal elders and warrior
chiefs. At the same time, this is obvious
evidence of their power, their abilities in
cultural assimilation and their maturing and
developing cultural needs. The abundance
of amber jewelry found in all the princely
necropoles of the central Balkans is distin-
guished by their diversity of form and
erratic quality. The finest examples, with
exquisitely crafted motifs and human fi-
gures, originate from the well-known sou-
thern Italian centres of such workmanship.
The vast number of amber beads found in
the princely necropoles of the central Bal-
kans support the premise that imported
amber objects were probably more often
purchased from merchants than obtained
through plunder, which, in a way, provides
a fuller picture of the rising central Balkan
tribal communities and their cultural de-
velopment spurred by constant contact with
other cultures.

Cultural and Ethnic Determinants

Of particular importance are mutual
contacts between the central Balkan tribes
and their cultural interaction in the process
of adopting and shaping a more or less
uniform cultural style. Of particular import-
ance, in this respect, are some recent findings
on the territorial expansion and ethnic iden-
tity of a somewhat more ancient style of
the Bosut-Basarabi cultural complex, traces
of which can be found from the 8th to the
6th century B. C. pottery of the broader
Danube region in Serbia, surviving in some
forms through the fifth century. According
to the archaeological discoveries made at a
number of excavation sites, this culture
appeared in two forms: Western (Bosut) and
Eastern (Basarabi). It encompassed the areas
of Srem, Sumadija and eastern Serbia, where

a separate form of the Zlot group appeared.
As a distinctly central Balkan and Danubian
culture of the Early Iron Age, the Basarahbi
style was evident in the whole region,
bringing local cultures and ethnic groups
into a somewhat uniform type of the auto-
chtonous Hallstatt culture. In view of the
area it encompassed, the Basarabi culture,
judging by somewhat later sources, largely
encompassed regions settled by the Tribals
during the Hallstatt period. The presence of
the Bosut-Basarabi culture in western Ser-
bia has not been precisely determined, nor
have the western boundaries of the Tribalian
territory been fully established, territory
which from the end of the seventh century
B. C. saw the intrusion of the Glasinac tribes,
today identified with relative certainty as
Autariates. If we accept the assumption that
the stopping-line of these Autariatan intrus-
ions into Tribalian territories (i.e. intrusions
by the Glasinac culture among proponents
of the Basarabi style) at the beginning of
the sixth century B. C. were the Moravica
and Maljen, near Uzi¢ka PoZega, then it is
quite reasonable to assume that the Tribal
territory stretched all the way to the Kolu-
bara in the west, which corresponds with
the spread of the Basarabi style.

South of the Zapadna (Western) Morava
river, the spacious mountain regions of the
central Balkans were settled by the Darda-
nians, who were also exposed to pressure
from the Autariates and raids by the Illyri-
ans in the strict sense of the word (Illyrii
proprie dicti). The Autariates’ penetration
towards the PeSter plateau, apparently in
search of new and better pastures, came to
a stop in the seventh century B. C. on the
Mount Golija, attesting to the Dardanians’
ability and strength to resist, perhaps as a
tribal alliance, the warrior tribes of Glasinac.
During the sixth century B. C., the Darda-
nians put up similar resistance to the
Illyrians proprie dicti along the boundary
of Kosovo and Metohija, thus leaving reli-

‘able proof of their vitality. »This meanss,

concludes Dragoslav Srejovié, »that the
territory of Serbia during the sixth century
B. C. was for the most part peopled by
ancient, inter-related indigenous communi-
ties — the Dardanians (Kosovo and the area
between the Ibar, Zapadna and JuZna
(Southern) Morava river valleys), the Tribals
(Sumadija and eastern Serbia) and an off-
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shoot of the Daco-Getes (Banat, Srem, Ba&-
ka), whereas only smaller areas were peopled
by Illyrian tribes — the Autariatan branch
(the Drina and Lim river areas, from Povlen
and Maljen to PeSter) and the Illyrians
proprie dicti (south-western Metohija). These
boundaries did not really change until the
end of the fourth century B. C,, that is until
the arrival of the Celts in the Balkan pe-
ninsula and the conflict between the ancient
Balkan tribes on the one hand, and the
Macedonian state and Hellenic rulers, on
the other. The period between the end of
the sixth and the middle of the fourth
century B. C., approximately between 525
and 350 B. C,, is characterised by the almost
uniform rise of all ethnic cultural groups in
the Balkan hinterland. The boundaries est-
ablished between tribes in the sixth century
B. C, in the aim of protecting their indepen-
dence, customs and properties, were thrust
wide open during the fifth century for the
exchange of raw materials and cultural
goods. Extensive cultural interaction makes
it almost impossible to identify which ethno-
-cultural group goes with which new form
of jewelry, implements, arms or pottery
emerging on the territory of Serbia from
the end of the sixth to the middle of the
fourth century B. C. On the other hand, the
majority of ethno-cultural groups saw the
social stratification process draw to a close.
As a result, the cultures of individual tribes
became multifacetted sumptuous and cosmo-
politan in some places, poor and extremely
archaic in others. Archaeological findings,
unfortunately, have mostly revealed the cul-
ture of the privileged strata — tribal leaders,
their families and warriorse.

