The paper discusses the structure and carved decoration of the
restored marble sanctuary screen from the island of Kolocep
near Dubrovnik. Based on the early medieval history of pre-
sent-day southern Dalmatia and the fragmentary inscription
commemorating a queen as the donor of the screen, it may be
concluded that she was one of the Serbian Doclean (Duklja)
queens from the second half of the eleventh century. The in-
scription is the only evidence that the kings of Dioclea ruled
over the Elaphite islands. The carved decoration is typical of
the Middle Byzantine period (9th-12th century), with some re-
gional traits. The only exceptions are the figures of putti. They
can be associated with Romanesque architectural sculpture in
southern Italy created in the late eleventh century, after the
Norman conquest of this region. The author puts forward the
hypothesis that the donor was Queen Jaquinta, wife of King
Bodin (1081-1101), who was a Norman woman from Bari.

A sanctuary screen from the island of Kolocep

Based on fragments discovered in archeological ex-
cavations, the Museum of Croatian Archeological Monu-
ments in Split has restored a marble sanctuary screen from
Kolocep, one of the Elaphite islands in the Dubrovnik ar-
chipelago. Originally located at the Church of St. Michael,
the screen is now kept at the Parish Collection of Kolocep,
as only the foundations of the church have survived. The
paper analyzes the structure and decoration of this sanc-
tuary screen (hereto only described) in the context of
middle Byzantine art (9"-11" centuries). The fragmen-
tary inscription commemorating its ktetor, which names
a queen as the donor of the screen and most likely the en-
tire church, and the early medieval history of present-day
southern Dalmatia suggest that the donor was one of the
Serbian Doclean (Duklja) queens from the second half of
the 11" century. After his victory against the Byzantine
army in the fall of 1042, the Serbian Prince Stefan Vo-
jislav, the progenitor of the Doclean dynasty, secured self-
government for his principality under the Byzantine Em-
pire; he expanded his territory to the neighboring coastal
principalities of Travunia and Zachlumia (Zahumlje), and
received the royal title from the West. The inscription on
the sanctuary screen is the only piece of evidence indicat-
ing that the kings of Doclea ruled the Elaphite islands. The
early medieval history of the Elaphites, before the islands
came to be ruled by Ragusa, was unknown from existing
sources. The islands were assumed to have remained un-
der Byzantine rule (under the administration of Byzantine
Ragusa), or to have belonged to one of the Serbian coastal
principalities, probably Zachlumia, as they were situated
off the coast of this region. The tripartite structure of the
sanctuary screen from Koloc¢ep, with a central entrance to
the sanctuary, was known already in the early Byzantine
period. The narrow epistyle which forms a semicircular
arch above the entrance and the gable above the arch are a
regional idiosyncratic feature of early medieval sanctuary
screens from the territory of present-day Dalmatia. Byz-

antine sanctuary screens typically had a straight epistyle.
Starting from the 12" century, the semicircular arch ap-
pears on sanctuary screens from the mountainous Mani
Peninsula in the southern Peloponnese. An archangel,
most likely Michael as the patron saint of the church, was
carved in low relief in the triangular gable of the epistyle
from Kolocep. Ever since the early Byzantine period, epi-
styles were used to depict important personages in divine
hierarchy or the saint to whom a church was dedicated.
In the middle Byzantine period, however, they became
less frequent than geometrical, phytomorphic and zoo-
morphic motifs. The highest number of human figures
on epistyles has survived in Asia Minor, with the Deisis
composition being the most prevalent. Relatively few hu-
man figures on sanctuary screen epistyles have survived
in Dalmatia. Besides the archangel of Koloc¢ep, another
two compositions are known to us: the gable from Split
depicting Christ enthroned and upheld by two angels in a
chiton and himation, as if they were a part of an Ascension
scene; and a gable with a bust of the Virgin Orans from
the village of Biskupija near Knin, both of which are kept
at the Museum of Croatian Archeological Monuments in
Split. Although all three gables show Byzantine influence
in terms of their iconography, style and technical char-
acteristics, the appearance of human forms in early me-
dieval architectural sculpture on the eastern shore of the
Adriatic Sea has been associated with new trends in West-
ern European art - it was considered to have heralded the
advent of the Romanesque style and dated to the second
half of the 11™ or the beginning of the 12" century. Put
forth as early as 1930, this view became widely accepted
in scholarship and served as one of the main criteria for
its periodization. In fact, Romanesque art was heralded by
the figures of putti on the left parapet slab of the sanctuary
screen from Kolocep. The putti have been associated with
early Romanesque architectural sculpture of southern It-
aly from the late 11" century, after the region had been
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conquered by Normans. The main motif in Campanian
architectural sculpture from the late 11" century was a
decorative wreath of phytomorphic and floral motifs, with
tiny figures of putti carved between them, which emerged
as a result of emulating the local classical heritage. In the
late 11" century, Doclea was ruled by King Bodin (1081-
1101) and Queen Jaquinta, a Norman woman from Bari.
The putto motif can therefore be attributed to her influ-
ence and wishes as the patron of the church, regardless
of any previous links to southern Italy. According to the
Apulian chronicler Lupus Protospatharius, the marriage
of Bodin and Jaquinta took place in 1081, which could
provide a terminus post quem for the creation of the sanc-
tuary screen from Kolocep. The gable from the Church
of St. Theodore in Split, which has identical ornamental
motifs in its outer fields, has been reliably dated to the late
11™ century. As the patron of the church the inscription
mentions Furmin, the prior of Split, who also appears in
written sources from 1088-1089. The arcade frieze motif
on the epistyle and parapet slab was known throughout
the entire territory of the Byzantine Empire, especially in
the 10" and 11" centuries. The two-dimensional geomet-
rical compositions of a three-string ribbon supplemented
with phytomorphic and zoomorphic motifs are character-

istic of the middle Byzantine period (9™ - 12" century).
A regional peculiarity of the eastern Adriatic coast is the
geometrical composition of two concentric circles, one in-
side the other, and diagonal straight ribbons intertwined
with the circles to form distinctive ellipsoidal knots. This
composition was known along the eastern Adriatic coast,
from Veneto in the north to Kolocep in the south. None
of these compositions are identical, because stone carvers
generally tended to include variations. The blank surfaces
between the geometrical motifs were often used to depict
symmetrical figures of birds pecking at a grape, lily in
bloom or rosette. It is precisely this diversity that repre-
sents one of the characteristics of Byzantine architectural
sculpture in this period. Not even the two parapet slabs of
the same sanctuary screen were the same. The sanctuary
screen from Kolocep was made from the spolia of a classi-
cal sarcophagus in Carrara marble. The use of spolia was
a well-known practice in the Byzantine Empire as well as
the entire Mediterranean basin. The triangular gable was
carved on the reverse of a classical sarcophagus — another
practice that was known in Byzantium. As an expensive
material, marble symbolized wealth and opulence and
was hence used to emulate major churches in the territory
of the Byzantine Empire.
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
