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MANIA AS A GROUND FOR DIVORCE IN NOVELLAE CXI
AND CXII OF LEO THE WISE

In Roman law there was a significant difference between temporal affective
behavior and permanent insanity. We can remark that already from The Law of XII
Tables, in which is discussed only about furiosus, a man who is in the eye of lawmaker
in the same legal category as a spendthrift.

Traditionally, if woman would become mentally ill during the marriage,
man would not have had a chance to end marriage without suffering negative legal
consequences. Only in situation in which her condition is so grave, hence there is not a
chance for recovery, man can legitimate repudiate her. This stands in Digesta, and with
a short break in time of Isaurian reign, it was also the viewpoint of the Byzantine law.

Leo the Wise made great changes in the field of marriage and family law,
prohibiting third and fourth marriage, and making betrothal obligatory. But in Novella
CXI and Novella CXII he made a compromise between one quite common situation,
which is one partner becoming mentally ill after the conclusion of marriage, and the
new ideal of betrothal and marriage.

In agreement with previous legal solutions, Leo the Wise adopted a time period
of three years — for a husband, and five years — for a wife, to cohabit in a household
with a mentally ill marriage partner, before getting a legitimate ground for divorce.
That is how the difference between single mental attack, which is actually the affective
behavior, and similar behavior which is the result of mental illness, was made in
Novellae of Leo the Wise.

We can see that legislation of first Macedonians used a term dgpwv to mark a
behavior of mentally ill. The noun paivouevog in this context stands for furiosus. But,
even when only the verb uaivoua is used, the difference between the two categories
of behavior is made by involving a time entry.

Despite the fact that in the legislation of Leo the Wise there was made an effort
of staying in alignment with Roman law, in Novella CXI and Novella CXII we cannot
see any terminological continuance with it. Term pavia is a translation for furore.
Without the relevant period of time — of three and five years, as it was promulgated,
this legal solution would certainly have had a different, if not an opposite ratio legis.
