The text cites the results of the study of the role of merarches, which were a part
of the military organization of the Empire in the early Byzantine period. Later historical
documents do not give any notion of this position for more than two centuries. The
merarches became a part of the thematic organization in the middle of 9" century. Our
ability to fully understand the nature of their function is limited due to the scarcity of
source materials; this, however, may be overcome by taking into account, the general and
political situation in the Empire, that is, by considering the military reforms executed in
the 9" and 10™ century. This paper focuses on the problem of the military-administrative
competences of the merarches, which have been the subject of different interpretations in
the modern, scholarly literature. One of the aims of this research is the definition of the
timeframe within which the reestablishment of this rank in the Byzantine army occured.

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MERARCHES IN THE THEMATIC ORGANIZATION
(912 CENTURIES)

It is known that a merarches was an officer of a higher rank in 6" century.
This position in the military organization was defined based on the data from the
Strategikon of Maurice, which provides a comprehensive description of the Byzantine
army command structure during the period. It is also a scientifically well-established
view that the role of merarches was taken over by tourmarches at the beginning of 7
century.

More than two centuries later, merarches reappear in the 9" century, as the
officers in the thema's army. It is important to point out that tourmarches replaced
merarches at the end of 6 and beginning of 7" century. The latter was reestablished in
the 9% century and did not supersede tourmarches, but the two functioned in parallel.
From the above, it is obvious that the reoccurrence of the merarches in 9" century
resulted from the need to institutionalize the competences that had to be, to a certain
degree, different from the existing thema's officers, above all tourmarches.

It is difficult to determine the precise moment of the introduction of the role
of merarches, but it is possible to establish a timeframe. The terminus post quem for
this phenomenon is certainly the year 842/843, when Taktikon Uspensky was created
and in which this type of officer does not appear. Merarches are also not mentioned
by Arabic geographers whose lists are one of the main sources for the studiy of the
military-administrative organization in the inner Byzantine Empire. The earliest
notion of this position is found in Joseph Genesios's tale of a merarches Machairas
who captured a son of an Arab emir in Charsianon thema in the year 863. Thus, a new
(old) merarches duty was introduced between the composition of Taktikon Uspensky
in 842/843 and 863, the year of the Genesios data.

This is the period of the reign of the emperor Michael III when numerous
changes were made in the functioning of the military command in the Empire. In
this view, the reappearance of the merarches’ role would have been just another
implemented military reform. Therefore, in such circumstances, the officer rank of
merarches was reintroduced into the military hierarchy, probably, with for the purpose
of commanding special professional units within themas.
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Merarches held a lower rank than tourmarches in the official military hierarchy.
The reason was likely the absence of the administrative competences of the merarches.
However, despite the lower rank, merarches were not subordinated to tourmarches,
but directly to strategos. The relation between merarches and tourmarches was
not identical to those in classic, and so-called armeniaka themata. In old themas,
tourmarches had a higher rank than merarches, whereas in new, eastern themas their
rank was equal as a consequence of the tourmarches’ position degradation due to the
loss of administrative competences.

There is a scientific thesis suggesting a territorially determined jurisdiction of
merarches. The seal of a Constantine, the merarches of Knossos, was used to support
this view. Some ten merarches” seals are currently known, of which only three have
inscribed toponyms. Nevertheless, the sole inscription of a toponym cannot be
accepted as a confirmation of the existence of an administrative district, governed by
the official mentioned on the seal. The use of a geographic determinant on seals can
be of dual meaning. It determined the area that was under the direct government of the
owner of the seal, but it is also possible that the toponym marked a constituent in the
administrative apparatus of the higher provincial unit.

There are three toponyms noted on the merarches’ seals: Hellas, Knossos
and Antioch. Territorial-administrative structures of the above-mentioned areas are
completely different. Therefore, it is difficult to find a common denominator for the
character and territorial scope of the government of the merarches who were holders
of'the three seals. Given the fact that Knossos was never a thema, and furthermore, that
there are no sources that could put a light on the organization of the local government,
the merarches of Knossos is the only one that could be said to have had a direct
governmental competences.

Different toponyms could be found in written sources alongside merarches.
However, toponyms refer to themas, within which the mentioned merarches operate.
The sole example, where it is obvious from the source that a merarches held jurisdiction
over certain and precisely defined territory, is the case of a merarches of Brindisi.

Knossos and Brindisi have in common the fact that both territories fell under the
Byzantine rule in the time of offensive operations against Arabs, which Constantinople
conducted from the middle of 10™ century. At the same time, they are toponyms that
are not autonomous provincial units, but are a part of major administrative districts
(themas Italy and Crete). Bearing in mind that these are only two isolated examples
and that we do not possess more detailed data on their competences, it is more likely
that these are the exceptions and ad hoc solutions, which the central government
resorted to in an effort to ensure the management of the newly conquered areas, and
not established practice in the government organization.

Merarches are last mentioned in the charter of the emperor Alexios I Komnenos
in 1102, which was issued by Great Lavra (Athos). The reform of the provincial
government in 12" century, executed by the Komnenos, abolished numerous elements
and institutions of the classic thematic organization, whose part were merarches, and
other officials, too.
