of refugees and immigrants from Croatia and Bosnia and Herzegovina who settled in Novi Sad
and some towns of Backa (Bodani, Backi Jarak). The material was gathered through record-
ing of interlocutions of subjects with familiar and unfamiliar interviewers, as well as through
observation and subsequent noting.

All subjects have dual forms in their speech, whose relationship varies depending on the
time spent in the new environment, the subjects’ age, level and type of education, their jobs, but
primarily on the attitude whether they want to adjust or retain nice memories of times they were
once happy in their native lands. In the speech of older generation the dominant forms are the
original, usually dialectal characteristics (long jat > je, vowel reduction, vowel replacement o >
u, a > o, -ae- > -e-, desonorization), the intermediate generation speakers usually retain vowel
reduction and iekavian pronunciation, as well as some features of colloquial standard language
(-ao>-o0/-ao, phoneme /h/ > o/h). Younger generations have mainly adjusted to the new envi-
ronment, except for those who have lived in Novi Sad for a short period of time, or have lived
in a smaller community (Bodani). The oldest immigrants, having lived in a compact rural envi-
ronment with the citizens of the same origin, and mainly being agricultural, have retained their
dialectal idiom quite conspicuously. Their children, who have been educated and work in Novi
Sad, especially in a customer service (salespersons), have almost entirely adopted the standard,

except for some sporadic reductions or some colloquial forms.
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Summary

1. Novi Sad: position, history, demography’

Novi Sad is situated in the central part of the province of Vojvodina, on the
left bank of the Danube River, which divides southern Bac¢ka from northern
Srem. It is 80 kilometres away from Belgrade. The city area covers 129.4
sq km (with the wider city area of 702.7 sq km). In 2005, according to the
statistical data from that year, the population of Novi Sad was 228.68 inhabit-
ants, and the population density was estimated to 1.971 persons per sq km.
Novi Sad has the status of a city, and it consists of two city municipalities: the
City Municipality of Novi Sad, which comprises the city of Novi Sad and the
suburbs on the Backa side, and the City Municipality of Petrovaradin, which
comprises the towns on the Srem side.

In the year 1929 Novi Sad became the center of the Danube Province, and
after World War Two the capital of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina.

The first reliable data on the origin of Novi Sad date from 1694, when
the Racka varo$ (Ratzen Stadt), an ancillary town of the Petrovaradin garrison
— with 12 soldiers in the Petrovaradin Fortress and 20 bakers, butchers and
other craftsmen (“most of them Serbs”) — was registered in the land books as
a town. In the year 1748 its citizens (Serbs, Germans, Jews, Greeks, Hungar-
ians and Tsintsars) bought from the Empress Maria Theresa the charter of a
free royal city, which was named Novi Sad (Neoplantae, Ney Satz, and then
Neusatz, Uj-Videgh, and later Uj vidék). This was preceded by the agreements
that within the Magistrate of the future free city all ethnic groups would have
an equal number of representatives and would enjoy the same rights of elect-
ing senators and officials, and would freely profess their religion and erect
churches and schools. ?

2 Serbs lived in the territory of Novi Sad before the Great Immigration from 1690. The first
Orthodox parish was probably founded in 1703, a Latin primary school in 1731, and a Serbian
Orthodox grammar school in 1819. The first Roman Catholics in Petrovaradin were Germans,
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As a free royal city in Austria-Hungary, Novi Sad was a center of Serbian
culture in the 18" and 19™ centuries. The seat of Matica Srpska was moved
from Pest to Novi Sad in 1864. The Serbian National Theatre, the first Serbian
theatre, was founded in 1861. The city was known as the Serbian Athens.

Today the city has a number of cultural institutions: the Children’s the-
atre, puppet theatre, Matica Srpska Library with approximately 3,000,000
publications, as well as a number of museums and galleries. Since the year
2000, it holds one of the greatest music festivals in Europe — EXIT.

Faculty of Philosophy was founded in 1954, and since that time the De-
partments of Serbian language and literature have educated teachers of Ser-
bian.

Novi Sad has 52
state primary and high schools: 36 primary schools and 16 high schools (12
professional and 4 grammar schools).

