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MUSEUM AS AN EMANCIPATION SPACE:
IMAGINING A MUSEUM OF TOMORROW

Abstract: By researching the idea of “museum as an emancipation space’, this article asks
a question about the role of museum in the future and formulates framework of potential
changes in museum practices. My goal is to, while keeping the option of perceiving museum
as an emancipation space, point to the fact that the “expiry date” of enlightenment-emancipa-
tory model of museum has passed. This position, which was dominant until now, sees muse-
um as an unquestionable mirror of historical and social truth and enables museum to remain
temple for maintaining of dominant positions of power and relations in a society. I will show
questionability and obsoleteness of such a museum in relation with three groups of theories
and practices which are relevant for today’s deliberation of museum: (1) in relation to inter-
pretations of modern social reality; (2) in relation to critiques and proposals for redefining of
museum activities coming from various streams of museological theory and practice; (3) and
in relation to emancipation ideas formulated in the last several decades within critical theory.
I will offer an alternative to enlightenment museum by introducing concepts of criticality,
multi-perspectivity and participativity into area of museum activities, which, in my opinion,
could redefine modern museum as an emancipation space.
