SERBIAN MUSICAL SCENE
(Summary)

Music has always been present in the Serbian theatre; it had been there be-
fore opera was institutionalized and adopted as a musical form by the Serbian
composers. In Belgrade, the first opera performances were given early in the
20th century, but the large-scale productions were not staged in the capital until
after World War I. Between the wars, in the period 1920-1941, opera flourished
thanks to the Russian emigration, i.e. its operatic singers, ballet dancers and cho-
reographers, stage directors and set and costume designers. The activities of Ser-
bian com posers were mainly focused on opera, but they also wrote music for
ballets. The operatic and ballet activities, although uninterrupted during the
German occupation, were considerably reduced at that time and maintained for
the sake of preserving the remaining property and providing means for the sur-
vival of artists. At that time local staff prevailed considerably over the Russian
emigration artists who were withdrawing to make way for younger, local artists,
former students of theirs.

At the end of World War II quite a number of Russian emigrants of the
first and second generation had to face emigration one more time. Thanks to the
Russian teachers who had stayed, the Belgrade opera, now together with the
newly established Opera of Novi Sad, resumed the prewar flair in many operatic
and ballet performances thus making it possible for the local population to enjoy
good performances again.

In the early fifties the Belgrade Opera went on foreign tours and also ex-
changed visits within Yugoslavia. In spite of all the exuberant operatic and ballet
life, the domestic, Serbian stage works — with one rare exception (the ballet Leg-
end of Ochrid by Stevan Hristi¢) — never gained the popularity of the standard
Italian, French or Slavic repertoire. All this had a discouraging effect on Serbian
composers throughout the history of our musical theatre. For a short time two

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opera theatres in Serbia attempted to switch to a modern or even avant-garde
repertoire on a number of occasions. However, the audience keeps sticking to
the tradition, still preferring Traviata to The Love of Three Oranges.

As television has played an important role in the popularization of art mu-
sic i.e. the domestic opera and ballets, perhaps it could be turned into a new
powerful medium for the Serbian composers who already in 1970 and 1980 tried
their hand at composing TV operas. Maybe in future some new media will en-
rich the opera production in Serbia and bring new audience to the alternative
opera and ballet output.

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DIAGHILEV’S BALLETS RUSSES AND THE BALLET
IN THE BALKANS AND OTHER EUROPEAN COUNTRIES
1920-1944

Marking the Centenary of Diaghilev’s Ballets Russes
(1909-2009)

UNESCO proclaimed 2009 the year of Russian Ballet, originally
called Saisons Russes, afterwards Ballets Russes, founded by Sergei
Diaghilev. Exhibitions, publications and performances celebrated Rus-
sian ballet within Russia and throughout the whole, mainly Western,
world. In addition to extensive literature on Diaghilev’s Ballets Russes,'
the events of 2009 inspired new studies of the phenomenon of Russian
dancing abroad.?

From their first Parisian appearance in 1909, Diaghilev’s ballet com-
pany seduced the audiences with the beauty and technical quality of their
performances, diminishing the interest in modern dance, which had
spread throughout Europe from the beginning of the twentieth century
following recitals by Isadora Duncan and celebrities of the German Aus-
druckstanz.

Diaghilev’s unique troupe did not only have a great and lasting in-
fluence on the ballet world. Everything was touched by their magic - art
and theatre in general and even lifestyles.

The best of Russia was shown in the West, whose citizens were little
acquainted with the cultural achievements of this large and distant
country. For his daring enterprise, which performed outside Russia from
its undertaking, Diaghilev gathered talent from the Maryinsky, Bolshoi,
Kiev, and Warsaw theatres, supplying his company with soloists rarely
before seen in the Western world.

The First World War and the Bolshevik revolution prevented spec-
tators in Russia from seeing Diaghilev’s Ballets Russes. A very significant
social difference between the pre- and post-war periods of Diaghilev’s
dancers, being present on three continents, was that the Ballets Russes
became, after the crucial years 1917 and 1918, an association of stateless
exiles. After 1919, the Diaghilev’ ballet was an ensemble of émigré art-

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ists.” Subsequently, Soviet Russia largely ignored the company, although
the authorities were interested in getting some artists back, especially
their leader Diaghilev.

The existence of the Russian Ballet only began to occupy Soviet
scholars (better to say they were allowed to be interested) decades after
the Second World War, most intensively during the period of “Glasnost,”
with the publication of many books about the subject.* Merits of the Bal-
lets Russes are now fully appreciated in its homeland, which recognizes
the venture born on Russian soil under the auspices of the Mir iskusstva
(World of Art) movement and Imperial stages.

In Europe, Ballets Russes performed mainly in Western, rather than
in Central and Middle European countries. The most easterly point from
Paris was Budapest, part of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, and after World
War One, capital of the independent republic of Hungary. There existed a
small “Russian” tradition from the recent past: at the end of 19™ century
Budapest was twice visited by eminent Russian ballet artists. Some of them
toured in Prague in early 1900 as well as Diaghilev’s company later, in
Budapest in 1912. The impact was soon to be felt in Hungarian music:
Bela Bartok’s Wooden Prince could be regarded as a younger brother of
Petrushka, not to mention Schonberg’s Pierrot Lunaire.

One might expect that imported, innovative ballet presentations
would benefit ballet schools and new ensembles in all visited areas. For
example, Ballets Russes appeared in Spain and Italy during World War
One, with little or no effect on dance in either country. Actually, ballet
art had greater impact on those countries where the Ballets Russes were
not seen! This fact is largely to be attributed to dancers who left the com-
pany returning to Russia because of the war and who eventually emi-
grated to the countries not reached by Diaghilev’s influence. Thus the
Russian refugees contributed to the establishment or improvement of
dance in the Balkans and other eastern European countries, introducing
there both the classical Russian style and the modern ballet of Mikhail
Fokine, the choreographic and dancing spirit in the early years of
Diaghilev’s company.

Those promoters of the ballet art, Ballets Russes dancers and chore-
ographers (often united in one person) influencing the European “pe-
ripheral” ballet world could be divided in two groups. The first one con-
sisted of artists who temporarily or permanently remained with
Diaghilev until his troupe dissolved, like Tamara Karsavina, Olga Spes-

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sivtseva, Fokine and his wife Vera, Bronislava Nijinska, Vera Karalli, Ni-
kolai Zverev and Nikolai Sergeyev, Vera Nemchinova and Alexei
Obuchov, Ludmila Schollar and Anatole Vilzak. A second group con-
tained former Ballet Russes artists who did not belong to the Diaghilev’s
company following First World War, notably Anna Pavlova, Alexandra
Fedorova, Maria Kuznetsova, Margarita and Max Froman, Elena Poli-
akova, Theodore Vassiliev, Mieczislaw Pianowski and Boris Romanov.

After World War One, certain “peripheral” areas, Latvia and
Lithuania, as well as Poland, Czechoslovakia, Hungary and Romania, had
an established theatrical dance tradition, while Bulgaria, Greece, Albania
and Eastern Serbia as part of the newly constituted Yugoslavia, did not.
In Turkey, as in Albania, there was no cultural milieu to support either
classical or modern dance.

This study focuses on interactions and artistic relationships among
Russian emigrants of the 1920s, 1930s, and early 1940s, i. e. on dancers,
choreographers, ballet composers, stage and costume designers, formerly
of Diaghilev’s circle, who performed in theatres considered remote by
Westerners, in Yugoslavia, Bulgaria, Romania, Latvia or Estonia. It will
show how the emigrant Russian dancing world, consisting largely of off-
spring of Ballets Russes, took ballet to the so-called “peripheral” nations
or “Randvolker,” terms taken from the former Western musicology and
here used in a geographical sense. A widened ballet history will demon-
strate that smaller countries of Europe’s “border” were by their signifi-
cance not so far removed from the capitals of France, Monaco, and Eng-
land, where the greatest number of Diaghilev’s spectacles occurred.