The Autariates, whose expansion thro-
ughout this period reflected their internal
social relations, were among the central
Balkan tribes which exerted a certain influ-
ence on cultural relations and on the feautres
of the Hallstatt culture in the central Balkan
region. Working within a tribal alliance,
which embraced related tribes under a
common name, the Autariates established a
balance between their social needs and their
limited economic circumstances by conque-
ring and plundering other territories. Like
other central Balkan tribes which during
the Early Iron Age had attained the same
level of cultural development and social
organization and which often used the same

means in their struggle for survival and
domination, the Autariates, like all develop-
ing warrior tribes, spontaneously accepted
and transmitted different forms of material
and spiritual culture.

A similar phenomenon can be observed
among the central Balkan tribes and tribal
communities which had contacts with
neighbouring ethnic groups, not just with
the Balkan peoples (like the Daco-Getes,
Thracians, Illyrians proprie dicti, Amantines,
Pannonians and Illyrian tribes of the we-
stern Balkan region) but with non-Balkan
peoples as well, like the Scythians, Etrus-
cans and Greeks. Scythian arrows and horse
gear, bronze dishes of Italic origin and
other articles attesting to cultural interaction
point to the conclusion that the central Bal-
kan region of the Early Iron Age was neither
closed nor exposed solely to the influences
of southern Greek culture. Different cultu-
ral influences merged here, creating a, more
or less, uniform type of Hallstatt culture of
Balkan provenance. Subject to striking
disparities and disproportions (with a mul-
titude of inner strata), to great surges and
curious stagnations, this culture periodically
achieved enviable heights, in spite of the
undeveloped forms of its material culture.
Its highest peak is reflected in the luxurious
wealth of the princely tombs in Atenica and
Novi Pazar, which, obviously, belonged to
the most powerful and most prominent
tribal and warrior leaders of the well-
-organized, interconnected and rich tribes
and tribal communities.

Data is scarce, but if we were to elabo-
rate a working hypothesis on the ethnic
identity of the most distinctive and sump-
tuous princely tombs in the central Balkans
during the Early Iron Age, the first thing
we should have to consider is the fact that
the Tribals and Dardanians were the richest
and most advanced of all central Balkan
tribes in the sixth and fifth centuries B. C.
and, accordingly, »the main factors of cul-
tural and historical events in this part of
the Balkan peninsula«. On the other hand,
territorial delineation between the central
Balkan tribes of the period support the
assumption that the princely tombs in Ate-
nica could belong to the Tribals, and those
in Novi Pazar to the Dardanians. But arch-
aeological processing of the objects found
in these necropoles does not support this
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hypothesis. Nor can it be proved by chrono-
logical or analytical treatment. Consequen-
tly, it is necessary to use secondary data —
later historical sources, cultural analogies
and other comparisons with objects excavat-
ed from sumptuous and less sumptuous
tombs belonging to the same period. The
forms and contents of burial rites, cult
symbols and other aspects of spiritual cul-
ture attest, however, to a specific typological
uniformity of general cultural models, conf-
irmed in these sumptuous princely necro-
poles in the central Balkans. The statistical
analysis of archaeological findings and
articles excavated from these tombs shown
on the attached tables and plates, and the
corresponding synthetic-comparativé gene-
ralization of all major findings from Atenica
and Novi Pazar, do not elucidate the que-
stion of ethnic identity, but rather point to
the need for typological investigation and
for bringing together all elements of a
culture within the scope of this characteristic
example of similarities and disparities, since
all these elements have been confirmed by
both monumental princely burial rites and
other tombs and necropoles from the same
cultural period.

Material Culture — Typological
Systematization of Articles
Found in Tombs

Basic information on a uniform culture,
reflected in the sumptuous princely funeral
and other distinctive burial rites of Tribal,
Dardanian and Autariatan warriors, is
provided by the articles found in these
tombs, they being the most important arch-
aeological evidence of the material culture
of the time. The few settlements from the
Hallstatt period — some of which were very
important, like Donja Dolina, Gradina-na-
-Bosutu, Gomolava and town-like settlements
in Bosnia and Serbia — do not provide enough
relevant information for assessing the whole
cultural model. In the absence of other
possibilities for a broader and more com-
prehensive comparative investigation of the
Early Iron Age in the central Balkans —
such as buildings, settlements, shrines, roads
etc. — the main determining elements for
shedding light on and reconstructing the

material culture lie, by and large, in these
articles excavated from tombs. The impor-
tance of the princely tombs lies, among
other things, in the fact that they offer an
abundance of removable archaeological ma-
terial, on the basis of which we can deter-
mine, at least up to a point, some of the
highest forms of the overall cultural scene
of the period in the central Balkans.