2. The structure of the Collection The Phonetic Characteristics
of the Speech of Novi Sad

The first part of the Collection contains the papers devoted to the theoret-
ical and methodological bases of urban and social dialectology, its origins and
relationship to sociolinguistics and traditional dialectology. Its second part
presents the analysis of the data obtained in field and through experimental
language research.

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2.1. Urban dialectology: scope and methodology

2.1.1. In the first paper of the Collection, Theoretical foundations of urban
dialectology (p. 13-30), Ranko Bugarski gives a brief overview of the origin
of social dialectology. He points out that great contribution to the constitution
of urban dialectology of the 1920°s and 1930’s was made by linguists in the
Soviet Union, gathered around the Prague Linguistic Circle, who set the foun-
dations of the study of the social and functional stratification of the language.
Yet, it was only several decades later that the American and British socio-
linguistics set the theoretical and methodological models of studying urban
idioms elsewhere in the world, primarily owing to the work of William Labov
and Lesley Milroy and James Milroy. The author stresses that traditional and
urban dialectology are complementary, despite the differences between their
subject matter and methodology involved.

After the presentation of the theoretical foundations and methodology of
urban dialectology, accompanied by the definition of terms important for the
study of urban speech (variety, idiom, dialect, vernacular, sociolects, standard
language, standard literary language, urban substandard), the author gives a
range of topics relevant for the study of urban speech in general, also appli-
cable in the case of Novi Sad speech.

2.1.2. In his paper titled Urban speech Ljubisa Raji¢ (p. 31-46) extends the
facts on the development of urban dialectology with the data of research in
Scandinavian countries. This paper is of particular importance for the Collec-
tion since it gives an exhaustive list and comments of variables relevant for
subject sampling and interpretation of language varieties.

2.1.3. The paper The study of urban spoken dialects in Serbia by Zarko
Bosnjakovi¢ (p. 47-76) gives a critical overview of earlier studies and the
application of theoretical methods. The author also points out that the earlier
studies included the cities whose dialects exhibited significant deviation from
the standard language (Nis, Vlasotnice), as well as the fact that these studies
were significantly lagging after the appeals made by some linguists from the
region (Ranko Bugarski, Milka Ivi¢). The author concludes that the study of
urban speech in Serbia, compared to the study in the world and the states in
the region (e.g. Croatia) is still significantly lagging, both in theoretical and
practical aspects.

2.1.4. The theoretical and methodological definition of urban speech, the defi-
nition of the subject matter of urban dialectology and the overview of its ori-
gins in the world and in the Serbian speaking regions, presented in the first
three papers, as well as their relatively consistent application in the papers
dealing with field investigation and experimental research, give the Collection
a character of a reference book in urban dialectology. This is especially valu-
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able because of the methods of presenting the results (implicational scales,
diagrams and graphs, spectrograms, quantitative measurements, as well as the
systematized information of the subjects).

2.2. Novi Sad speech as the research topic of urban dialectology

From the standpoint of social dialectology, the description of the speech
of Novi Sad is justified by the following facts: the longstanding status of the
city, cultural, historic and political significance, historic and current multieth-
nic, multilingual and multiconfessional population structure and the current
demographic structure. For the description of Novi Sad speech it is important
that this dialect is in the basis of the Standard Serbian accent.

The spoken language of Novi Sad differs from the already described spo-
ken forms of Split and Zagreb in its dialect type (New Shtokavian ekavic pro-
nunciation type / Chakavian / Kaikavian), and to a somewhat lesser extent in
its historic multilingualism. It also differs from the speech of Nis in its dialect
type (Sumadija-Vojvodinian vs. Prizren-Timok dialect), and from the speech
of Belgrade in its institutionalized multilingualism, diachronically and syn-
chronically, as well as in its dialectal vicinity. From the dialectological stand-
point, the speech of Novi Sad, that is to say of its indigenous inhabitants and
the majority of immigrants from the territory of Vojvodina, can be regarded as
a typical southern Backa speech of the Sumadija-Vojvodinian dialect.

From the standpoint of traditional dialectology, the investigation of the
spoken forms of major cities is fully justified by the fact that the change of ur-
ban planning brings about major breaks in the relatively compact indigenous
language communities and gives rise to new ones, in which the neutralization
of typical characteristics of a dialectal idiom is likely to occur.’