Until now, researchers have not investigated dance history beyond
traditionally recognized cultural centres in Europe. Achievements of the
ballet in the Balkans, Scandinavia, South and West Slavonic areas, or the
Baltic have been overlooked. Nor have historians explored connections
between “provincial” ballet events and achievements in larger European
countries, although Diaghilev’s dancers and other stars of the first mag-
nitude also performed in Bucharest, Belgrade, Stockholm, Kaunas or
Riga, just as they did in Paris, Monte Carlo or London.

The reason for this may be that after the Second World War most of
these “peripheral” lands had become satellite countries of the Soviet Un-
ion, where the Iron Curtain effectively blocked study of the cultural ac-
tivities of emigrant Russian dancers. They were almost banished from
histories and encyclopedias. Many archives were already being destroyed
during the war, and afterwards the Communists practiced deliberate
“ideological vandalism.” As a result, the influence of Russian refugees on
ballet in the Balkans and Baltic countries, Scandinavia, East Germany,
Czechoslovakia, Poland, and also in Hungary was underestimated after
the World War Two, if considered at all. To reestablish facts later became
difficult, if not impossible.
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* % %

When the circumstances improved, investigators began with the
Russian Great Exodus. Refugees had followed several paths to escape the
Revolution. Northern routes led to independent Finland and other Scan-
dinavian countries across the frozen Baltic during the dreadful winter of
1917/18. Few ballet artists settled there except the Fokines, Mikhail and
Vera, their stay presenting, after Ballets Russes, a special case in the his-
tory of dancers” emigration. Fokine, who worked in Stockholm in 1913
and in Copenhagen after 1918 before going to the United States, initiated
the birth of Ballet Suedois in Paris, together with the impresario Rolf de
Maré and choreographer/dancer Jan Borlin.

Emigrants were more numerous in Latvia, Lithuania and Estonia,
independent after 1918, where Russian artists easily adapted to the Baltic
(former Russia), as well as to Germany. The syntagma “Russian Berlin” is
well-known to historians of emigration. Russians also favored Czecho-
slovakia, a new state after 1918 and, to a lesser extent, Poland.

A more complicated route from Russia crossed the river Dniester
into Romania. Romanian policies did not welcome Russian refugees, so
that few found more than temporary shelter in the towns or villages of
this relatively hostile area. The family Baronov and Boris Romanov with
his wife Elena Smirnova were there briefly, in transition.” Vera Karalli
and Anton Romanowski, who lived and worked in Bucharest beginning
in 1921, were among exceptions.

The majority of Russian refugees passed the Black Sea to Constan-
tinople, Bulgarian and Yugoslav (Adriatic) harbours. Ballet artists had
performed many programmes in the Turkish capital,’ but there was no
good opportunity for Russians to settle there. Local and English authori-
ties did not permit Russian émigrés to remain in Turkey or Greece. Rus-
sians quickly dispersed to other lands, first to Turkey’s neighbors. Greece
was also primarily a place of transit for emigrants and would to face its
own tragedy in the 1921-1922 war with Turkey and the resulting influx
of Greek refugees.

In any event, Greece did not become a land of classical ballet, nor
did Spain. The influence of folkdance was too strong in both countries,
although Spain had hosted Diaghilev’s company during and after First
World War. Germans and Czechs preferred modern dance to classic

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ballet or Fokine’s art. Poland briefly, on the eve of Second World War,
saw a Polish Ballet founded by Bronislava Nijinska. Emigrants rarely
stayed in Hungary, the homeland of Nijinsky’s wife Romola.

* % %

Directly or through Turkey, many Russian émigrés, especially art-
ists, traveled to Bulgaria, which initially had an opera house, but no the-
atrical dance at all. However, Bulgarians did not take advantage of the
presence of celebrated Russian dancers in order to establish a ballet
theatre of their own. Defeat in the First World War, with the added obli-
gation of reparations, resulted in poverty and lack of support for the arts.

Historians record at least twenty prominent dance soloists who
came with the first wave of émigrés to Bulgaria. Russian ballet artists ap-
peared in Sofia early in 1920. The first performances announced in local
newspapers were by Maria Artsibusheva’s troupe, with soloists Maria
Yurieva and Elena Kozlovska, at the Renaissance Theatre, in February of
1920. Seven more spectacles followed until March the same year, when
Yurieva abandoned the ensemble for Paris via Belgrade, appearing also in
Zagreb and Sarajevo.

Elizaveta Anderson from the Bolshoi also danced in February, 1920,
with the former Diaghilev soloist and former husband of Bronislava Ni-
jinska, Alexander Kochetovsky.” Anderson was among the few prepared
to stay in Sofia, with her husband Ivan Ivantsov, the singer and director
of the Sofia Opera, but they soon left with Kochetovsky for Paris in Au-
gust 1921, performing twice in Zagreb while in transit.?

By the second half of 1920, another group of ballet artists from Rus-
sia’s Bolshoi had reached Bulgaria, via Turkey - the family Froman:
dancers Margarita, Maximilian and Valentin, pianist Olga, and stage de-
signer Pavel. With them were young soloists Julia Bekefi, Ana Redel,
Olga Orlova and Valentina Belova. They performed in Sofia’s Renais-

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sance Theatre from September until the end of the year. In January 1921
they traveled to Belgrade, and appeared in Zagreb. There they stayed, as
members of the Croatian National Theatre.

In 1921 Viktorina Kriger and Boris Kniazev’s company enriched
Bulgarian artistic life. After 1917 Kniazev had lived in Istanbul, working
as a ballet dancer and organizer before leaving for Sofia. In November
and December of 1921 he staged the second, “white,” act of Swan Lake in
the National Theatre of the Bulgarian capital, with Ekaterina Loren as
Odette, and danced the leading male role himself. Further plans for the
ballet in Sofia were abandoned in 1922; Kniazev and his swans went to
Paris, after a short stay in Bucharest. Kriger joined Anna Pavlova’s com-
pany, worked for a while in Tallinn, and later returned to the USSR.

The case of Tamara Karsavina from Maryinsky, Diaghilev’s prima
ballerina was also indicative. She could organize only a single recital in
Sofia on March 20th 1922, living for a short time in the Bulgarian capital
not as an émigré, but as the wife of the English diplomat Henry J. Bruce.
Regardless of the stimulus given, there was no place for the ballet al-
though Russian conductors and singers lent an important impetus to the
development of opera in Bulgaria, while Isaac Duvan-Tortsov and Niko-
lai Massalitinov from Moscow Art Theatre improved and modernized
Bulgarian drama.

Ballet performances given in Sofia, and in Istanbul proved that there
was an interested audience, not just among the Russian emigrant popu-
lation, but Bulgaria’s dance scene had yet to develop. In any case there
had been no initiative from the natives. Germany, Austria, and Hungary
were also defeated and impoverished, struck by heavy inflation, but there
was less antipathy toward émigrés in those places. In the German capital,
Boris Romanov and his wife Smirnova founded the well-known Roman-
tic Ballet Theatre, which would perform throughout Europe.

* % %

Following World War One, Belgrade, heavily damaged as was all of
Serbia, could not take the opportunity to permanently host the out-
standingly artistic Froman family. Margarita was celebrated for her lead-
ership in Diaghilev’s Ballets Russes beginning in 1912, and in the com-
pany’s American tour in 1916. The situation was later corrected when the
Fromans were invited for guest appearances and given a three-year con-
tract in Belgrade, beginning in 1927.

Otherwise, Belgrade took great advantage of the many innovations
offered by émigré artists. The National Theatre, supporting drama, op-
era, and eventually the ballet ensemble, engaged a group of stage and
costume designers of the first rank, primarily attached to the World of
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Art circle. Without them, Belgrade’s theatre could not have achieved the
same degree of success. The emigrants-scenographers brought to Yugo-
slavia the spirit of Diaghilev’s (in fact Fokine’s) Gesamtkunstwerk, born
on Russia’s ballet scenes at the Jahrhuntertwende. Fully recognized artists
Leonide and Rimma Brailovsky, together with Vladimir Zagorodniuk,
Anani Verbicky and Vladimir Jedrinsky, fostered modern stage and
costume design, and built special workshops for scenery painting in Bel-
grade National Theatre.