It should be borne in mind, however,
that due to the specific nature of their
contents, princely tombs do not allow for a
more detailed analysis within the existing
archaeological cultural -classifications into
groups, and still less do they provide grounds
for pinpointing their ethnic origin. Metal
objects, personal jewerly, fibulae, ornaments
and the like, do fit into the broader context
of the Early Iron Age culture (sixth and
fifth centuries B. C.), but noet in terms of
any distinct forms. Almost all the findings
have their typological parallels in other
tombs and necropoles in the region. Existing
differences are reflected primarily in the
fact that the same models are often made
out of precious metals, and sometimes the
workmanship is of a higher quality. The
appearance of specific forms, like the Mra-
morac belt or some other articles designa-
ting the rank or social standing of the
deceased (sceptres, pectorals, etc.), seem to
substantiate the importance of princely
tombs as the highest expression of a burgeo-
ning protohistoric culture, rather than
provide reliable data for a historic inter-
pretation of the spread and interaction of
the central Balkan tribes and communities
of the times.

Types of metal objects from prehistoric
and protohistoric times in the Balkans are
usually »insensitive« to cultural classifica-
tion, because they were common to many
kindred cultural groups and peoples trading
in same goods, and often adapting their own
products to the same models. Findings of
local pottery, more »sensitive« to cultural
classification and more helpful in ethnic
determination, are few and far between in
the princely tombs of the central Balkans,
so that they do not allow for a more detailed
analysis of cultural and ethnic relations.
Imported objects, an important part of the
princely tombs’ inventory, do not allow for
such a determination either, because they
are scattered over a broad area, appearing
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in identical forms from southern Italy to
central and western Europe, i.e. to the Black
Sea steppes of Western Asia. Like many
other costly gold and silver objects of
autochtonous craftsmanship, imported artic-
les of Greek and Italic origin primarily attest
to the inner cultural development of certain
tribal communities, and to the establishment
of new social relations which attended the
process of social differentation and the
growing power of new social institutions.
At the same time, they confirm the existence
of lively trade and cultural ties between the
Balkan hinterland, the Mediterranean shores
and continental Europe. These ties were
certainly stronger during the 6th and 5th
century B. C. and more frequent than is
usually -believed, representing a natural
form of communication between the peoples
of Europe and the Near East.

If one were to try to systematize ali the
available data on archaeological findings in
the unusually rich princely tombs of the
central Balkans, focussing on their compara-
tive typology, one would arrive at interesting
conclusions regarding the frequency and
spread of certain cultural forms related to
the burial of warrior chiefs and the first
members of the tribal aristocracy. Similarly,
one would arrive at certain important in-
dicators regarding the typological uniformity
of the bulk of the objects found in princely
and other luxurious tombs in the central
Balkans in the Early Iron Age. Although
differences between some princely necro-
poles are evident, comparative-synthetic
global systematization brings to light certain
distinct elements of typological kinship, as
well as significant parallels. They indicate
the existence of a, more or less, uniform
cultural model within different tribal com-
munities and ethnic groups peopling the
same areas at the same time, and with
approximately the same level of develop-
ment in their social relations and social
institutions.

The following elements of typological
uniformity have been established among
findings from the first group of princely
necropoles (distinctly sumptuous): 1) all
princely tombs of the Early Iron Age in the
central Balkans contained luxurious and
diverse personal jewelry belonging to the
deceased — necklaces, beads, bracelets,
earrings etc. — made of gold, silver, bronze,

amber, glass, bone etc. 2) All the apparel
in the tombs was decorated with sumptuous
adornments, pins, fibulae, buttons, appliques,
pendants and amulets, also made of gold,
silver, bronze, amber, bone etc. 3) All the
deceased bore some mark of their rank and
social standing — insignias like sceptres,
rare ornaments, armours, shields, helmets,
pectorals, cnemides etc. These objects were
sometimes made of gold, so that they, too,
can be classified as garment adornments and
signs of the deceased’s reputation and rower.
4) All tombs contained articles made of
amber, mostly amorphous-like beads, but
also some exquisite examples of the southern
Italian style. 5) With the exception of a
woman’s tomb (Atenica, mound I), all prin-
cely tombs in the central Balkans contained
bronze jewerly. 6) With the exception of
one (not yet properly explored) tomb in No-
vi Pazar, all princely tombs contained
weaponry, both the central and peripheral
mounds alike. 7) All princely necropoles
contained objects and dishes that could have
been used for burial rites — imported bronze
dishes of Greek origin, Greek pottery and
some local articles; there are even identical
sets of dishes or identical dishes, like, for
instance, the phial mesomphalos with iis
ribbed protrusions. 8) At the necropolis of
Atenica, remnants of chariots and horse
equipment were found at two sites; this is
very important for establishing of compara-
tive links between the princely tombs of
the central Balkans and other princely
necropoles of the same period. .

In terms of comparative typology of the
findings in the princely tombs of the central
Balkans, it is also significant to note the
frequency with which some of them crop
up in necropoles which are distinctly sump-
tuous, i.e. tumuli I and II in Atenica, in
Novi Pazar, Pilatovi¢i, Peéka Banja and
Arareva Gromila in Glasinac (Table I). Gold
and silver articles turn up in 67 per cent of
all the sites, the percentage for bronze
jewerly is 84 per cent, for glass 50 per cent,
while amber was found at every site (100
per cent). Imported dishes also appear fre-
quently (67 per cent), finely crafted pottery
of Greek origin appears in 67 per cent, and
autochtonous pottery in 84 per cent of the
sites. Articles symbolizing the power and
social standing of the deceased, such as

armour, cnemides and weaponry, also appear
in 84 per cent of the cases.