3. Field and experimental research

3.1. The choice of topics and sample

Earlier phonetic studies of the Sumadija-Vojvodinian dialect, especially
of the spoken forms of southern Backa, have directed our attention to accent
— stress shift on the proclitic, postaccentual length, vowel quantity in relation
to accent type, to the stress of morphological categories, and its relation to the
final vocalic sequences, to the consonantal system — the status of the phoneme
/h/ and the articulatory characteristics of affricates. The dialectal criterion led
us to include ikavian forms of Novi Sad speech in the study as a typical char-
acteristic of Sumadija-Vojvodinian dialect. The problem of speech adjustment

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is in this Collection touched upon only on the example of phonetic adjustment
of immigrants from iekavian regions. The only problem left out form the re-
search at this stage is a wider investigation of dialect change/preservation in
relation to the length of living in Novi Sad, reasons for moving, age, profes-
sion, gender, and the sphere of usage and communication situations.

3.1.1. The sampling of subjects was duided by the principles of traditional
and social dialectology. A typical, or rather idealized, subject in traditional
dialectology is an elderly (female) person, whose radius of activity is within
the limited and uniform social networks. Relevant for social dialectology is
the totality of social networks, their character, duration and milieu in which
they occur. In this sense the subjects chosen for the study of the phonetic
characteristics of Novi Sad speech are of various age, gender, educational and
professional backgrounds.

The sphere of usage and communication situations as relevant criteria
for setting up a corpus, and the choice of representative subjects led us to
use recorded materials from the public media (30 hours), spontaneous talks
and interviews (100 hours) and experimental corpus (5 hours). A satisfacto-
ry average of speakers was obtained by intersecting the data on the subjects
of different age, gender and professions. Out of the total number of subjects
(180) the authors made use of the spoken materials of 115.% The examples of
transcripts of conversation with some, usually the oldest, subjects were used
for the analysis of most phonetic characteristics. The recordings of the spoken
language in the media were taken despite the fact we did not have the informa-
tion on the subjects’ place of birth, length of living in Novi Sad or educational
background, as it represents the language that Novi Sad media accept and
broadcast to the audience living in Novi Sad.

On the basis of the age structure of the population it could be concluded
that the dialectal forms would be present in Novi Sad vernacular in a consid-
erable proportion. According to the statistical data from the year 2005, out of
228,681 inhabitants of Novi Sad, 188,238 were over 18 years of age. Still, the
facts about the age structure have to be intersected with the data on the educa-
tional level, number of literate persons, profession, gender, etc. On the basis
of the statistical data (according to the 2002 census), it is evident that very
few people are involved in agriculture — only 1193, and these are very likely
to have authentic dialects. It can also be predicted, with high certainty, that out
of the 1,935 illiterate persons, the majority belong to the Roma population, es-
pecially refugees from Kosovo. This cannot significantly affect the authentic
spoken Serbian language, or the overall impression of Novi Sad speech.

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The speech of a high number of those employed in the service sector (re-
tail shops and restaurants: 16,290) is most probably prone to the adjustment to
the urban variety, in particular that spoken by the segment of population aged
31-50 (30.02%), especially those with high school education (three and four
grades): 104,559 (male 51,951 and female 52,608).

The relevance of the fact that almost 6,000 people are employed in the
education sector will only be fully comprehended once their dialectal origin is
established, as well as that of their students.

The sampling of the subjects was determined by the anticipated level of vari-
ation, and this was the main reason to exclude certain groups: the youngest speak-
ers, whose norm, both lexical and phonetic, is not stable; temporary residents and
those at the margins of the society, who do not participate in public life.