Instead of the Fromans, the Serbian theatre acquired another ex-
Diaghilev ballerina. In 1922, Elena Poliakova, a member of the Maryin-
sky Theatre, a pupil of Fokine, and a classmate of Anna Pavlova, came
from Ljubljana with her partner Sergei Streshnev (to join later Ballets
Russes), where she had already staged Fokine’s Scheherazade and a local
ballet (The Dancing Legend by Risto Savin). Thereby Slovenia was de-
prived of an exquisite dancer and choreographer.’ The leadership of the
Ljubljana ballet was overtaken by Maria Tuliakova and Peter Gresserov-
Golovin.

Belgrade gained new ballet strength with the arrival of the half-Rus-
sian Natalia-Natasa Boskovi¢ from Moscow’s Vaganova School, and her
promotion to first Serbian principal.’® Other Muscovite newcomers were
Marina Olenjina from the Alexeyev-Stanislavsky family and Nina Kirsa-
nova, partnered by Alexander Fortunato, from St. Petersburg. In Bel-
grade, Fortunato produced Coppelia and Swan Lake in four acts, and
danced the role of the Prince, with Poliakova as Odette and Kirsanova as
Odile."

When Fortunato left for Paris, Theodore Vassiliev came from the
French capital to work in Belgrade in 1926/7 with his crowning work,
Sleeping Beauty, “the Bible of classical ballet,” and in Zagreb the follow-
ing year, where he staged Firebird, Coppelia and two shorter pieces. On
occasions, the “outlying districts” surpassed the leading ballet centres.
Southeastern Europe of the 1920s enjoyed quality performances of the
three balletic compositions of Tchaikovsky, through Belgrade’s National
Theatre: Nutcracker in 1923 (chor. Poliakova), a full-length Swan Lake in

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1925 (Fortunato,)"? and Sleeping Beauty in 1927 (Vassiliev,)" as well as
Glasunov’s Raymonda in 1928 (Froman). In this way, the Yugoslav capi-
tal became the leading dance centre in Southeastern Europe.

Experienced teachers like Froman and Poliakova emigrated with
their pupils, and immediately opened schools in their new homeland.
These schools produced a plethora of dancers for the Zagreb National
Theatre, among them Ana Roje, and Mia Slavenska, and for Belgrade’s
National Theatre, where classical ballet was cherished with great care. In
the 1920s, the Belgrade classes of Poliakova attended the Mlakars and
Aurel Miloss. He wrote about “versatile Fortunato and great Kirsanova”.
In 1930s there were Ana Roje and Oskar Harmos. After producing cho-
reographies in the 1920s and appearing on stage until 1928, Elena Poli-
akova devoted herself to her school and her pupils’ annual performances-
examines consisting of complete works or separate acts from the classical
repertoire, Coppelia, Swan Lake or Nutcracker.

Dancing émigrés employed in the “border” National Theatres, also
took every opportunity to perfect their art abroad. They practiced in
Paris with Olga Preobrajenska or Matilda Kshessinska. Dancers from
Riga, Revel (Tallinn), Bucharest and Belgrade were seen in the Paris stu-
dio of Nikolai Legat, in 1926 the ballet-master of Diaghilev’s company.
Among Yugoslav Russians were remembered “the wonderful dancer Kir-
sanova,” Alexander Fortunato, Olga Shmatkova, Irina Luchezarska,
daughter of the singer Eugenia (both of whom were members of the Bel-
grade National Theatre in the mid-1920s), Boris Kniazev (working later
for one season in Belgrade), Eugenia Delarova (wife of Leonide Massine)
and the Latvian Harijs Plutsis.™

From their first appearances in Yugoslavia, the pillars of ballet Fro-
man and Poliakova succeeded as choreographers, and Ballets Russes’ rep-
ertoire spread rapidly. The popularity of Fokine’s pre-war “oriental”
creations in Zagreb, Belgrade, and Bucharest was in no small part due to

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Anton Romanowski, one of Anna Pavlova’s dancers. The Diaghilev’s in-
ter-war productions were only seldom seen in the Southeastern Europe.
Stravinsky’s Pullcinella and Wedding, and Prokofiev’s Shout were per-
formed in Zagreb and Ljubljana, and Manuel de Falla’s The Three-cor-
nered Hat was staged in Zagreb and Belgrade.

Obviously was modern (German) dance generally rejected by Ser-
bian authorities and mostly by spectators after World War One, although
Belgrade audiences could enjoy the work of their countrywoman, Maga
Magazinovi¢, a pupil of Max Reinhardt and Elizabeth Duncan and also
the émigré dancer Klavdia Issachenko, who was the first ballet mistress
of the Belgrade ensemble. Both Magazinovi¢ and Issachenko had “plas-
tic” schools with a certain success. Visiting dancers performing in the
“plastic” style included Rudolf Laban, Valeria Kratina (acclaimed in
Sofia), Charlotte Wilke, Kurt Joos, and the Sakharovs but Belgradians
clearly preferred the classical ballet of Anna Pavlova and Tamara Kar-
savina, who toured Yugoslavia in 1927 and 1928, respectively.

In admiration for Fokine’s modern ballet and, of course, for the “char-
acter” dances, especially flamenco imported by the Russians, the domestic
folk heritage was not forgotten, combined with Fokine’s new type of specta-
cle, brief and dense. First the Croatian dancing scene was deeply touched by
Stravinsky’s grotesque: ballet compositions by Kresimir Baranovi¢, conduc-
tor of Anna Pavlova’s company orchestra, The Gingerbread Heart and Im-
brek with the Nose, choreographed by Margarita Froman, were performed in
Zagreb and Belgrade in 1920s and 1930s, and Fran Lhotka’s Devil in the
Village, mounted by Pia and Pino Mlakar seen in two cities also in 1930s.
Both The Heart and The Devil were soon produced abroad.

The situation was also provocative for Serbian composers. The Leg-
end of Ochrid by Stevan Hristi¢ was created and danced in Belgrade by
Nina Kirsanova in 1933. Her new partner was Anatol Joukowsky, pupil
of Poliakova. Hristi¢’s Legend of Ochrid opened the door to other Serbian
folkloric ballets made by Joukowsky: The Fire in the Mountain by Alfred
Pordes (1941) and In the Morava Valley by Svetomir Nastasijevi¢ (1942).

Nina Kirsanova had left Belgrade in 1926 for Paris’s Opéra comique
and Buenos Aires’ Opera Colén but returned to Yugoslavia from her ex-
tended tours with Pavlova’s troupe in 1931, bringing parts of the late
Pavlova’s repertory like Autumn Leaves (Chopin) and Chlustine’s Ro-
mance of a Mummy by Nikolai Tcherepnine. His ballet was in Yugoslavia
renamed The Secret of the Pyramid, for productions in Belgrade (1932)
and Kaunas (1938). Kirsanova performed the leading role in both.

Fokine’s ballets were also staged in the Baltic countries and Scandi-
navia, and Fokine himself visited the area several times. Nikolai Sergeyev,
Ballet master of Riga 1922-1925, came from the Maryinsky Theatre. He
was renowned for mounting Tchaikovsky’s Sleeping Princess in 1921 (at-
ter Marius Petipa,- Gregor Fittelberg conducting - for the London tour of
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Diaghilev’s company), building the ballet and the repertoire in the Lat-
vian capital. Succeeded by Alexandra Fedorova-Fokina, who obviously
under Sergeyev’s influence (emigrating as he did with Vladimir Ste-
panov’s notations of Petipa’s ballets) produced the complete Swan Lake
in Riga 1926. Sergeyev did the same in London in 1934. His pupil Osvald
Lemanis created in the Latvian capital ballets of local composers: Tri-
umph of Love in 1935 by Janis Medins, Janis Vitolin$’s Ilga (1937), and
Janis Kalnin$’s Nightingale and Rose and The Autumn (1938).

* % %

While Théodore Vassiliev and Vera Karally lead the ballet in Kaunas
in 1929/30, the world of dance mourned Diaghilev’s sudden death. A
second loss struck the ballet world when Anna Pavlova died after a short
illness in 1931. Both companies’ dancers scattered, searching for jobs also
in peripheral European lands or in the United States, where some had
already established connections. Eventually, Mikhail Fokine, Leonide
Massine, and George Balanchine also made their way to New York.