Taken as a whole, the majority of im-
portant findings in the princely tombs of
the central Balkans points to typological
uniformity: 73.4 per cent of all findings
indicates a certain degree of typological
similarity or kinship with other findings in
sumptuous princely necropoles. Exceptions
to the uniform model are proportionately
high (26.6 per cent), but this can be attribu-
ted to the varying affluence and general
cultural development of some populations
and ethnic groups, whose position in the
central Balkans proper was not always the
same. Their material culture and economic
power depended on a multitude of factors
which influenced the development of the

spiritual culture of protohistoric Balkan

tribes. Whereas in the construction of burial
mounds and burial rites exceptions to the
uniform model of princely funerals in the
central Balkans amounted only to 16 per
cent, typological differences in the richness
and frequency of the articles found there
are considerably higher (26.6 per cent). This
point should be .taken into account in com-
parative-synthetic analyses of princely
tombs and burial rites, as distinct forms of
the development of social relations during
the Early Iron Age in the central Balkans.

If we mark a hypothetical ideal model of
typological uniformity with an index of 100,
then in terms of the richness of the tomb
findings (Table I), Atenica I rates 60 per
cent, Atenica II 90 per cent, Novi Pazar
90 per cent, Pilatovi¢i 80 per cent, Pecka
Banja 80 per cent and Arareva Gromila 50
per cent. This shows rather adequately the
respective degrees of their luxury, as well
as the inter-relation of their richness.

Typological Systematization
of Tomb Constructions

Data on burial rites in princely and other
warrior tombs of the Early Iron Age in the
central Balkans offer sufficient material
for further synthetic-comparative analysis.
Particularly important is the fact that on
the basis of comparisons in analyzing tomb
constructions and stratigraphical data on
burial mounds, certain similarities can be
established for burial rites over a relatively

broad geographical area. Although they be-
long to the same cultural period and, basic-
ally, to the same type of culture, neither the
monumental tumuli nor the tomb construc-
tions of princely necropoles in the Balkans
offer any specific information on the ethnic
identity of the buried tribal chiefs. In view
of the fact that they did not belong to one
Illyrian tribe of the ancient Balkans but to
almost all cultural and ethnic groups, monu-
mental princely tumuli can serve only as a
proof of cultural changes in the increasingly
stratified communities of the different peo-
ples of the central Balkans, unified typolo-
gically, to an extent, by a uniform cultural
model and by certainly similar burial rites.

An analysis of the data on tomb con-
structions and burial rites in monumental
princely tombs allows one to conclude that,
despite certain minor discrepancies and va-
riants, all tombs revealed numerous elements
pointing to very similar, if not identical
burial rites. A synthetic analysis shows that
all elements of similarity and uniformity
can be grouped into a kind of common model
of tomb construction and burial ritual for
princely tumuli in the central Balkans. Fur-
ther analysis points to a strong typological
uniformity, which is of particular impor-
tance for determining the cultural contents
of the older Hallstatt period, for studying
social relations in tribal organizations and
even the evolution of spiritual beliefs, the
cult of the dead, the manner of burying and
the burial rituals.

The following elements of typological
uniformity were established: 1) all princely
tombs of the Early Iron Age in the central
Balkans for which there is reliable field
documentation were found under tumuli.
2) The tumuli were usually monumental in
size, considerably larger than other tombs
and basically with the same stratigraphy.
3) All tombs were of a similar interior con-
struction made of stone: the central tomb in
the middle of the mound was surrounded by
a peripheral supporting wall made of pebbles
and crushed stone. The pebble ring undo-
ubtedly had some cult meaning and marked
the sacred spot. The pyres, sacrificial struc-
tures and peripheral tombs, which were not
found in all necropoles, show negligible
discrepancies in relation to the basic typo-
logical uniformity and are regarded as vari-
ants in the construction of princely mounds
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and burial rites. 4) All bodies in the central
tombs had been cremated. 5) All central
tombs were made of carved and crushed
stone and pebbles, conical or square in shape,
and contained an abundance of luxury
articles. 6) Peripheral tombs and certain
sacrificial structures were found in almost
all princely tombs. The exceptions are in
Atenica, where Mound I lacks the sacrificial
altar and Mound II the peripheral tomb;
there is also no sacrificial altar in the tomb
in Arareva Gromila in Glasinac. 7) Not all
the bodies found in the peripheral tombs
were cremated; inhumation in peripheral
tombs was found in Arareva Gromila and
in Pilatoviéi. 8) Pyres and traces of crema-
tion were found, as a rule, in the mound
itself, with the exception of the princely
mound in Pilatovidi.

On the basis of the 30 available analytical
data (index 100), the ratio between reliable,
established elements of typological uniform-
ity and discrepancies and variants is 25:5,
or 84 per cent. On the basis of available data,
therefore, we can speak about the evident
existence of typological uniformity in the
construction of burial mounds and rites in
princely tombs in the central Balkans (Table
II). Exceptions to the uniform model (16 per
cent) are negligible and can be attributed
to the fact that princely tombs did not
belong to the same central Balkan tribes
and that the distance between these tombs
was quite large for the times, which, accor-
ding to local tradition, could have influenced
the development of variants and modalities
within the scope of a basically identical
cultural type.