3.2. Phonetic characteristics of Novi Sad speech
3.2.1. The old and new stress shift on the proclitic (Bosnjakovi¢, p. 79-109)
in the speech of various generations of Novi Sad inhabitants is determined
by word class, its structure, prosodic characteristics, meaning and syntactic
function, and the proclitic type. An innovative tendency was observed in the
preservation of word accent autonomy in the speech of younger generation.
3.2.2. The spectral analysis (Bjelakovi¢ and Markovi¢, p. 110-128) revealed
that the posttonic vowels occupy a somewhat more centralized position in the
vowel space compared to their stressed counterparts. The reduction of post-
accentual length is completely lost after falling stresses and unaccented long
and short syllables. After rising accents the reduction of postaccentual length
is optional, and is less frequent after short than long rising accent. After short
rising accent length is most regularly retained in the medial and final closed
syllables, with the tendency of its reduction in the latter position.
3.2.3. The experimental phonetic study by Markovi¢ and Bjelakovi¢ (p. 141—
147) shows the tendencies of quantity of stressed vowels in the pronunciation
of ten subjects from Novi Sad. It was found that more open vowels have an
inherent characteristic of longer duration (the longest duration was found in
/a/). The authors also concluded that that the quality of some vowels has be-
come significantly different in short and long syllables, so that the durational
distinction has become redundant (shown by the tendency of the vowels /e/
and /o/ in long and short syllables, where the durational distinction is signifi-
cantly reduced). Short rising accent in the speech of all subjects is shorter than
the short falling accent, which has not been attested in earlier studies.

In the corpus of Novi Sad media speech (Dragin p. 129-140) it was
found that the reduction of postaccentual length is completely lost after fall-
ing accent in final syllables. The reduction is completed after falling accent
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and unstressed long and short vowels in open syllables, after long falling ac-
cent and unstressed long and short vowels in closed and medial syllables. The
postaccentual length is preserved mostly in closed and medial syllables after
short rising accent.

3.2.4. The experimental phonetic study (Markovi¢ and Bjelakovi¢, p. 141—
147) was carried out to investigate the quantity of long posttonic vowels in
the speech of ten speakers from Novi Sad. It was found that open vowels are
longer than closed ones. The ratio between long stressed and long unstressed
vowels ranges from 1.55 to 1.8 in male and female subjects’ pronunciation,
while the duration of short accented and long unaccented vowels is compa-
rable. All unstressed vowels except /u/ are somewhat shorter than the stressed
short ones.

3.2.5. The experimental phonetic analysis of short rising accents in the speech
of Novi Sad (Sredojevi¢, p. 159-191) indicates that the intervals of falling
and rising contours within vowels and between vowels depend on the inherent
properties of sounds with the tonal component, as well as on the number of
syllables of the phonological word and its position in an utterance.

3.2.6. The reduction of final vocalic sequences -ao, -eo, -uo (Bosnjakovi¢ and
UroSevi¢, p. 246-267) was analyzed in relation to the speech act situation,
psychological, social and linguistic factors, in the speech of different genera-
tions of Novi Sad speakers. It was shown that in TV and radio programmes
neither announcers nor their guests contract these sequences, since the con-
tracted forms would be stigmatized and unacceptable in this communication
type. On the basis of the material recorded, it was found that the oldest speak-
ers (over 70) and less educated subjects contracted all final vocalic sequences
rather consistently, which is comparable to the accents of Srem, Banat and
Backa. In the speech of the youngest subjects, consistent merging was found
in the sequence -ao>-o0, while -e0>-0 was changed in less than half of all ex-
amples recorded, as a rule, in the verbs with short falling accents, but that it is
felt as substandard.

3.2.7. The pronunciation of the phoneme /h/ (Bosnjakovi¢, p. 268-286) was
analyzed on the examples of private talks and television programmes. In both
situations the oldest subjects are not consistent in the realization of the phoneme
/h/, regardless of its position. They mainly retain it in older and new words of
foreign origin. Television announcers and younger educated subjects are more
careful in using this phoneme consistently; and they use it almost universally in
the suffixes, since this type of error in morphology is commonly stigmatized.
3.2.8. The analysis of the speech of 13 speakers from Novi Sad (Guduri¢, p.
287-296) revealed that the articulation of 12 of these was within the range
of values of representative speakers of Standard Serbian. Deviation was only
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noticed in the speech of one subject.