In Europe, some members of the dissolved Ballets Russes, such as
Nijinska, worked individually. Not until 1932 was a new company
founded with a similar name: Ballets Russes de Monte Carlo. René Blum
was artistic director while Colonel de Basil was general manager, and
Massine choreographer. The company gathered former Diaghilev danc-
ers, as well as newcomers. The highlight of the ensemble was Massine’s
symphonic ballet Les Présages, based on Tchaikovsky’s Fifth Symphony,
which premiered in Monaco in 1933. Aiming to preserve Diaghilev’s
heritage, the new company made a splendid appearance in London, then
sailed for United States. Unfortunately, a disagreement between Blum
and de Basil lead to division of the company.

“Ballets de Monte Carlo had been created by Blum after he and de Basil
had separated in 1935 and was organized around the nucleus of the Ballet du
Theatre National de Lithuanie, which had been based since 1930 at the
National Opera Theatre in Kaunas.”* After Vassiliev and Karalli, who went
to Bucharest, the ballet of Lithuania was headed by Vera Nemchinova,
Aleksei Obukhov and Nikolai Zverev. Zverev staged fifteen ballets in
Kaunas. Among them in 1933 national production of domestic composers,
Juzas Gruodis (Junate and Castitis) and Balis Dvarionas (The Mach-
making). In 1935 the Lithuanian ensemble made successful tours to Monte
Carlo and London, featuring Tchaikovsky and Glazunov in the repertoire.'

“The Sleeping Beauty produced by the Lithuanian National Opera and Ballet at the
Kaunas State Theatre, Kaunas, Lithuania, in 1934 with choreography by Nicholas
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Rivals de Basil and Blum met in 1936, when de Basil’s troupe danced
in England again. “Blum’s company, which opened at the Alhambra July
7, gave Londoners another opportunity to see many outstanding dancers,
some of whom had already appeared at the Alhambra as members of the
Lithuanian company in February, 1935.” The ballet of Riga was guesting
in Sweden and Poland, and the Ballet Russe de Monte Carlo was to be
seen in the Latvian capital in 1938.18

Beside the large-scale ballet classics which were staged and main-
tained in the best Russian tradition, works by other Slavic composers
were also performed in Belgrade. These included Belle Epoque ballets-
pantomimes of Oskar Nedbal, The Story of Honza presented in Belgrade
and Zagreb by Margarita Froman, as well as Ludomir Rozicki’s Pan
Twardowski, seen only in Zagreb, and Karol Szimanowski’s The Brigands
(Harnasie) in Belgrade. In 1932, portions of the recently completed Har-
nasie had been heard in Belgrade, when the composer Szimanowski
toured with Fittelberg conducting Polish works. Harnasie, choreo-
graphed and danced by Serge Lifar, was performed in Paris in 1936, and
is recognized. Less known is that the same ballet premiered in Prague in
1935, and in Belgrade in 1937 by Elizaveta Nikoljska, the leading dancer
and ballet mistress of the Prague National Theatre in the 1930s, before
Szimanowski’s work was seen in Poland.”

In Belgrade, in 1934, Kirsanova choreographed Massine’s first sym-
phonic ballet Les Présages, creating a highly spectacular version titled The
Man and his Destiny.> In that same year, the Mlakars staged Strauss’s
The Legend of Joseph, apart from Mikhail Fokine’s original ballet done
for Diaghilev in 1914. From Fokine’s later choreographies, an opulent
Golden Cockerel mounted by Anatol Joukowsky, with Goncharova’s sets
and costumes reproduced by Vladimir Jedrinsky, was shown in 1939,
also in Belgrade. The merit of these spectacles was due to new Russian

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ballet students from Poliakova’s school to support the repertory of the
National Theatre. This phenomenon was not exclusive to Yugoslavia.

The second generation of Russian émigré’s provided elsewhere out-
standing ballet performers in Europe. Balanchine discovered the famous
“baby-ballerinas” in Paris: Tatiana Riabushinska, Tamara Toumanova
and Irina Baronova, dancing leading roles in the post-Diaghilevian com-
panies. In Belgrade, junior Russian soloists were Yania Vasillieva, Irina
Vassilieva, Tamara Polonska, Elena Korbé, Maria Korzhinska, Irina
Kushnareva and Tatiana Akimfieva, all born about 1920.

Two of Poliakova’s outstanding male dancers, Mikhail Panaev and
Borislav Runanine, soloists of the Belgrade National Theatre, enjoyed
international recognition. Yet another internationally-known male
dancer also began in Belgrade. Xenia Grundt, the Belgrade Pierrette of
Dohnanyi’s pantomime, spotted Igor Yuskevich, a young sportsman, in a
local club and eventually took him to Poliakova and Preobrajenska.

A Serbian pupil of Marina Olenjina and Anton Romanowski, and a
partner of Vera Karalli in Bucharest, Milo§ Risti¢ of the National Thea-
tre, choreographed and danced Massine/Berlioz’s Symphonie Fan-
tastique. Two performances in April 1944 were seen during the German,
Italian, Hungarian, Bulgarian and Albanian occupation of Serbia before
Allied bombing of Belgrade on Orthodox Easter April 16. It was a tri-
umph for both ensemble and orchestra!

In the future, ballet and dance historians must consider creations of
the Belgrade ballet ensemble, starting from nothing and garnering sup-
port in the Balkans. Only in the late 1930s did Bulgarian authorities in-
vite the Fromans to come from Zagreb and work in Sofia with a very
modest ballet stage. The impetus may have been was given by the Bel-
grade National Ballet’s guest appearance in 1938, in the Bulgarian capital,
displaying a rich and inspiring programme, as well as in Athens five
years before. The work of “Yugoslav” Russians also animated Bulgarian
composers Hristo Manolov (The Dragon and Jana, 1937) and Marin
Goleminov (The Fire-Dancing Woman, 1942).

On the eve of Second World War, Belgrade’s ballet equaled Riga’s,
largely due to Poliakova, Fromans, Kirsanova and Joukowsky. Through
them Belgrade maintained a ballet relationship with Rome, Kaunas and
Monte Carlo, and could sometimes compete with Paris and London.
Nothing of the marvelous Belgrade ballet was left after the war, which is
one more reason for historians not to marginalize “border” lands. Theirs
ballet companies - dancers, choreographers and repertoires - must be
introduced in dance encyclopedias (which is of the highest importance)
and described in ballet histories.

Notable events include the hundredth performance of Swan Lake in
Yugoslav capital in 1941, with Nina Kirsanova as the black swan, the role
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she created in Belgrade in 1925, its white swan Natasa Boskovi¢ appear-
ing with Spessivtseva in the Australian tour of the Levitoff’s Russian Bal-
let in 1934. After this was Milo$§ Risti¢ dancing in Ziirich and, with
Runanine, taking part in the Fokine’s Paganini, in London in 1939. Sig-
nificant developments remain to be recorded to build a more complete
picture of European ballet and transatlantic interactions. Ballets Russes’
anniversary year is obliging us to renew and enlarge our interest in
Diaghilev’s illustrious legacy.