The hypothetical ideal scheme serving as
a typological model for uniformity between
the princely tombs in monumental tumuli in
the central Balkans should embrace all the
established elements of a uniform typology:
a circular supporting wall, central mound
of piled stones, cremated body, cremation
site in the mound, sacrificial construction,
peripheral tomb. As the model encompasses
all elements, its index is 100. The closest
correlation to this index is the princely tomb
in Novi Pazar. It contains all the elements
of typological uniformity, provided that the
more ancient Hallstatt mound, which was
severely damaged, had at least one periphe-
ral grave from the same period. As compared
to that ideal model, there are certain disc-

repancies in all other distinctively sumptu-
ous princely tombs, and their correlation to
the ideal typological scheme is 84 per cent.
The only exception is the princely tomb
from Arareva Gromila, with a correlation of
66 per cent, which, to a certain extent,
confirms the assumption that the Glasinac
necropolis does not belong to the group of
distinctive princely tombs in the central
Balkans and serves primarily as a factor for
comparative investigation.

On the other hand, rather interesting are
the results of a comparative typological
analysis of the running frequency of certain
tomb constructions and burial rituals, al-
though, unfortunately, the available data
(Table II) are not complete due to the
varying field conditions. The supporting wall
appears in 80 per cent of all findings, there
is a piled central tomb and cremation site
in all cases (100 per cent). Cremation sites
were found in the mound itself in 80 per
cent of the cases, sacrificial constructions in
60 per cent and peripheral tombs in 75 per
cent of the cases. One must remember, with
these figures, the relatively small number
of samples and quite scanty data for a com-
parative and statistic analysis. Although
such analysis is not, nor can it be completely
reliable, it can, nevertheless, serve as an
indicator for the further study of typological
uniformity among the princely tombs of the
Early Iron Age in the central Balkans.

The Burial Method as an
Element of Spiritual Culture

Some of the afore-mentioned elements
of established typological uniformity point
to a long-standing tradition in the method
of burial under tumuli over the broader
Balkan area. This applies primarily to the
very construction of the tumuli, which can
be observed as a rather wide-spread and
almost traditional phenomenon from the
Early Bronze Age onwards, although there
are also some more ancient findings. The
central Balkans, i.e. western Serbia, eastern
Bosnia, SandZak and Metohija, offer the
most striking examples; sumptuous princely
tombs and separate warriors’ tombs contain-
ing valuable removable articles were found
under the tumuli. The interior construction
of the tumuli — the central tomb and pe-
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ripheral stone ring — is one of the decisive
determining factors for typologically syste-
matizing the data acquired from princely
necropoles. Each of these elements — like
the central tomb in the tumuli, the piled
stone tomb, the peripheral stone ring or
separate parts for the sacrificial rituals —
appear either separately or together, in a
wide area and over a rather long period of
time, encompassing even several stages in
succession. Their appearance in princely
tumuli at the end of the sixth and beginning
of the fifth century B. C. constitutes a sort
of common denominator for the whole cul-
ture and a specific form of the concentration
of burial . rites which different cultural
groups and central Balkan ethnic commu-
nities adopted in the course of their social,
economic and cultural development.

The genesis of this type of burial mound
can be observed in two regions which,
although relatively close to each other, had
somewhat different burial traditions. The
Dardanian territory developed the ritual of
cremation: first, in small tholus-like con-
structions of stone and pebbles, as in Donja
Brnjica. During the Hallstatt C period, these
constructions were enlarged with a periphe-
ral stone ring, as in Dojevié and Gornja
StraZzava, in the Novi Pazar region. »Some
time later — at the end of the Hallstatt C
and beginning of the Hallstatt D period —
grave constructions emerged which consisted
of a wide stone ring with a separate stone
structure in the center, now serving as a
giant urn«. Evidence of this gradual process
of typological uniformity in tomb construc-
tions can be found in the necropoles of Gor-
nja Strazava and Dojevi¢, which gave way
to the monumental tombs found at Petrova
Crkva near Novi Pazar. Later on, in Kara-
gat, these constructions were somewhat
simplified and reverted back to ancient
tradition.

The process was somewhat different on
territories influenced by the Autariates,
like Glasinac, the Drina river valley and
Pilatoviéi, although it led to the same results
in terms of the tumuli construction. The
number of burials in a single tumulus de-
creased and separate tombs were formed,
of which the largest and the most important
bore the same features as the more ancient
tribal tumuli which had a larger number
of burials. These developments led to the

phenomenon observed in Arareva Gromila
and Pilatoviéi, where the most important
tumulus visibly stands out in the necropolis.
A combined burial rite was applied in the
princely tumuli: the deceased was cremated,
while his page was inhumated.

Unfortunately, the lack of comparative
data from the Tribalian territory — where,
with the exception of Atenica, all important
findings have come from incidental and
individual tombs — does not allow us to
draw similar conclusions on the uniformity
of the tomb constructions. It is only on the
basis of the Atenica tumuli and their con-
struction that one can at least partially
establish the existence of a related process,
one which led to the construction of more
or less the same type of burial mounds on
Tribalian, Dardanian and Autariatan terri-
tories. Here one should not rule out the
possibility of interaction between different
cultural and ethnic substrata, leading to the
gradual formation of a common and uniform
cultural model of tomb constructions and
burial rituals.