3.2.9. The stress of morphological categories (Stokin, p. 192-214) in the
speech of Novi Sad is mainly in line with the speech of the dialects in the vi-
cinity (Ka¢, Kovilj, Gospodinci), as well as the norm prescribed by Danici¢. A
tendency of accent stabilization through the paradigm was also noticed.
3.2.10. The study of the stress of nouns in the language of announcers of
Novi Sad TV channels (Sredojevié, p. 215-234) shows that there is a great
deviation between the standard norm and its realization. The author observed
certain phenomena in the corpus which had earlier been pointed out in the
literature: the reduction of unstressed long vowels, typical of certain gram-
matical categories, partial reduction of accented length, lack of certain ac-
centual alternations, unacceptable realization of falling accents in non-initial
syllables and the occurrence of double stress forms in some nouns. A detailed
analysis revealed that the complex system of accentual groups in the language
of TV announcers is significantly simplified: there are no more prosodically
heavy groups, since all nouns have been adjoined to other, prosodically lighter
groups (with some noun types, this is an on-going process). This type of pro-
nunciation is typical of informal speech of Novi Sad citizens, which also cor-
responds to a general situation of ekavian new Shtokavian accents.

3.2.11. The prosodic characteristics of adjectival aspect (Ajdzanovi¢ and
Alanovi¢, p. 235-245) were studied through the polling of 30 students of the
Faculty of Philosophy, and the data were compared with those of the speech of
older Novi Sad speakers. The analysis showed that every fourth adjective out
of 33 was used in an incorrect aspectual form, which totals in 255 errors in 990
adjectives used. In the material recorded a two way substitution was observed:
in some sentences adjectives of indefinite aspect are incorrectly substituted by
those of definite aspect and vice versa. The study showed that the prosodic
features in the speech of younger generation Novi Sad speakers are increas-
ingly suppressed as relevant features in the process of functional distribution
of adjectival aspect, but in the speech of older generation of speakers as well.
3.2.12. The current demographic structure of Novi Sad population sets the task
of investigating the speech of immigrants from territories outside Vojvodina,
particularly southern Backa and northern Srem. A pilot study presented in this
Collection (Bosnjakovi¢ and Radovanovi¢, p. 310-338) investigates the pho-
netic characteristics (jat replacement, vowel reduction, vowel substitutions o
>u, a> o, -1, the merging of the final vocalic sequences —ao, -eo, -uo, medial
vocalic sequence -ae-, the pronunciation of the sounds [¢] and [4], the distribu-
tion of the phoneme /h/, relation $#/¢, desonorization) in the speech of different
generations of refugees and immigrants who moved from Croatia and Bosnia
and Herzegovina to Novi Sad and small Backa towns in its vicinity. It was found
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that all refugees had dual forms in their speech, whose relation varies depend-
ing on the length of living in the new environment, age, educational level and
type, profession, but primarily on their attitude whether they want to adjust in
the new environment. In the speech of the oldest generations the imported, usu-
ally dialectal characteristics prevail (long jat > je, vowel reduction, o > u, a > o,
-ae- > -e-, desonorization), the intermediate generation speakers usually retain
vowel reduction and iekavian pronunciation, as well as some features of the
colloquial standard (-ao>-o0/-ao, phoneme /h/ > o/h). The youngest generations
have mainly adjusted to the new environment, except those who have lived in
Novi Sad for a short period of time or are living in a small town. The oldest
immigrants, having lived in a compact rural environment, and mainly being
involved in agriculture, strongly adhere to their dialectal idiom. Their children,
who have been educated in Novi Sad and are working there, especially in the
service sector, have almost entirely adopted the standard, except for sporadic
reductions and some pronunciation forms.

4. Conclusion

The research conducted showed that the vernacular of Novi Sad is made
up both of dialectal forms — southern Backa and northern Srem spoken forms,
which belong to the Sumadija-Vojvodinian dialect, the basis of Standard
Serbian, and of the colloquial norm of the standard language. In terms of its
acoustic and articulatory characteristics of sounds and some of its prosodic
characteristics, the speech of Novi Sad approximates the dialectal elements it
contains, especially the southeastern Backa vernaculars. Yet, the preservation
of postaccentual length following only short rising accent in the final and me-
dial closed syllables, accentual autonomy preservation and the lack of stress
shift on the proclitic make it considerably different both from its dialectal
elements and the standard language norm. The standard in usage reflects the
intersection of the two varieties, innovations compared to the dialectal norm
and the tendencies of the re-structuring of the standard language.

Since there has been a considerable population inflow from other dialec-
tal regions in the past decades, especially towards the end of the 20" century,
the description of the phonetic characteristics of Novi Sad speech seems to
have been made at the last moment. From the standpoint of urban dialectol-
ogy, there still remain a number of questions that have not been fully answered
in this Collection.