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THE MUSICAL THEATRE OF YURI L’VOVICH RAKITIN
(Summary)

Yuri Rakitin (1882-1952), whom Serbian colleagues and disciples used to
call “Maestro”, mainly directed plays, firstly in Russia but later in Yugoslavia,
having emigrated there. A musically gifted man and a successor of Vladimir
Davydov, Konstantin Stanislavsky and Vsevolod Meierhold, Rakitin adapted
himself easily to directing operas, starting to stage them in exile, first in
Konstantinopol/Istanbul, then at the National Theatre of Belgrade, to which
Rakitin made his greatest contribution in the period 1921-1946. Yuri L'vovich
was not an official opera director in the Yugoslav capital, but due to the lack of
local specialists he took over the mounting of operas in parallel with dramas. In
the course of his first twelve years of devoted engagement in the Belgrade
National Theatre, Rakitin staged several outstanding musical spectacles: Verdi’s
Traviata, Gounod’s Faust, Princess Maya by Petar Krsti¢, Susannas Secret by
Wolf-Ferrari, Borodin’s Prince Igor, Tchaikovsky’s Queen of Spades and Evgeni
Onegin, and last but not least Vanka the House-keeper by N. Tcherepnin. To this
list should also be added the Schnitzler/Dohndnyi’s pantomime The Veil of
Pierrette. However, even with this extensive output Rakitin’s musical efforts
were not exhausted. Maestro mounted many plays with incidental music in
Russia, in Serbia (Belgrade and Novi Sad), firstly Moliére, Maeterlinck, Russian
classical dramas, Serbian vaudevilles and Soviet comedies. Due to the scarcity of
testimonies (critics do not write abundantly about the directing process), it is
not possible to reconstruct how Maestro treated operas in details, or how he
linked music, word and movement in dramas or added gestures to music in
pantomime. Nevertheless, critics highlighted both Rakitin’s wit and his
distinctive way of incarnating his artistic conceptions, as well as his special
approach to the role of music in various theatrical genres.

JUBILEE OF OPERA KOSTANA BY PETAR KONJOVIC
EIGHTY YEARS FROM THE TRIPLE YUGOSLAV PREMIERE
(Summary)

This article follows the unusual life of Petar Konjovi¢’s opera Kostana (four
acts, seven scenes), after its triple Yugoslav premiere (in Zagreb, Belgrade and
Ljubljana in 1931) with performances in Brno (1932), Prague (1935) in Czech,
and in Bratislava (1948) in Slovakian until its last presentation in Warsaw in
1960. Everywhere was Kostana performed by eminent conductors, directors and
soloists. The author considers critical writings on performances of Kostana at
home, as well as the genesis of its three versions, polemically, focusing on Kon-
jovi€’s encounters with the performers and personalities who influenced the
creation of this opera and the shaping of its individual characters. The author’s also
provides new sociological insights to the present study. Regrettably, for admirers and
specialists, Kostana only exists today in its score. But for the sporadically performed
Symphonic Triptych, arranged by the composer in 1935 from opera excerpts (two
interludes and ballet scenes), younger musical generations would have no idea
of the existence of this extraordinary opera by Petar Konjovié.

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CHOREOGRAPHICAL INTERPRETATIONS
OF THE LEGEND OF OCHRID BY STEVAN HRISTIC
(Summary)

The ballet Legend of Ochrid is the first Serbian ballet based on the folklore.
It is an unique appearance in the world of dance and theatre at home and in
general. Staged in its unfinished version (first act in two scenes) in Belgrade
1933 as a gala performance, to celebrate the jubilee of the composer Hristi¢, the
ballet was warmly received by specialists and cultivated spectators but not by a
broader audience, being forgotten after 14 performances in two seasons. The
definitive full-length version of The Legend in four acts premiered in the same
place in 1947, had in more than 15 years over 1000 presentations in former
Yugoslavia, adorning also guest appearances of the Belgrade Ballet abroad and
some foreign stages too. Many choreographers, starting from the first ones,
namely Nina Kirsanova and Margarita Froman, took very eagerly part in The
Legend. To trace their interpretations means to follow the history of ballet in
Yugoslavia of yesterday and today. From the present point of view one can give
analysis of realized (and not realized) tendencies of these choreographers as well
as of the composer himself who had a firm scenic vision of his work, depicted by
his music.

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ARE THE FOLKLORIC BALLETS AN ANACHRONISM
TODAY?

Introduction

In 1910 a school of “rhythmical and plastic movements” was opened
in Belgrade, teaching modern and traditional dances, by a progressive
Serbian lady Maga Magazinovi¢ (1882-1968). She had studied at the
Duncan School in Berlin/Gruenewald, being also a pupil of Max
Reinhardt, Rudolf Laban and Emile Jaques-Dalcroze. Maga Magazinovi¢
performed after the fashion of Isadora Duncan and was also very inter-
ested in adapting national dances of the Balkans for the stage. In her con-
ception, folk steps and the modern technique of plastic dance (German
Ausdruckstanz) should be brought together. Whilst Maga remained lim-
ited to her private studio, organizing concerts with classes here and there,
the Russian émigrés who literally flooded the newly formed land of South
Slaves after the First World War, at once became members of the state
National Theatres in Belgrade, Zagreb and Ljubljana (consisting of per-
manent drama, opera and ballet), the institutions badly in need of pro-
fessionally trained ballet dancers.

Development

These Russian artists in the Kingdom of Yugoslavia can be divided into
three groups: 1) The “children” of Diaghilev, better to say the followers of
Mickail Fokine: Elena Poliakova (1884-1973) from St Petersburg Maryinsky,
Margarita (1896-1970), from Moscow Boljshoi together with her brother
Maximilian Froman(1889-1981), the three soloists of the Ballets Russes in its
first phase, or at least the dancers who took part in the Company before and
during the First World War, 2) dancers linked to the Anna Pavlova
Company, such as Nina Kirsanova (1899-1989), from Moscow and 3) pupils
of the first ones, the “grandchildren” of Diaghilev-Fokine, like Anatol
Joukowsky (1905 -1998), who emigrated with his parents to Greece. He was
a disciple of Poliakova in Belgrade and in some ways the central figure of this
paper, eventually becaming a soloist in the Belgrade National Theatre Ballet,
from 1926. Joukowsky was also a partner of Kirsanova, leader of the
National Theatre ballet ensemble, joining for a shorter period in 1927 the
ballet of Teatro Liceo in Barcelona and De Basil’s Ballets Russes in 1937 and
1948, closing in this way the circle of Diaghilevian dancing enterprises,
connected with Russian dancers in Yugoslavia.'

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The Fromans (Margarita with her brothers, dancers Maximilian and
Valentin, Pavel, the stage designer, and her sister Olga, the pianist) first
emigrated in 1921, settling in Croatia. Poliakova was a member of the
Ljubljana Theatre in 1922, in the same year becoming the prima ballerina
and choreographer of Belgrade Ballet, and leading a school in the Yugo-
slav capital, just as her colleague Margarita had done in Zagreb. Jou-
kowsky emigrated as a boy and was sent by his parents from Thessaloniki
to Belgrade where he was educated in the Russian military school and at
the Technical University, at the same time learning how to dance profes-
sionally. Nina Kirsanova emigrated to the then independent Poland, after
passing an audition of the Moscow Boljshoi in 1921. However, she pro-
ceeded to Belgrade in 1923, via Dubrovnik, with her husband, opera
baritone Boris Popov, and her Russian-Polish partner from Lvov, Alex-
ander Fortunato. The first task of dancing duo Kirsanova/Fortunato,
newly engaged in the National Theatre, was to take part in ballets put on
the Serbian stage by Elena Poliakova. Among the quoted Russian danc-
ers, Margarita Froman, Fortunato, Kirsanova and Joukowsky were di-
rectly interested in the folk heritage of their new homeland, trying to
amalgamate folk choreography and classical ballet technique.

It should be underlined that the opera goers in Belgrade immediately
fell in love with classical dancing and also with the Diaghilev’s repertoire,
staged in Belgrade by Poliakova (Scheherazade). This pushed aside the
efforts of the representatives of “plastic” ballet, such as Maga Magazino-
vi¢, as well as the achievements of the émigré dancer Claudia Issachenko,
who soon left the capital of Yugoslavia for guest performances abroad.
Even such celebrities as Rudolf Laban and Valeria Kratina, visiting Bel-
grade in the early 1920s, left the audience cold and disinterested. There
seemed to be no place for folk dances at all in such circumstances, but
the Russians fell under their spell very soon, observing the melodic,
rhythmic and choreographic richness and variability of the material in
every part of Yugoslavia. These new aspects of dancing promised more
than familiar character dances, something similar to the solos and
“crowd” scenes in Petruschka by Fokine.