On the other hand, the parallel applica-
tion of two different burial rites in the
princely tombs of Pilatoviéi and Arareva
Gromila indicates that it was due to such
interaction — and to internal changes in the
culture of tribal communities undergoing
the same process of transformation in social
relations — that changes occurred in burial
rites. New social relations were attended by
new cultural forms and new burial rituals,
and now cremation was introduced into the
hitherto almost uniform skeletal burial
among the princely class of the Glasinac
culture. At first, it was a mark of the social
standing and prestige of the deceased. The
same phenomenon was observed among
members of the Kaptol group in Slavonija,
and one has solid grounds to regard it as
part of the uniform process of interaction
and intermingling between different cultural
forms, not only in the area of the central
Balkans proper, but further afield as well
However, cremation in the princely tombs
of Atenica and Novi Pazar need not have
been solely the result of social stratification
and changes in the social structure of tribal
communities, since cremation rites had al-
ready existed among the members of the
Daco-Mysian peoples, who included the
Tribals and Dardanians. As distinct from
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the neighbouring Illyrian tribes, practicing
inhumation, and from the Thracian tribes,
practising bi-ritual burial (inhumation and
incineration), the Daco-Mysian Tribalian and
Dardanian tribes used the cremation ritual,
as can be seen in Atenica and Novi Pazar,
the two largest princely necropoles in the
central Balkans.

Cult Symbols

The similarity of some cult symbols
appearing in the princely tombs of the Early
Iron Age in the central Balkans in a way
substantiates the cultural model uniformity
of princely burials. When analysing cult
symbols in general, and especially in cases
like these where there is insufficient data
on the spiritual culture and beliefs of the
ancient Balkan peoples, one should re-
member that these symbols emerge at
different levels of human activity — from
everyday life to religious rituals and funeral
rites, reflecting the desire to establish
continuity in the deceased’s spiritual life.
The nature and use of the symbols cannot
be determined and reconstructed with abso-
lute certainty, especially as their actual
meaning sometimes changed depending on
the context and the purpose for which they
were used.

Although a well-known chtonian symbol,
the snake depicted on bracelets found in No-
vi Pazar or Petka Banja probably had no
function in the funeral rite and was just one
of the articles buried with the deceased. The
fact that the deceased wore and used it
during his lifetime and that this could have
reflected some cult symbolism has nothing
to do with the burial rite itself. Similarly,
geometric appliques found in Atenica and
Novi Pazar, the most striking of which are
in the shape of a triangle, lozenge, double
spiral, circle, swastika etc., can attest to the
dynamic character of a burgeoning culture
— because such symbols have been registe-
red among just such cultures — but it also
attests to a possible solar cult among the
central Balkan tribes in prehistoric and
protohistoric times. It is very difficult to
draw a semantical line; their importance for
studying burial rituals in the central Balkans
is rather reflected in the fact that these
symbolic ornaments were mostly made of

gold and deposited undamaged in the mound,
since gold had not only a social and econo-
mic, but a magical value as well. This is
reflected in the gold burial masks found in
Mycenae and TrebeniSte, which were used
for burial purposes only; this can certainly
not be said about any of the golden articles
found in the princely tombs of Atenica and
Novi Pazar.

The same applies to amber articles which
have been found in almost all princely tombs
in the area, and which were highly regarded
not just for their beauty, but also for their
magical properties, probably because they
produced electricity when rubbed and were
like a magnet for lighter particles. Besides
being part of the deceased’s personal belong-
ings, amber articles could have had a cult
purpose in the burial ritual; this is sub-
stantiated by the fact that an abundance of
amber was found in all princely tombs and
it might have been used with scented resin
in the cremation ceremony.

The bee symbol, already mentioned in
relation to the gold pendants of Atenica,
could also have had twofold purpose. Besides
its secular and ornamental role, symbolizing
fertility, nobility and supreme power, the
bee symbol was almost certainly a part of
the burial ritual and chthonian cults. It
stood for purification and immortality;
indirectly, through the honey used for
embalming and preparing the deceased for
burial, the bee was directly related to burial
rites, which used mead, as the drink of the
gods. Like the wading birds, wild beasts,
roosters, rams, gryphons, the human face,
round fruits and the like, appearing on many
of the adornments and appliques found in
the princely tombs of the central Balkans,
the bee symbol can facilitate the further
comprehensive study of the spiritual culture
of protohistoric tribes in the central Balkans.
This may also be a way to learn something
about the level and forms of spiritual culture
in the Early Iron Age in the area, and to
find evidence of the typological uniformity
of the cultural contents of different ethnic
groups and peoples.

This uniformity is further indicated by
the chariots found in both princely tumuli
of Atenica. In both cases the chariots were
clearly used as articles which the deceased
may need in his after-life. For the majority
of the protohistoric European peoples, the
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chariot symbolized power, reputation and
warrior prestige. The sumptuous Celtic
princely tombs of Vix, Hochdorf and Hoh-
michele, belonging to the same cultural
horizon as the Atenica mounds, contained
the remains of chariots in their burial
mounds. Later Irish heroic poems even offer
written evidence that, for the Celts, chariots
were the attributes of heroes.