Froman and Fortunato - parallel efforts

The first of the Russians to create ballet steps, using the original native
traditional/folk dance heritage was Margarita Froman. In 1922 she
choreographed a wedding dance for music by Kresimir Baranovi¢ (1894-
1975). She continued in this direction, the result being a ballet called The
Gingerbread Heart, with a scenario and music by Baranovi¢, premiered in
Zagreb in June 1924, and mounted in Ljubljana in 1925 by Maria Tuliakova.

With Nina Kirsanova giving several concerts in the Yugoslav capital
during the 1923/24 season, Fortunato persuaded Stevan Hristi¢ (1885-
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1958), the then director of Belgrade Opera to compose the ballet Legend
of Ochrid (not the foreseen opera). Fortunato also had the idea for the
scenario. The impetus was, in some way, the new folkloric Gingerbread-
heart ballet, as well as the general idea of the Croatian and Serbian com-
posers to have national ballets (as they had already composed operas in
the same national stile), which meant ballets based musically, literary,
choreographically and scenographically on national (i. e. folk) themes.
Thus, from July 1924 Alexander Fortunato started official research into
dance (inaugurated by the Belgrade National Theatre) in Kosovo and
South Serbia, in villages between Prishtina, Skopje and Veles.> One
should remember that in the kingdom of Yugoslavia, Serbian Macedonia,
liberated from the Turks in the Balkan wars, was called South Serbia, In
the subsequent communist federative Yugoslavia, Macedonia became a
republic and the inhabitants were promoted into an independent nation-
ality, Macedonians, with their own language.

The work of Maga Magazinovi¢ in the field of folk dancing had al-
ready become a stylization, reaching its peak in 1926 and 1927 with
compositions, “plastic ballads”, “dancing elegies”, such as Yelisavka,
mother of Milos Obili¢, Death of the Mother of Yugovi¢ and Kosovo
Maiden, mounted in the manner of Serbian medieval epics, using music
by contemporary Serbian composers. These spectacles were performed
by Maga’s distinguished pupils, but the event was overshadowed by the
guest appearances in the Belgrade National Theatre of Anna Pavlova,
and the premiere of the Croatian Gingerbreadheart, Margarita Froman
introducing Croat dances into the ballet scene for the second time.

It was a pity that Alexander Fortunato left Belgrade for Paris at the
end of 1926, together with Kirsanova who eventually joined Bronislava
Nijinska in Teatro Colon, and after that the Anna Pavlova Company. The
Legend of Ochrid for which scenery and costumes had already been made
by two Yugoslav artists, the Russian set designer Vladimir Jedrinsky be-
ing one of them, had to wait.” The work of Margarita Froman was to be
continued in Belgrade, with the choreographies of ballet music in operas
by Petar Konjovi¢ (1883-1970): Prince of Zeta (1929) and Kostana, the latter
also performed in Zagreb and Ljubljana (1931). The Prince of Zeta showed
Margarita’s ability in Montenegrin folk dance, while Kostana with its
extended divertissement, The Big Tshochechka Dance, equal to Borodin’s

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Polovtsian Dances, presented a real challenge for her to cope with Serbian
folk dance from the very special district of Vranje for the first time.

Nina Kirsanova

Soon, Stevan Hristi¢ had his own gala evening in April 1933 with
The Legend of Ochrid on the Belgrade stage, but with only one act. It was
a great day for the choreographer and dancer of the leading role, Nina
Kirsanova, in Belgrade again (but without Fortunato), supported now by
her young partner and leading male soloist Anatol Joukowsky. Accord-
ing to his memoirs,* he was the main consultant for Nina in The Legend.
Spending his free summer months over several years unofficially learning
and writing down the steps of these fascinating dances of South Serbia
(he was also a scout, using his holiday time to explore the countryside),
Anatol visited also the most southern area of Yugoslavia. It was the district
of Ochrid, another very special place, where the composer of The Legend had
also settled for some period, in order to be inspired for the first Serbian
folkloric ballet, for the time being presented as a one act piece.

Similar to Margarita Froman, Kirsanova was also led by artistic in-
tuition and great choreographic talent in balletizing folk steps and the
story of the girl captured by Turks and set free by her beloved. “The
characteristic steps and movements are adapted to my music which is
also stylized after the musical idiom of our southern districts,” said the
composer. The critics of the 1933 premiere praised the new movements
and combinations of gestures of the first Serbian national ballet. The
piece was successful but without an acclaiming echo from the audience,
being forgotten after two seasons. There was a “national ballet” gap in the
Yugoslav repertoire until the fresh appearance of Margarita Froman in
Zagreb and Belgrade in 1935 and 1937, mounting a new work, a short
ballet-pantomime Imbrek with the Nose by Baranovi¢. After that, the
noted event in Zagreb and Belgrade was the first full-length folkloric
ballet The Devil in the Village 1937 and 1938, composed by another Croat
composer, Fran Lhotka, the first national ballet in Yugoslavian National
Theatres by non-Russian choreographers - Pia and Pino Mlakar.

Anatol Joukowsky

In the last decade before the war, Joukowsky established his career in
Belgrade both as a distinguished danseur noble (and character dancer,

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especially skillful in Spanish dances, like Kirsanova) and as a connoisseur
of Yugoslav folk dances “from Ochrid to Triglav”. The generally in-
creasing interest in folk dancing was inspired also by the research of
dance scholars, sisters Ljubica and Danica Jankovi¢,” by the work of
Maga Magazinovi¢ (whose school closed in 1935), who was organizing
students’ dancing groups at the Belgrade University in 1936, giving con-
certs and touring abroad. This made Joukowsky, now a prominent figure
and choreographer of the Belgrade Ballet, determined to present his own
findings independently in ballet concerts. He began to train a dozen of
his dancers from the National Theatre Ballet in folk dancing. The action
was undertaken directly for the premiere of Migrant Workers in 1936, a
play by Anton Panovi¢ with incidental music by Josip Slavenski (1896-
1955). Joukowsky’s dancers had to perform teshkoto.

Another “push”, but this time from theatre authorities, came after
the appearance of a guest choreographer from Prague Elizaveta Nikol-
jska. In 1937 she mounted the Polish national ballet Harnasie by Karol
Szymanowski in Belgrade. After that Joukowsky’s group had taken part
in an event of international significance - the gathering of Slavonic
dancing societies in Prague in June 1938. It was a revelation for the Czech
and International audience; Joukowsky returned home with his small
company as a first prize winner. He was subsequently sent officially to do
further research in traditional dancing. “How much time do you need to
make a national ballet?” asked the director of the National Theatre. “Two
months”, Joukowsky replied®. But it took more than two months (the
only period for excursions being summertime) to complete new research
in the nearby localities of Migrant Workers (Debar and the Monastery of
St. John Bigorski), composing music and working with dancers.

During the summer of 1938, the Joukowskys also did research in
Greece (visiting islands), Bulgaria and Romania The result was “a real
folkloric ballet”, with music specially written for it by Alfred Pordes
(1907-1941), The Fire in the Mountains (scenario by Joukowsky) with its
premiere in February 1941. Another achievement was put to music by
Svetomir Nastasijevi¢ (1902-1978) In the Valley of Morava, performed in
March 1942, bringing to the stage Serbian national heroes like Prince
Marko, Milo$ Obili¢ and Jug Bogdan. The second ballet came to the Bel-
grade stage when Serbia was occupied by the Germans.

The Legend of Ochrid by Margarita Froman

Precisely before the Second World War, in 1939, when Stevan Hristi¢ was
ready to finish his Legend of Ohrid, Kirsanova had already been abroad on

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tour for several years, so perhaps Joukowsky could have been foreseen as a
choreographer of Hristi¢’s ballet. But a star from the Metropolitan Opera,
Boris Romanov made his guest appearance in Belgrade, mounting three short
ballets with enormous success (especially Ravel’s Bolero). Officials of the
National Theatre Ballet, as well as the composer himself, looked to Romanov
for a new choreographic creation’. It can be supposed that Joukowsky possibly
acted as assistant, since Romanov was not at all acquainted with the Serbian
folk dancing. However, the war changed all these plans.