As compared to all these symbols, which
could have had a secondary function in the
burial rituals and death cult of the princely
tombs in the central Balkans, the peripheral
circle of piled stones within the tumuli must
have had a cult purpose, beyond its purely
structural function. The circle symbolizes a
magic line not to be crossed; the circles
around the graves prevent wandering evil
spirits from entering the sacred area and
the deceased from leaving his grave (and
with him the illness which was his death).
A broad and multifold importance was
attached by almost all Indo-European pe-
oples to encircling the area around the dead;
consequently, use of the circle in the tomb
constructions of princely tumuli should not
be singled out from the general model of
the spiritual culture. The stones and pebbles
which constituted the ring could also have
had a cult and symbolic purpose, but it is
equally probable that the use of stone came
from the fact that it was the most readily
accessible building material in the entire
Balkan region. The orientation of the tombs
towards different sides of the world must
have had a certain meaning in the burial
ritual and death cult-related rites, but, as
with the sacrificial constructions, the type
of sacrifice, etc., there is no reliable data
to allow a broader cultural-anthropological
comparison.

The Mutual Relationship
and Dating of the Tombs

Apart from the afore-mentioned typolog-
ical similarities of the articles found in and
the construction of princely tumuli in the
central Balkans — which, as we have seen,
appear in 73.4 and 84 per cent of the cases,
respectively — there are also certain visible
differences among them. Personal belongings
and gold and silver adornments were not
found in the less sumptuous princely tombs

in Glasinac; there are no gold articles in
Petka Banja, and no silver objects in the
Pilatoviéi princely tumuli. No weaponry was
found in Novi Pazar, and chariots were
found only in the mounds of Atenica. Im-
ported pottery was not found in Arareva
Gromila nor were there imported bronze
dishes found in Pe¢ka Banja or in Arareva
Gromila. Signs of power and warrior rank,
such as insignia and parts of armour, were
found in all but two tombs: one was a high
standing tomb of a woman in Pilatoviéi and
the other was Mound I at Atenica, which,
judging by the articles it held, probably
contained the bodies of a woman and a
child. Inhumation occurred in two cases
only: in the peripheral tombs of Pilatovi¢i
and Arareva Gromila. It is particularly in-
teresting to note that sacrificial structures
appear in all but two tombs: Arareva Gro-
mila and Mound I at Atenica. The supporting
wall in the tumulus of Arareva Gromila is
also missing, and no cremation site was
found in the princely tumulus at Pilatoviéi.

There may be any number of reasons for
these discrepancies: cultural, ethnic and
even chronological. In all likelihood, they
stem from the individual characteristics and
affinities of the deceased, his wealth and
personal taste. A more detailed comparative
analysis of the tomb findings and construc-
tion, which might help to reveal typological
similarities and discrepancies, is made
impossible by the lack of vital data on the
majority of sites. Of all the afore-mentioned
princely tombs, only those in Atenica and
Pilatovi¢i were fully investigated. The
findings from Pilatoviéi have yet to be
published, and, therefore, cannot be included
in a comparative typological analysis. The
findings in Novi Pazar are insufficient
because the tomb seems to be incomplete.
The princely tomb in Arareva Gromila was
excavated in the 19th century and there is
no complete field documentation for this
site. The findings from Peéka Banja do not
allow for a more detailed reconstruction of
burial rites either, and broader typological
analyses and comparisons are hampered by
as yet unpublished material.

As far as chronological determination is
concerned, the burial rites give us reason
to presume that the princely tombs in Pila-
tovi¢i and Arareva Gromila are somewhat
older than those in Atenica and Novi Pazar,
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because older burial rite for that area was
traced to the peripheral mounds. On the
other hand, this difference in burial rituals
may also be territorial and, in the final
analysis, ethnic in origin, rather than just
chronological. The chronological features of
the other princely tombs in Atenica, Novi
Pazar and Petka Banja show negligible
dicrepancies, and this makes it very hard to
date them with any certainty. Imported
articles, which in almost all cases are precise
factors in chronological determination, do
not reveal any major chronological discrep-
ancies. On the contrary, all these articles
are typologically similar (e.g. amber from
Novi Pazar and Atenica). They probably
reached the Balkan hinterland in one or
two successive merchant caravans carrying
goods from southern Italy which had been
specially made for the barbarian tribes. All
these articles belong to the second half and
the end of the sixth century B. C. There is
no evidence of how long the central Balkan
tribes used them for other than burial
purposes. These everyday articles could have
been placed in the tombs shortly after
purchase, or after long use. What is import-
ant, however, is that the bronze dishware
show no signs of having been used or
mended before being put in the burial
mounds, as was the case with the Trebeni-
$te helmet. There are no grounds to presume
a lapse of several decades between the time
when these imported articles were made and
the time when they came into the possession
of central Balkan tribal elders. Trade with
the Mediterranean and trade links with the
Balkan hinterland and coastal areas were
well-established in protohistoric times.