The Legend was brought to an end after the Second World War,
given for staging to Margarita Froman (not Kirsanova who was back
during the German occupation, working in the National Theatre as be-
fore). It saw its opening night in Belgrade in November 1947. While the
one-act version of the ballet (1933) fell into oblivion, the full-length ballet
became a “hit” which attracted a large audience including specialists, for a
long time. It was regarded as a musical composition with the distinguished
qualities of true symphonic development. The composer of The Legend
transposed folk melodies into his musical conceptions in the modernized
fashion of Russian composers of the “Five”. Referring to the celebrated
choral work, the 10" Wreath (Rukovet) by Stevan Mokranjac (1856-1914),
which bears the subtitle Songs from Ochrid, Hristi¢ also used some musical
motifs from Vranje and Pirot. He introduced quotations-leitmotivs in
the musical elaboration of the mime scenes, a narrative atmosphere for
the action, attaining an equilibrium between drama and ballet. For the
“pure” dancing, but with some exceptions, the composer invented his
own music in the style of Serbian-Balkan folklore imaginaire.

The scheme of the ballet presents a very interesting picture.

Act I. In a medieval village near Lake Ochrid, there is an enamored
couple, Biljana and Marko (once Kirsanova and Joukowsky). The girl is
very unhappy. Instead of her beloved she has to marry a rich man. He
arrives with his parents to woo Biljana. Dance 1, Allegretto, wheel dance,
boys and girls. Dance 2, Allegro moderato, young men dancing, also a
solo by Marko. The arrival of the suitors, the dance of the bridegroom,
the best man and the cousins. Dance 3, the betrothal, guests wheel danc-
ing, the ensemble and soloists. Marko is absent. Suddenly the Turks at-
tack, setting the village on fire, killing the men and the bridegroom. Bil-
jana is taken away as a slave, together with the other girls.

Act II. The same night Marko starts his search for Biljana. Moderato.
Followed by the Morning Star, he arrives at the banks of Ochrid Lake

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where the water nymphs are dancing (two Variations). Adagio. Marko’s
pas-de-deux with the Fairy of the Lake. She presents him with a ring and
a sword from the mysterious treasure cave. With the help of these magic
objects Marko is to liberate Biljana. Marko’s sword dance. Classical ballet
dancing reaches its expression in this act. In the first version of The Leg-
end the solos of peasant girl Biljana were also sur les points, which was
not the case in the defining version.

Act III. The sultan’s palace in Constantinople. Andantino, dance of
the odalisques, Vivace frenetico, the appearance of janissaries. Sostenuto,
procession of the slaves — a divertissement conceived dramaturgically by
the dances of the captured girls, in the sultan’s presence, Moderato, Ro-
manian dance, Allegro moderato, Bulgarian dance, Moderato, Greek dance,
Largamente, the dance of Biljana. Marko enters the palace resisting the
attacks of the Turkish guards. Biljana, disappears in the midst of the fight —
transformed into a dove. Marko clears his way back and runs away.

Act IV. The previous village is now rebuilt. Marko is sad, not
knowing Biljana’s whereabouts. Suddenly, in flies a white dove, turning
into Biljana. Marko’s joy is never-ending. There are no more obstacles
for them to be married. There are many “mass” scenes, dances, into
which the wedding rite is woven. Dance 1. Allegro, young men and girls,
with Marko aside, the peasants gather when Biljana appears, dance, Al-
legro moderato, the girls embellish the bride-to-be Biljana. Dance 2, Al-
legro, the young men’s wheel dance, Marko is being adorned for the
wedding ceremony, the dance with friends, Marko’s solo. Dance 3 and 4,
Allegro moderato, Biljana with Marko and the whole ensemble.®

The Legend was mounted in two months (a famous two months!), in
the National Theatre, with an almost completely new ensemble. Many
Russians of the Belgrade Ballet, among them Anatol Joukowsky with his
dancer wife Yanya Vasilieva had left the country to avoid the commu-
nist’s regime (some important Serbs from the ballet had also fled ), and
the troupe had to start to achieve a measure of dancing dexterity from
the beginning. Many young people were engaged from choral and (folk)
dancing societies, and quite a number from the Maga Magazinovi¢’s stu-
dent’s group. In contrast to Joukowsky who had taught classical dancers
to perform folk dance, the folk trained dancers now had to learn classics
(from Nina Kirsanova, one of the few Russians left in Belgrade), in order to
restore at least part of the former ballet repertoire to the National theatre.

The Legend of Ochrid was a big school for all dancers in many ways.
This ballet became very popular at once, gladly seen by wide audiences,

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mounted in other Yugoslav towns, and presented in guest performances
abroad. The first stop in this direction was Great Britain in 1951, the next
Greece in 1952. “This night the soul of Serbian people trembled in many
perplexed rhythms of the South...” Athenians said in their writings about
the event. Maybe some of them remembered The Gingerbread Heart seen in
the Greek capital in 1933, performed by the Belgrade dancers!

The 1951 Edinburgh Festival was the scene for the great Yugoslav
show, the focus being The Legend of Ochrid. British spectators gave pri-
ority to the folkloric expression in music and choreography of The Leg-
end (which even entered in the meantime some ballet encyclopedias),
although they were aware of the difficulties imposed on choreographer of
folk ballets where traditional dancing is mixed with classics: "The Legend
of Ochrid is more successful in the national dancing acts than in the ro-
mantic scene by the Lake of Ochrid where the nymphs and stars dance
sur les points. The male character dances, in particular, are most effective
and satisfying in pattern”.’ The Legend was not forgotten even ten years
later when John Haylok referred to Cairo musical life: "Country dances
are essentially limited and are not in themselves enough to make a bal-
let”. He described the choreography of Margarita Froman as pas seul, pas
de deux with country steps, dancing in circles with much trotting and
knee bending, including jumping dance as well."” But the ballet was of
very compact structure, surviving for many years on Yugoslav stages,
mounted by many different choreographers.

After The Legend

What was left of the efforts of Froman, Fortunato, Kirsanova and
Joukowsky? Margarita had to emigrate again in 1950 while The Legend
was making its triumphal performance throughout Yugoslavia and
sometimes Europe, even the USA." Many of the stagings were by other
choreographers like the 1958 version by Vladimir Burmeister, in the
Nemirovich-Danchenko Theatre of Moscow, this being one of the great-
est satisfactions for the composer. In Yugoslavia, The Legend was over-
taken by Mlakars, and by Dimitri Parli¢ (1916-1986), a pupil of Poli-
akova and Joukowsky (dancing in his folk group in 1938-1940, and in his
folkloric ballets as well).

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There were some ideas to reconstruct the first version of the Legend
by Kirsanova, but nothing was preserved, the National Theatre of Bel-
grade being heavily damaged with the bombardments of 1941 and 1944.
Not even the score of the first version of Legend’s survived. Nobody
could say anything about the cooperation between the composer Hristi¢
and Fortunato (his name as scenario writer was missing in the post war
Legend). Leaving Yugoslavia never to return again, Fortunato took with
him all his notes, never to use them anywhere. Obviously he gave noth-
ing to the Theatre authorities or to his partner Kirsanova. While Jou-
kowsky kept on his program several dances from the Nina’s Legend dur-
ing the war, she herself showed no eagerness to renew or make some new
ballets based on Serbian folk.

New ways in ballets with folklore

With his two ballets The Fire in the Mountains and In the Valley of
Morava, performed in 1940s Joukowsky tried, as he later said, to avoid
stylization or balletizing of folk dances. He wanted to perform something
genuine or something very close to the original village dancing, believing
folklore to be the right, rich source for new ballet scene, the old one be-
ing full of the omnipresent standard repertoire.'” Maybe it would be
possible to practice genuineness in smaller ballets or in some excerpts
but not in full-length ballets like The Legend of Orchid or Zorbas the
Greek by Mikis Theodorakis, performed recently for Novi Sad. Also, in
smaller excerpts Joukowsky had problems with genuineness when cho-
reographing music for Migrant Workers. For the premiere he introduced
into the pageant migrants from Galichnik and Lazaropolje working in
Belgrade to perform the men’s dance teshkoto with the tupan (drum) and
zurlas on the stage, with Slavenski’s music played by the orchestra in the
pit. But this experiment was not possible for other performances, when
Joukowsky normally had to rely on theatre staft.”