Still, on the basis of the imported goods,
the character of the findings and the burial
rite, the closest date that can be established
for the Early Iron Age princely tombs of
the central Balkans is the end of the sixth
and beginning of the fifth centuries B. C.
The most sumptuous and important princely
necropoles of the area, those of Atenica and
Novi Pazar, show no major chronological
discrepancies and could belong to approxi-
mately the same period, which may not have
lasted more than a 40—50 years. In archaeo-
logical terms, and from the point of compa-
rative cultural-anthropological study, discre-
pancies of several decades do not present a
major chronological factor, especially not

among the more primitive prehistoric tribes
of the Balkan hinterland.

For an archaeological comparative-typo-
logical analysis of findings from the sumptu-
ous princely tombs of the Early Iron Age,
only the findings at Atenica and Novi Pazar,
which have already been analysed and
published, can be singled out. It is im-
mediately evident that the Novi Pazar necro-
polis holds fewer articles, that all types of
weaponry, objects made of bone and iron,
and probably the chariots such as those
found in both the Atenica mounds, are
missing. It is quite possible that these
articles were not found because the digging
was not extensive enough, and that the
missing link could probably be found by
further »corrective« digging at the Petrova
Crkva site, provided that all traces were not
destroyed when the cult sites were built
long ago. One can conclude on the basis of
the articles found that the Novi Pazar tu-
mulus was more sumptuous than those in
Atenica and it might even have compared
well with the so-called royal Thracian tumuli
of Duvanli, had it been fully explored.

The statistics for Novi Pazar and Ateni-
ca speak for themselves: 1,654 gold articles
in Novi Pazar, and 823 gold pieces in the two
Atenica mounds — out of which 673 in the
peripheral Mound I and only 26 in the
central princely Mound II. The majority of
these 673 gold pieces consist of dome-shaped
appliques, which indicates a discrepancy
between the gold objects found in the two
most distinctive princely tombs. In both sites
the number of silver objects is quite small:
85 in Atenica and 12 in Novi Pazar. In the
first case, the largest number was found in
the woman's tomb at Mound I (71); the
princely Mound II contained 11 silver
objects, as compared to 12 found in Novi
Pazar. An abundance of polished amber
beads was found in both sites: 797 in Ate-
nica (only 50 of which came from the prince-
ly tomb at Mound II), and more than 500 in
Novi Pazar. Unpolished amber beads were
also quite numerous: 1,647 in Atenica (all
located at Mound I), and several hundred in
Novi Pazar (still uncounted). There were
144 glas beads in Atenica, all in Mound I,
out of which 138 were found in the central
woman’s tomb, and six in a peripheral
child’s tomb. The necropolis at Novi Pazar
contained 26 glass beads. Glass paste beads
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were found only at Mound I in Atenica (28
pieces), and none were found at Mound II
or in Novi Pazar. Mound II in Atenica also
contained 28 bone articles, whereas none
were found in either Mound I or in Novi
Pazar.

More bronze articles were found in Ate-
nica — 80, out of which 62 in the princely
Mound II — than in Novi Pazar (62). It
should be remembered that this included
parts of weapons, chariots, horse gear and
imported bronze dishes. Because of the bron-
ze dishes, the total number of bronze articles
does not give a correct or proper picture of
the numerical relationship between the arti-
cles found in sumptuous princely tombs.
Only fragments of bronze articles were
found in Atenica and their exact number
cannot be determined. As we said before,
iron articles were found only in Atenica —
46 pieces, mainly weapons and horse gear.
As far as imported Graeco-lItalic pottery is
concerned, it was possible to reconstruct only
one dish in Atenica, and two in Novi Pazar.
Only fragments of local pottery were found,
so that a comparative analysis was impossible.

One gets a clearer picture of all these
points from the attached tables and charts
(Tables II and IV, Chart I). It should be
borne in mind, however, that every purely
statistical evalution of the findings is rigid
and one-sided, because it gives equal numer-
ical value to a small gold appliqué and an
ornate gold belt of the Mramorac type, to a
simple bronze fibula of autochtonous craft-
manship and a large luxuriously-made Greek
hydria. Nevertheless, one should not com-

pletely disregard the statistical ratio of nu-
merical values, for it gives a relatively good
picture of the frequency with which various
materials and sumptuous princely burials
appear among ancient Balkan tribes, which
even during protohistoric times were of
varying power, importance and affluence. A
much better picture is obtained from a com-
parative typological analysis of the findings
in princely tombs, as in the previous com-
parative-analytical study set forth in the
comparative tables.

In comparing the largest princely tombs
which abound in articles, one thing strikes
the eye, and it may be of importance: both
the Atenica and the Novi Pazar necropoles
were located near the presumed boundaries
of the tribal territories. Archaeologically
speaking, this could indicate that certain
contacts, be they amicable or hostile, between
the two neighbouring tribes, may have
existed. More evidence is needed to substant-
iate any sound hypothesis on ethnic and
cultural interaction, i.e. historical interpre-
tations of Tribalian-Dardanian relations. In
terms of cultural anthropology and the
theory of cultural models, the fact that the
tombs of the most distinguished members
of the tribes were located near the boundaries
of their territory could be of some import-
ance; first of all, it would confirm the view
that cultures never develop within closed
and isolated areas, but exclusively along
borders that are closer to the more immediate
impact of neighbouring cultures and the
more direct interaction of typologically si-
milar cultural models.
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