And what is genuine after all? What is authenticity in such cases? The
dances are executed with composed music, rarely with accompaniments
played by peasants. So it was in Prague, with the orchestra and conductor
from the Belgrade Theatre. Joukowsky’s work was compared to that of “the
great La Argentina who spread all over the world the glory of Spanish

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dance”. The work of choreographers in general depends on music by more,
or less, talented composers (there are no good ballets without good music!)
and one has to think that folk ballets in Yugoslavia were put on or conceived
with music by distinguished artists. That is what Joukowsky accomplished,
remembering his performance in Prague with the symphony orchestra
playing symphonic music by Yugoslav composers.**

Of course, the most desirable way to create a new style of dancing is
by cooperation between choreographer and composer. The first folkloric
ballet of that kind was made by Pordes, adapting his music based on folk
tunes written down by Alexei Butakov (the pianist following Joukowsky in
his “pilgrimages”), strictly after the steps noted down by Joukowsky. But the
ballet master had no time to finalize his project in Belgrade, no time to
develop a system, leaving Serbia never to see it again, aware that nobody
would carry on his ideas and intentions “to preserve the fragrance of
primitive charm and sincerity”, searching for the dance of ethnic truth."”
And what is truth in the art? What is truth in ballet and opera?

The main loss is that Joukowsky never regained the opportunity to
tulfill his visions, being settled in United States as university professor of
ethno dance but with no official ballet scene as there had been in Europe,
where he had done his last work after his aesthetics in Vienna in 1944:
the new (according to his tape-recorded words) Gingerbread Heart com-
pletely based on folk. We do not know how much he could have been
acquainted with Froman’s The Legend of Ochrid, but the fact is that no-
body succeeded in doing what Margarita had done, or what Anatol had
made with his investigations and their results.

Conclusion

Is anybody interested in reviving folk ballets or in making new ones
today? Are simple plots about abducted girls (a similar story was used in
the ballet The Fire in the Mountains), village fairs with heart-cakes, and
devils menacing lovers still attractive in our postmodern era? The ballets
of Joukowsky are lost forever, but not the music, The Legend in the
meantime has been modernized and sometimes impoverished, loosing all
her flair when deprived of the folk element. Is tradition left only for
dance societies now, not for ballet? We have to reconsider our modern
views after the success of Zorbas the Greek in Novi Sad and Belgrade over
the whole last decade. There are still the audiences, the spectators which
are much in need of féerie, folklore and expressive music, to support the

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dancers able to carry the new style forms of ethnic ballet choreographers.
Let us think about the effect Margarita’s Legend had in England, indi-
rectly inspiring Benjamin Britten to write a full-length (national?) ballet,
and the idea of Froman and Joukowsky brought to life in Skopje in 1953,
when Parli¢ created the Macedonian national ballet, based on the story of
Migrant Workers with music by Gligor Smokvarski.

The destiny was that until 1947 Yugoslav ballet was not made by lo-
cal specialists. The Russians succeeded in Yugoslavia in something which
was never achieved in 19" century Russia, when the rise of national opera
took place: whole ballet pieces based on folk. There were six made in
prewar Yugoslavia and they are well worth of keeping on the stage.

KOSOVO EPICSINCARNATED IN THE OPERAS AND BALLETS
OF SERBIAN COMPOSERS IN THE SECOND HALF OF 20™
CENTURY
(Summary)

The Kosovo religious cult was the spiritual heritage of the Medieval Serbian
state, its Orthodox faith and chivalry represented in numerous churches built by
Serbian rulers. During the Turkish occupation, its reality became mythological
for the repressed and impoverished Serbian people, whose collective memory
survived in folk poems of exquisite beauty. After Liberation from the Turks in
the 19th century, the newly founded Serbian theatre was ideal venue for histori-
cal dramas based on the poems of the Kosovo cycle, written down by Vuk Ste-
fanovi¢ Karadzi¢.

The Cycle has over twenty poems. The crucial ones, dealing with the fatal
battle of Kosovo in 1389, and post factum, also found their interpretation in 19"
century art and music, the latter mostly incidental, embellishing many historical
plays of the new Serbian repertoire. Among these excels the theatrical piece by
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Dubrovnik playwright Ivo Vojnovi¢ (1857-1929) bearing as a title the central
poem of the Kosovo epics, The Death of the Mother of Jugovi¢, and performed in
Belgrade in 1906 and Zagreb in 1907. Local composers were not yet ready to put
this play or poems created by folk rhapsods and gathered in the Kosovo cycle by
Karadzi¢ (who almost canonized them) into music on a larger scale.

Between the two World Wars Serbian composers were mature enough to
interpret with skill and dignity the Kosovo tragedy, but they chose mainly in-
strumental music as a medium to do so. Only after the Second World War did
composers try their skill to bring the epics to full expression in stage works.

Two of the three composers, focused here took over Vojnovi¢’s play as an
accomplished libretto: Petar Konjovi¢ (1883-1970) in his Fatherland, finished in
1960 and premiered in 1983 in Belgrade, a music drama-oratorio, a “sacred fes-
tivity play” (the latter being the subtitle which the composer gave to his opera,
reminiscence of Wagner’s Parsifal. Nameless Mother, as a symbol of the cruci-
fied Fatherland, was incarnated by Konjovi¢ in his own post-Romantic style,
with monumental al fresco built choral parts, as well as arias and ensembles.

The much younger author Dusan Radi¢ (1929-2010), keeping the original
titles of the play and the poem respectively, in his music drama composed in
1988 concentrated on the personal tragedy of a family of warriors killed in the
Kosovo field. More chamber-like in sound, his Death of the Mother of Jugovic is
neoclassical in mood.

Brought to the end in the year 1989, the ballet by Vitomir Trifunovi¢
(1916-2007), a choreodrama named after the poem The Maiden of Kosovo, con-
ceived in a postmodern language presents on the stage the whole glorious Ser-
bian kingdom of the past, Prince Lazar, his noblemen and subjects. The folk is
personalized in the anonymous Girl, Kosovo Maiden, symbol of mercy and con-
solation, needed by dying Serbian knights as their last communion in the crucial
field of Kosovo. The last two stage works still await their performance. The
communist regime in Yugoslavia was hostile towards the Serbian history, myth
and religion. Nowadays in the globalized new order there is again no place for
the past, for history, for the truth, or its revelation.

Nadezda Mosusova, musicologist and composer, was born in
Subotica (Serbia/Yugoslavia) on August 4th, 1928. She started studying
Composition in the class of Prof. Predrag Milosevi¢ at the Music Acad-
emy in Belgrade in 1948, graduating in 1953 with orchestral work Sym-
phonic Prelude. Her musical opus contains songs and chamber works.
When still a student, she was invited by Petar Konjovi¢, composer and
professor of the Academy,who was also founder and head of the Institute
of Musicology, to work in the Institute as a bursar who will help setting
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in order the manuscripts of Serbian composers. She also assisted Kon-
jovi¢ with preparing his works for publishing. Her interest in musicology
arose directly from studying his music. Before she started to work in the
Institute of Musicology in 1959, she had taught theoretical subjects in the
music school Stankovi¢. She defended in 1970 her thesis Influence of
folklore elements on the structure of romanticism in Serbian music at the
University of Ljubljana. Until her retirement in 1994 Mosusova was a
regular associate of the Institute and was promoted to all positions up to
research fellow. She parallely taught Music History at the Faculty of Mu-
sic (1977-1993) and Analysis of Ballet Music at the Faculty of Dramatic
Arts in Belgrade (1982/83). The fields of her musicological research in-
clude music in Serbia and other Slavonic countries (focused on musical
nationalism), opera and ballet of the 19th and 20th centuries, impact of
Russian emigration on music and theatre in Europe, both Americas and
Australia as well as position of music in totalitarian states. She has par-
ticipated in many theatrical and musicological congresses at home and
abroad, and is member of societies such as Union of Serbian Composers,
Serbian Musicological Society (Serbia), Society Ferdinand Gonseth
