»The Right to Have Rights“ in Theory of Citizenship beyond Sover-
eignty

The institution of citizenship is characterized by its ambivalence with regard to the notions
(and values) of inclusion/exclusion, rights/dissmpowerment, belonging/otherness.
Historically and conceptually, citizenship has been developing in symbiosis with the ideas of
equality, freedom, protection of rights and full membership in the political community. In
this respect its emancipatory legacy is beyond doubt. In addition, the critique of abstractness
of human rights, mostly developed by Hannah Arendt, influenced contemporary assertions
that human rights and freedoms have little significance outside the framework of the state
institution of citizenship. On the other hand, one could claim that citizenship represents
legalized discrimination as it a priori presupposes a distinction between citizens and non-
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citizens as legitimate. Moreover, as citizenship one holds predetermines to a great extent
one's life chances, it can be said to occupy a ,,pivotal place in the over-all segmentary
architecture of the nation-state system™ (Brubaker). This citizenship paradox, its
simultaneous emancipative and discriminative role, reveals itself more openly when
confronted with the problems of refugees, irregular migration and statelessness. This paper
analyzes these tensions and questions the possibility of their overcoming within the
framework of the so-called citizenship beyond sovereignty.

We refugees: an Unlivable Life

The paper is divided in two related parts. The first one offers a textual chain based on the
short text “We Refugees” written by Hannah Arendt in 1943. What does this ‘we refugees’
mean, who are those ‘we’, and could we not once become refugees? The figure of a refugee
is read through several instances of the phrase introduced by Arendt, with the special
emphasis on the ideas of human rights, citizenship, fear, territory and belonging. The figure
of a refugee allows us to introduce an important difference, often omitted within strictly
juridical and policy papers, between the right to life and the right to a livable life. The second
part of the text examines the hypothesis that a livable life requires three conditions for its
possibility: equality, the absence of war and the absence of poverty. The life of a refugee can
be thought of as a retraction of these conditions, and thus as unlivable.

Depraved of Legitimating Discourse:
CEE Walled States and Emerging Political Subjectivities

In this paper I want to compare rare theoretical justifications of border walls with discourses
on boundaries and walls by Central and Eastern European political actors in dealing with
refugee crisis in 2015. I analize three such discourses: consequentialist, discourse of
reponsibility for fair distribution of cosmopolitan duties, and nationalistic discourse. This
comparison allows me to question aplicability of Wendy Brown’s argument that the states
with waning sovereignty display symbols of force in building border walls aimed at
defending fragile egos built around national and religious identities. Finally, I want to
elucidate what type of political subjectivity is produced and legitimated by these acts of
fortification within and around CEE “walled” states.

The Elements of Social Conflicts in the Perspective of Contempo-

The main goal of this paper is to interpret the connection between social conflicts and the
contemporary migrant crisis in Europe, through the analysis of social conflicts. Hypothesis is
that tension and conflict manifestations, which are expressed as interethnic and
interreligious, have their latent basis in political and social or class discourse. In other words,
conflicts which are often recognized as ethnic, cultural or religious, can be based in social
and economic inequalities, social anomie, political propaganda. We will be looking for the
explanation of this type of conflicts through the theoretical analyses of scientific sources,
public policies and data on ongoing migration crisis on local level.

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Women in Migration:
Some Notes from the West Balkan Route

Gender is often overlooked, but important factor in research on migration. Women enter into
migration experience as active individuals, but also encounter different difficulties than men
do. Although it cannot be claimed that these differences are experienced by all women in the
same way, we can conclude that they are the consequences of the gendered reality we live in.
The article is discussing the gender specific experiences that female migrants encounter on
their travel. It focuses on different forms of violence they are facing and on experiences of
pregnant women. Furthermore, it deals with the legislation concerning refugees and tries to
show how this legislation indirectly creates threats to women migrants while at the same
time it is depriving them of power and victimizes them. It is based on understanding the
legislature as man-centred, which means that it is mainly shaped by experiences of men
while often not examining the specific experiences and needs of women. The data for the
interpretations is non-structured and semi-structured interviews collected during field work
in three refugee centers in Serbia. The interviews were mostly focused on experiences of
women while traveling on the West Balkan route. They were further analyzed with
anthropological and related literature.

The article discusses the experiences women migrants have during their
travel. It tries to present women as active subjects in their migration process, to
avoid generalization on essential experiences that women as migrants have and to
show the negative effect that victimization has on them. In the text I was interested
in specific experiences women migrants encounter on their travel. I will try to inter-
pret them with the help of the literature on gender issues and to understand what
impacts they have on their lives. I especially focus on the experiences of pregnancy,
forms of violence they are exposed to and the impact that legislation has on their
travel. Pregnancy is vulnerable time for migrant women, especially because they are
often illegalised, do not have access to adequate health care, accommodation and
are exposed to difficulties on travel. Although health care is nominally available to
migrants in Serbia, it can be difficult to access it in practice. Furthermore, women
often encounter violence by repressive organs, smugglers and the other migrants.
All forms of violence are made in circumstances that are making possible violent
acts to happen. During migration repressive organs have power over migrants due
to their illegalized status, smugglers have power over them because they are often
the only alternative migrants have to cross the borders and men often become more
violent in conflict situations like migration is. Furthermore, women are more often
exposed to sexual abuses. I will try to interpret these issues as effects of the legisla-
tion that is producing these circumstances, while not making enough to protect mi-
grant women on the way.

Introduction

Gender is still a factor that is not considered enough in research on migra-
tion. Women are often presented as passive victims or completely forgotten in aca-
demic writings and public discourses. Taking gender into account, understood as
social and cultural ideas, performances and practices of femininity and masculinity,
is crucial, because it is shaping our life possibilities and opportunities (Cranford and
Hondagneu-Sotelo 2006, 106). Therefore, women and men do not start the process
of migration in the same way, and they do encounter different obstacles, consider-
ing historical and social context (Hondagneu-Sotelo 1992, 394).

In my research, I was interested in gender specific experiences that female
migrants' encounter on their travel. I discuss stories of female migrants and try to

size the fact they are in Serbia mostly just temporarily, still migrating to the country they wanted
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interpret the influence that their gender had on their travel. The research was done
within the field work conducted by students of the Ethnology and Cultural Anthro-
pology department from Ljubljana in the beginning of April 2015. We were divided
into three groups, each visiting different refugee centers in Serbia — Bogovada,
Krnjac¢a and Banja Kovilja¢a. We used semi-structured and non-structured inter-
views with migrants and with some people employed in centers and the local inhab-
itants living close to the centers. Our interlocutors were mostly migrants which
were traveling through the West Balkan migration route and were accommodated in
refugee centers in Serbia. Some of them were temporarily legalized as asylum-
seekers because they asked for asylum and so they had a right to be accommodated
in refugee centers and some lived in so called jungles, which mainly meant that
their status in Serbia was not legalized. After deciding about the concrete subject
we intended to write upon, we were able to use data collected by other students
conducting the fieldwork and analyze it. We collected the stories of seven different
women which [ am using for my analysis.

In the article I especially focused on the following topics: how migration
experience is shaped by pregnancy, which forms of violence women experience
more often, and how traveling with children influences the travel of women. I
tracked the absence of understanding women as potential refugees in legislation and
policies and gave some suggestions on how that influences the lives of women dur-
ing migration.

The awareness of essentializations of women in feminism theories has
marked the researches on gender issues in postmodernism and poststructuralism
(Facchi in Cukut Krili¢ 2009, 32). The so called the third wave of feminism tries to
take into account factors like postcolonialism, race, class, religion, sexual orienta-
tion and nationality, because of which feminism has split into feminisms (Stanford
Friedman in Cukut Krili¢ 2009, 32). It is essential for the researches on migrations
to be aware of big differences inside the category of “women” and consequently to
avoid generalizations. The same goes for this text, for which it is important to un-
derstand that the described experiences are not typical for all female migrants and
asylum-seekers. I wanted to point out some aspects of migration and gender specific
experiences of women on the way and not try to establish any prototype of a female
migrant.

Legislation and its impact on female migrants

Legislation is socially constructed and as such it is always a product of a
specific time period and space within which it was developed. It is based on notions
about a subject that is, in our context, a male individual. The feminist critics on leg-
islature are that, although we perceive it and its legitimacy as neutral and universal,
it masks particular hierarchies and distributions of power (Cook 1993, 76). Cook
writes that status of women is defined by social, political, religious and other insti-

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tutions which are mostly led by men and are therefore acting in male-gendered
ways. Women are often subordinated to assume servile roles and are, with legal and
other instruments, excluded from the centers of power (Cook 1995, 354), where,
among others, also legislation concerning immigration is decided upon.

Legislation dealing with asylum seekers in Serbia is based on Geneva Con-
vention with New York Protocol (Stoji¢ Mitrovié 2014a, 1114).2 Historic roots of
asylum policy are in the post second World War period and in the Cold war so the
“prototypical asylum-seeker has been a (male) individual persecuted for his politi-
cal beliefs or activities” (Calavita 2006, 11). Monica Bond writes that particular bi-
as of immigration legislation is also due to definition of human rights that does not
include the category of gender (Cukut Krili¢ 2009, 62). Like the definition of hu-
man rights, the asylum system is also developed within the liberal discourses that
divide between public and private (Freedman 2012, 215) so the “private” persecu-
tions are not understood as a legitimate claim for asylum (see also Calavita 2006,
11; Freedman 2012, 211; Kofman 1999, 281). The “stereotypical” way of under-
standing female migration is always connected to “individual, private, family rea-
sons, while male migration would be a result of external, public, economic reasons”
(Morokvasi¢ 1984, 898).

There were some developments in granting women more possibilities to
obtain asylum, such as the European Parliament and Canadian policies in the 1980s
and 1990s that recognized women as “social group” who could face persecution
based on gender (see Calavita 2006, 11). Nonetheless, it is still more difficult for
women to get asylum either because it is more difficult to show the evidence of
gender based violence (European parliament 2016, 12) or because there are still
considerable differences on how the member countries of European Union threat
the right to international protection based on gender related persecution (Freedman
in Mozeti¢ 2016, 159). The legislature has also specific impact on women’s lives,
within which the most obvious is that less women decide to go to Europe
(EUROSTAT 2015), but statistics are showing that the number of female migrants
is getting higher (European parliament 2016, 8).

A less obvious product of legislation is internalization of victimization.
Constant victimization to which especially female migrants are subjected mainly
consists of denying strength and other personal characteristics to a human being and
results in internalization of self-image as powerless human being. Shirley Ardener
writes about women in process to be granted asylum as “silenced groups”. She
claims that in every instance there is a mode of expression which is established by a
dominant group. Whoever does not comply with this mode is not heard, or is being
“silenced” (in Buijs 1993, 15). Women, therefore, need to adapt to dominant ways
of expression, in the case of female migrants that is presenting her as innocent vic-
tims that are in need of protection (Ibid.). Freedman writes that conforming to the

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particular construction of a “real refugee” is a specific strategy that asylum seekers
use during the asylum process. Women would therefore need to “conform both to
an appropriate image of the “convention refugee” and to representations of proper
modes of 'female' behaviour” (Freedman 2012, 211).

Migrant women are more often stereotyped as victims, in contrast to men
that are more often stereotyped as criminals (Calavita 2006, 122). But women do
not always apply to the “rules” and do not behave as victims. Migrant women with
whom we spoke in Serbia showed a great sense of autonomy, strength and solidari-
ty on their difficult travel, which is seen by stories of some of them. Here I am pre-
senting the following one:

“Eva and Zahra became friends in refugee center. Zahra is from Syria
and came to Serbia in two weeks. She decided to leave Syria because
of war, after her husband, father and brother were killed. Eva is from
Eritrea and is already traveling for eight years. Eva left Eritrea to Sau-
di Arabia because of bad economic situation in the country. She feels
that as a good mother she needs to enable her children to have a good
future. That is also the reason she left Saudi Arabia where she was
working for six years. Eva wants to go to Norway where two of her
children are. Zahra is planning to go to Sweden as her sister and sec-
ond brother are there. Eva and Zahra decided they will travel together
because Zahra has GPS and Eva speaks a lot of languages” (Tina
Ivnik 2015, conversation with Eva).

All migrants had more or less difficult experiences before arriving to Ser-
bia. We have spoken with many migrants that were very much traumatized because
of their experiences. Here is one of their stories:

“Sonja left Eritrea with her children because her husband was politi-
cally active. He was an activist for the rights of ethnical group Afar.
He was receiving threats and that is why he escaped to Djibuti and
Kuwait. Sonja decided to leave Eritrea after some government people
came to her house and were threatening her in front of her children.
They left to Ethiopia, Djibuti, than crossed Turkey to Europe. When
Sonja came to refugee center she did not want to speak with anybody,
she had enough of all people who left her somewhere (she was surely
traumatized because of the way). (...) She told about her travel frag-
mentized, seems like she was really traumatized because of difficul-
ties, uncertainty and lack of human support on this travel. Now she is
quite calm, she seems stable, somehow she recovered, probably tem-
porarily so they can continue their way” (Sarah Lunacek Brumen
2015, conversation with Sonja).

Like Sonja, they all need to overcome the traumas and fears and, sooner or
later, continue their way. Imagining all the difficulties they have encountered and
gone through we can therefore not think of migrants only as victims, but also as au-
tonomous, solidary human beings, each of them different from each other.
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Violence and seurity

Migrants can experience violence caused by different groups of people or
individuals. Changing legal status and especially illegalization doesn’t only mean
violence of repressive apparatus, but is opening ways to violence and exploitation
from the others (Juhart and Petri¢ 2016, 294). Violence is either perpetuated by re-
pressive organs such as police and security guards, or exercised by smugglers or
migrants. Sexual violence, directed especially towards women, is common as well.

Hitchcox made a research about increased violence in refugee centers in
Hong Kong. According to her, refugees who found themselves in situations facing
instability and uncertainty in daily life feel that as a threat to their identity. Feeling
of identity and power loss can lead to increased violence against women (Hitchcox
1993, see also McWilliams 1998). Hitchcox writes that detention system gives rise
to violence of men against women and is, paradoxically, protecting women against
the violence which is producing (Hitchcox 1993, 159).

Critics of portraying smugglers as violent criminals are pointing out those
smugglers are often migrants because that is the rare economy available to them
(Meh 2016, 277). Stoji¢ Mitrovi¢ writes that the same goes for Serbian citizens that
are “becoming increasingly involved in trafficking, since this is perceived as ‘easy
money’ and in some regions, one of the rare opportunities to earn anything” (2014b,
71). Smugglers are doubtlessly often violent, but the fact is that the EU policies are
creating a problem with smugglers with illegalization of migrants and selectively
porous borders (see Freedman 2012, 212; Papadopoulos and Tsianos 2008, 226), so
they are violent in a context that is giving them power over migrants. Twenty-five
year old Anni who left Somalia because of civil war and poverty has shared her ex-
perience with violent smugglers:

“They crossed Macedonia in a bigger group of people. In the group
there were female and male and all of them cried along the way. The
leader of the group was very impatient; he was all the time pursuing
them forward. He waved with a stick and was screaming: ‘fast, fast!’.
If one was not moving fast enough and keep up with the group they
left him behind. They were hiding in the forest from the police and
they needed to be completely quiet. If they made a noise leader told

them: ‘I will kill you’,” (UrSka Nemec 2015, conversation with Anni).
Smugglers often stole all the belongings to migrants:

“From Greece to Serbia they went with smugglers. When they arrived
at their goal smugglers took out their knives and took them their back-
packs, telephones, jewelry, money and glasses. Eva does not see well
without glasses which was causing her a lot of troubles while walking.
On the way she fell and broke her teeth. They even took Eva's shoes
so she walked barefoot for five days, all the way to Belgrade. She
limps, her leg hurts and one of her toes is in the bandage” (Tina Ivnik
2015, conversation with Eva).
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Smugglers are often seen by migrants as a threat but at the same time, as a
necessity to help them with crossing the countries and borders. Although migrants
might know that smugglers can be dangerous they have very little other choices.

Sexual violence is commonly experienced by women on their way (see Di-
rectorate 2016, 7; van der Zee 2016; Amnesty International 2016). On our field
work we did not spend enough time to make confidential relation with women to be
able to talk about it. Gloria from Cameroon told us that:

“She worked for four weeks in a shoe factory in Istanbul. The boss on-
ly paid her for one week of work; to give her the rest he demanded a
sexual intercourse with her. Because she did not want that she did not
get the rest of the money” (Sarah Lunacek Brumen 2015, conversation
with Gloria).

Gloria did not get the payment for her labour that was probably anyway
badly payed, because she refused to have sex with her boss. There are more reports
pointing out that women who stay without financial goods are forced to sexual ac-
tivity (see UNHCR 2016; European parliament 2016, 14; van der Zee 2016; Am-
nesty International 2016).

We did not encounter many stories about violence of repressive organs as
well, although it is well documented (see van der Zee 2016; Amnesty International
2016; Meh 2016: 284; No Border Serbia 2015). Eva told us her story from Greece
that happened a few years ago and made her delay continuation of her travel to-
wards northern Europe: “Eva started her travel two years ago, but for some time she
returned from Greece to Saudi Arabia, because she and her son (at the time he had
seventeen years) were beaten by the police in Greece. She said that “police in
Greece is horrible” (Tina Ivnik 2015, conversation with Eva). We have documented
a few stories about violent director of refugee center in Bogovada. Sonja said that
“director is shaking adults with electroshock and scaring children with it” (Sarah
Lunacek Brumen 2015, conversation with Sonja).

We documented more stories about the differences that repressive organs
are making between male and female. Police are often more lenient towards women
than their male counterparts:

When they came to Serbia, from Lojane in Macedonia, and police got them
and arrested them. Anni said to police she wants to apply for asylum. A police of-
ficer brought her home and gave her shoes, which she is still using. He brought her
to the hospital for a check (UrSka Nemec 2015, conversation with Anni). Miha, a
migrant from Syria, confirmed that “some things are easier for women than for men
on the way. Police is often dealing with them nicer. When they catch a man they
would imprison him, while they often allow women to leave or they are imprisoned
for a shorter period. The same goes for older people” (Tina Ivnik 2015, conversa-
tion with Miha). Hitchcox, writing on her conclusions upon a research in refugee
centers in Hong Kong, argues that women get more help, that their male counter-
parts would get, if they behave obedient and powerless (1993, 156).
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Pregnancy

Pregnancy and the possibility of getting pregnant make an important dif-
ference between migration experience of women and men. According to Browner
woman does not simply “get pregnant” and “give birth” unlike other biological be-
ings. She gets pregnant “within a specific network of social relations” (Browner
2000, 774) and gives birth “within the context of explicit and variable material con-
ditions” (Ginsburg and Rapp in Browner 2000, 773).

Possibility of pregnancy impacts women’s mobility and mobility impacts
pregnancy. As Federici writes, even in middle ages women were less mobile be-
cause of pregnancy and care for children (2004, 73). Some women that we have met
and spoke with decided to stay in refugee centers at least till they gave birth. Serbia
is one of the rare countries in which asylum seekers enjoy the same rights for a
medical help as citizens (Stoji¢ Mitrovi¢ 2014b, 71; for other countries see Doctors
of the world 2014). Pregnant women, who asked for asylum, are therefore entitled
to free examinations and labour (see Centar za zaSCitu i pomo¢ traZiocima azila),
but access to doctor is in practice limited.

Lejla, 23 years old from Somalia, needed to stop her travel and separated
from her husband after she got pregnant:

“Lejla is in Krnjaca refugee center for five months already. She started
her travel with her husband Mohamed. They flew from Somalia to
Turkey than went with train to Greece. In Greece Lejla got pregnant,
which was the reason they decided to separate. After crossing the bor-
der with Macedonia, both went their own ways. Mohamed went fur-
ther towards their goal, Norway, and by now he already succeeded in
reaching it. Lejla passed Macedonia walking. When she arrived to
Belgrade she was immediately accepted to refugee center Krnjaca. At
the time she was already pregnant for six months. Her husband is now
waiting to get asylum and passport and later he will return and take
Lejla and their child with him to Norway” (Sindi Casar 2015, conver-
sation with Lejla).

Refugee centers are often not suitable for pregnant women because the ac-
cess to a doctor is often difficult. Centers outside Belgrade are far away from hospi-
tals and there was a problem even in center Krnjaca that is located in Belgrade, as
one of our interlocutor stated:

“In ninth month Lejla got travail in the middle of the night. They were
locked inside the house and two men tried to help her with breaking
down the bars on the window. One of them managed to get outside
and brought security guard who called the ambulance. They brought
Lejla to hospital in Belgrade and one of the migrants came with them
to translate as Lejla does not speak English” (Sindi Casar 2015, con-
versation with Lejla).

Although health care is nominally available to pregnant migrants, in prac-
tice they face a lot of problems getting it. Lack of health care, inappropriate condi-
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tions and uncertain, often changing situations, do have an impact on pregnant wom-
en's health. Mladowsky wrote about “healthy migrant effect” (2007, 9), that is, a
phenomenon which states that immigrants are often healthier than citizens, when
they come to a certain country. Nonetheless that phenomenon does not apply to
pregnant women, which are generally in worse health conditions. Eva had an abor-
tion shortly after she arrived to refugee center Krnjaca:

“Eva said she aborted twins after being pregnant with them for four
months. It was difficult, she said. She comforts herself saying that she
can get pregnant again and that maybe it is better that way. Her friend
says that traveling in high pregnancy is dangerous, not only for a child
but for her as well. Even after birth her children could die because of
exertions on the way” (Tina Ivnik 2015, conversation with Eva).

The literature about immigrant women’s health shows that they abort, give
premature birth and need Caesarean section more often while delivery among them
is higher and they have more birth-related psychological problems (see Calavita
2005; IOM 2009; Zincone 2000). This information come as no surprise given that
immigrant women have more restricted access to health care, are less informed
about their possible rights to health care and can be afraid of interaction with all
sorts of officials.

Autonomy of female migrants and solidarity

Most women whom we talked to showed a great sense of auton-
omy, solidarity and persistence among their long travels. Some of them
were traveling for years, changing places, and goals and lived their life
through travel. As Papadopoulos and Tsianos write, the process that
marks migration is de-identification. It is not only “shifting identitarian
ascriptions; it is a material and an embodied way of being” (Papadopou-
los and Tsianos 2008, 226). It is:

“A voluntary 'de-humanization' in the sense that it breaks the relation
between your name and your body. A body without a name is a non-
human human being; an animal which runs. It is non-human because it
deliberately abandons the humanist regime of rights. The UNHCR
convention for asylum seekers protects the rights of migrants on arri-
val, but not when they are on the road. And as we already know, the
arrival has a longue duree: it does not concern the moment of arrival
but the whole trip; perhaps a whole life” (Papadopoulos and Tsianos
2008, 226).

Sarah Lunacek Brumen pointed out that some migrants due to their long
travels “are actually nomads” (Sarah Lunacek Brumen, notes from fieldwork 2015).
Jana, for example, is traveling for thirteen years and got a daughter while traveling:

“Jana left from Eritrea when she was seventeen, because her father
was killed. Her mother died even before. She is already traveling for
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thirteen years. She was in Syria and in Turkey, in Greece she gave
birth to a daughter, which has five years now. Her daughter went to
kindergarten in Greece, but then they left Greece together because her
daughter could not get documents there” (Sarah Lunacek Brumen
2015, conversation with Jana).

“Eva is traveling for two years. First they tried to come to Europe
from Morocco, but could not cross the sea, so they went to Turkey,
then Greece. They returned to Saudi Arabia after they were caught and
beaten by Greek police. They started again in November, last year”
(Tina Ivnik 2015, conversation with Eva).

Women that we met often traveled with children. Solidarity between mi-
grants traveling together can be seen in a story of a couple that took care of some-
one else’s child:

“The mother was traveling with her daughter together with the other
migrants. Among them there was a couple from the same country that
sometimes helped with carrying a daughter. A group fall apart after
police came and mother was too tired to continue the way so mother
and daughter separated. The daughter continued the travel with a cou-
ple from the same country till the center of Bogovada. The mother
came after her after a month and daughter was waiting for her in a
protection of a couple. "You cannot imagine how happy a girl was
when she saw her mother',” (Sara Lunacek Brumen 2015, conversa-
tion with Eritrean women that was a witness to a meeting of a daugh-
ter and mother and women from a couple that was taking care of a

girl).

The couple stopped their travel and saved the little girl after the circum-
stances torn them apart. Traveling with children makes the way more tiring and mi-
grants need to be persistent to keep going:

“Sonja is traveling with three children. The worst experience for her
was Macedonia. They needed to walk a lot there, also 25 hours with-
out much of a rest. Her legs hurt. Sometimes they were taken by taxis,
but thrown out in the middle of nothing, saying that the police are
coming. She said they were dealing with them like with dogs. They
were walking along the railway line, when the train came it did not
make any sound. Someone saved her with pushing her down the rail-
way. She fell on the rocks. When they needed to cross the border two
smugglers left them somewhere. Sonja started to call the police; she
wanted to go back as she did not want to stay there in the middle of
the night with children” (Sarah Lunacek Brumen 2015, conversation
with Sonja).

An inventive way of women specific strategies to cross a border without
being caught by police told us Eva and Zahra:

“When they will go to try cross the border they will take only bags
with them and leave all the other possessions in refugee center. In that
way there is less possibility that the police would stop them, because
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they will look less suspicious, especially because Zahra has brighter
complexion. A lady from Somalia will put them make up on; she is
known to be good at that. Everybody will be dressed nicely” (Tina
Ivnik 2015, conversation with Eva and Zahra).

With dressing up women try to hide they are migrants crossing the border
illegally. Eva points out also the importance of a complexion. Because Zahra has
brighter complexion it is safer to go with her than with some other women with
darker skin. Crossing the border is dangerous and is sometimes an act subjected to
long preparations that are somehow collective because they are so common among
the migrants.

Conclusion

In the article I tried to present a part of the stories that female migrant dur-
ing our field work in Serbian refugee centers have told us. Through the analysis I
tried to present and explain an often overlooked side of migrations — the gender-
specific experiences that women have. The stories of female migrants are often
overshadowed by the experiences of men that are in academic or journalistic writ-
ing. Apart from that, female migrants are often presented as passive victims instead
of recognized for their active role in migration process. Among the migrants, the
number of female is indeed lower than male, but it seems the lack of taking into ac-
count women is the consequence of the fact that our perception of the world is
mostly constructed by experiences of men.

I was tracing the lack of treating female migrants and asylum-seekers in
legislations and politics and tried to point out their consequences. Special treatment
of women is necessary due to the specific experiences such as pregnancy, sexual
and other types of violence that they have during travel. Nevertheless, it is im-
portant to acknowledge that women are actively involved in migration, and alt-
hough being potential victims on the way they need to be strong and persistent to
cross this difficult and dangerous way.

Women, though, are not a homogenous group so there is no such thing as
“female migration experience”. Nevertheless the difference between male and fe-
male experience of migration comes from awareness that women have different as-
cribed roles in the society as male does (Cook, 1995, 353). It is important to realize
the specifics that female migrants have lived through so that we can fill the picture
which is, without female, remaining incomplete.
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The Health of Migrants Passing through Serbia:
the Threat of the Sick “Other”?

With the gaining influence of securitarian discourses, migrants in Serbia are increasingly
presented as a threat to the health of the general population. The media and local authorities
often present them as carriers of contagious diseases and use their poor health condition as a
justification for repressive measures against them. But are the public concern and (an almost
exclusive) focus on the ways the health of migrants influences public health really
appropriate? Have migrants been a threat to the health of the general population? In this
article, I present some observations from seven months of participant observation I
conducted in Serbia as a Persian and French translator during medical consultations for
migrants (both in a center for asylum seekers and in the setting of the medical humanitarian
organization providing primary healthcare to illegalized migrants). The attention to
ethnographic data reveals that migrants have not been the carriers of diseases “from far
away”, which would endanger the population, but that rather their health problems stem
from the risk environment and conditions of structural violence they find themselves in.

Key words: migrant health, myth of the contagious migrant, securitarisation of
migration, structural violence, risk environment, Serbia.

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Introduction

The securitisation of migration, which we have been witnessing in Europe
over the last few decades, is a process of seeing “migration increasingly [...] as a
danger to public order, cultural identity and labour market stability” (Huysmans
2000, 752). This construction of migrants as a threat has different manifestations:
one of its aspects is the presentation of migrants as a threat to the health of the “au-
tochthonous” population. In the present article, I examine this construction of the
migrants as the sick “other” and use ethnographic insight from my research on the
health of migrants passing through Serbia to first shed light on this “myth of the
contagious migrant” (Lipovec Cebron 2009), and then attempt to dispel it by pre-
senting empirical observations on the health problems of migrants in Serbia.

The insights and analysis of this contribution are based on fieldwork car-
ried out in Serbia between January and July 2015. I conducted participant observa-
tion as a part-time Persian and French translator for a medical humanitarian organi-
sation providing primary healthcare to illegalised migrants, and as a volunteer trans-
lator during medical consultations of the initial screening examination that migrants
receive upon being admitted to one of the centres for asylum seekers. In these roles,
I witnessed hundreds of medical consultations, and gained an insight into health is-
sues migrants have been facing on their way through Serbia. I did not have the
chance to conduct in-depth interviews with migrants or ask any follow-up questions
— but I did get rather broad data, keeping a daily fieldwork diary, documenting data
on all consultations and conversations. While the conclusions are limited to the time
period before late summer 2015', there might be elements that generalise on the pe-
riod after that, too, or at least invite their examination in the period post summer
2015.

The treat of the sick and contagious “other”

The “myth of the contagious migrant” (mit o kuznem migrantu, Lipovec
Cebron 2009, 190) largely dominates the interest of the Serbian media for the health
of migrants — thereby revealing the xenophobic and racist connotations that are
evoked with the focus on the migrants as carriers of contagious diseases. The media
often reproduce the rhetoric of the local authorities — this is illustrated on two ex-

amples, from the towns of Bogovada and Zajecar, in which the “health status of mi-
grants becomes relevant (exclusively) because of it supposed threat to the health of
‘autochthonous' or 'indigenous' population,” (Lipovec Cebron 2010a) and where this
threat is used for the justification of repressive treatment of migrants.

Thus in Bogovada, in 2014 for example, protests took place, when the in-
habitants of a village in which a centre for asylum seekers was located took to the
streets in response to the fact that many migrants had been left to sleep outside. The
newspapers quoted Dragana Loncar, president of the local authority, who said that
“we are also afraid of the dangers of the Ebola virus [...] and we are protesting be-
cause of the threat of other types of infectious disease, which can be spread because
illegal border crossing does not bring adequate health controls.”

The second example is the town of Zajecar, where the local administration
had been publicly presenting the presence of migrants as a “problem” since autumn
2014, when many more illegalised migrants began entering Serbia from the Bulgar-
ian side and passing through Zajecar, where they stopped temporarily to express an
intention to seek asylum. On 25 of October 2014, when a larger number of migrants
had been arrested there, mayor Velimir Ognjenovi¢ called for a meeting of the
Committee for Emergency Situations (Stab za vanredne situacije) in order to, ac-
cording to Sasa Mirkovi¢, president of Zajecar city council (predsednik Skupstine
grada), “find a way to protect the citizens of Zajecar from illegal migrants, who are
arriving every day on the territory of Zajecar”.> Media reporting compounded the
fear-inducing rhetoric by saying that “many of the illegal immigrants are in fact car-
riers of the biggest contagious diseases in the history of humanity” and that “the
fear of Ebola is one of the biggest problems affecting the whole world™*, citing in-
formation on Ebola casualties published by WHO. The article emphatically ends
with a statement that “illegal immigrants are more than a real threat in this case™,
while giving no concrete data or evidence to confirm this claim. In another example
from a few months later, when a dead body was found in a village close to Zajecar
in March 2015, the death of the migrant was assigned to an unspecified “contagious
disease”, again with no concrete evidence or source of information.®

From these examples we can see that, with the spread of securitarian dis-
courses (see for example Meh 2016a), migrants are presented as a threat to health of
the “body politic” (Scheper-Hughes and Lock 1987). This perceived threat to the
body politic operates on a symbolic level, but also manifests itself in concrete con-
cerns for public health. As Scheper-Hughes and Lock point out, building on the

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work of Douglas (1966) on the importance of boundaries and the corresponding
conceptions of “clean” and “unclean”: “When a community experiences itself as
threatened, it will respond by expanding the number of social controls regulating
the group’s boundaries. [...] In these [...] instances the body politic is likened to the
human body in which what is ‘inside’ is good and all that is ‘outside’ is evil. The
body politic under threat of attack is cast as vulnerable, leading to purges [...]”
(Scheper-Hughes and Lock 1987, 23-24). This is also the case with the symbolic
representations of migrants in Serbia: they are represented as an unclean, unhygien-
ic and possibly contagious threat against which the borders/boundaries need to be
protected and of which the territory needs to be “purged”. This symbolic and dis-
cursive basis is used as justification for the concrete repressive treatment of mi-
grants (for more on this justification, see Meh 2016a; for documentation of repres-
sion against migrants, see Stoji¢ Mitrovi¢ 2012 and 2013, Stoji¢ Mitrovi¢ and Meh
2015, Human Rights Watch 2015, Amnesty International 2015).

The perception of migrants as a contagious “other” goes hand in hand with
their exclusion from “medical citizenship” — which determines “who is excluded or
sacrificed when health resources are rationed or restricted” (Nichter 2008, 183) —
and with that from their almost complete exclusion from the public healthcare sys-
tem. At the time of my research, the undocumented migrants were entitled to emer-
gency health care only, and to non-emergency healthcare only in the cases of
(some) communicable diseases.” Those migrants who seek asylum are in principle
included into the healthcare system, but in practice there are many obstacles to this
(see Meh 2016b). The only systemic and proactive measures related to the health of
migrants, is an obligation to undergo an initial health examination, upon being ad-
mitted to the centre for asylum seekers® and a more detailed look into this (/bid., 72-
84) shows that, while this check includes some possibility of curative treatment, its
main rationale is to screen a portion of the migrant population for disease. This
shows that, even in the public provisions related to migrant health, the focus is on
the concern that the potentially sick migrants have on the public health: the asylum
seeker's health is screened, only emergency and contagious conditions are treated
for undocumented migrants. The concern for the health problems of undocumented
migrants, which are not contagious or strictly life threatening, is missing from pub-
lic healthcare policy and confined to the sector of the humanitarian organisations
(Ibid., 84-93). In what follows I want to first show that the focus on the “threat” that
migrants present to the public health with communicable diseases “from far away”
is not justified — and that instead much more real “threats” to health are those, that
threaten the health of migrants themselves.

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Communicable diseases?

When the centre for asylum seekers Krnjaca, where I conducted participant
observation, opened in August 2014, a doctor of the local health care centre was
given a task to work in the centre 2 days a week, carrying out preventative checks
for asylum seekers. An epidemiologist was chosen for this task — they had assigned
her the role of “asylum seekers’ doctor” because she had relevant specialisation in
the branch of medicine concerned with identifying the patterns, causes, transmis-
sion and effects of diseases that might affect larger populations. This reveals again
the trend whereby interest in migrant health is often directed towards the question
of spreading epidemic and less towards providing good health outcomes for mi-
grants. Or, as Mladovsky writes: “the role of migration in the spread of epidemics
has long been of interest in public health” (Mladovsky 2007, 1), while less interest
is paid in the health of migrants more broadly.

Yet the epidemiologist told me that, so far, there have been no signs of any
of the migrants carrying any contagious diseases that would endanger the wider
population. The fear of migrants bringing “diseases from far away” is thus less jus-
tified than the securitarian discourse of the health of migrants presents it.

It sometimes takes migrants weeks to travel from their home countries, but
mostly months and commonly even years. Those who might have suffered from a
serious (communicable) disease had probably never been able to leave their country
of origin, or never made it to Europe: illegalised travel takes either very good health
or substantial financial resources. All of this decreases the chance that migrants
would indeed bring a disease “from far away”. In the contemporary world of “eth-
noscapes”, where an ethnoscape is understood to be “the landscape of persons who
constitute the shifting world in which we live: tourists, immigrants, refugees, exiles,
guestworkers and other moving groups and persons” (Appadurai 1990, 297), the
concern that migrants would be the main carriers of disease reveals a degree of rac-
ism and xenophobia. Indeed, Serbian tourists who travel to “faraway” places for
holidays, travel more quickly and present a more serious threat to public health than
migrants, most of whom have arrived from Greece — yet an alarmist discourse is not
present in relation to the tourists in the same way as it is in relation to migrants.

The two types of communicable disease which the doctors at Krnjaca and
at the humanitarian medical organisation indeed saw on a regular basis were scabies
(Suga) and lice (vaske). The two conditions, however, were of no danger to the gen-
eral population. Scabies is transmitted by prolonged skin-to-skin contact and the
sharing of clothes and sleeping places. Persons from the general population, which
do not sleep where migrants sleep, do not get infected. The same applies to lice: on-
ly prolonged contact can expose someone to infection. Moreover, the two diseases
are easily treatable, especially when adequate washing and hygiene facilities are
available.

In the case of infection with both these diseases, the lack of proper sleeping
and living conditions, and inadequate hygiene and sanitation facilities, were at the
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root cause of migrant infection, and were also the reason why it was so difficult to
treat these diseases effectively and why reinfection rate was high.

A useful concept for understanding why the prevalence of scabies and lice
was so high among the migrant population is that of “risk environment” (Ziki¢
2013a, 405). Its aim is to “help understand and explain sociocultural and economic
conditions in which the members of the most endangered populations for certain
diseases live” (Ibid., 406). On their way along the Balkans route, migrants often had
no choice but to sleep outside, being illegalised. They often slept by fires in the for-
ests, especially when walking through Macedonia’ or Bulgaria, and possess very
few blankets, which they usually shared. In some places, close to the border, where
many people congregated before crossing the border (be it in Macedonia, just be-
fore the Serbian border, or in Subotica and Kanjiza, before the Hungarian border)
migrants constructed makeshift shelters in which blankets piled up for the migrants
who would arrive afterwards. Hundreds of people therefore slept in the same blan-
kets, which had been lying about the shelters for weeks or months. If only one per-
son has lice or scabies, they can be transmitted to a large number of people.

While I heard testimonies
from migrants travelling through Macedonia in November 2014, who said that they knew people
who had been detained for months in Gezi Baba prison, the information first became public
knowledge when Amnesty International published a letter on 26 February 2015 in which they
called on their supporters to take urgent action and stated that:

“Hundreds of refugees, asylum seekers and migrants of all ages are being

unlawfully detained in the Reception Centre for Foreigners “Gazi Baba” in

Skopje, the capital. The centre is overcrowded and conditions are inhuman and

degrading, with extremely limited access to adequate sanitation and healthcare. In

some cases, people are having to sleep on the floor. They have no access to legal

aid or protection. Most of them, including whole families, are fleeing armed

conflict in Syria and are detained for the authorities to establish their identity and

so that they may serve as witnesses in criminal proceedings against smugglers. In

some cases, they are arbitrarily detained for months, sometimes for more than six

months, without the possibility of challenging their detention in court.”

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Prisons, detention centres and centres for asylum seekers are also places
where scabies and lice can be transmitted. The mattresses and sleeping facilities are
not washed and replaced regularly, and migrants often report having experienced a
rash in the week or two after they arrived in prison; this is the incubation time for
scabies.

The concept of risk environment is especially useful here for shifting the
focus away from the more individualistic concept of “risk behaviour”, which sug-
gests that the risk could have been avoided with the individual's different behaviour.
This “individuation of risk reduction and responsibility fails to capture the contra-
dictory and situated pressures of risk decision-making and obscures power inequali-
ties in risk negotiation” (Rhodes 2002, 86). In this sense, migrants in Serbia are not
engaging in any sort of risky behaviour; on the contrary, they are situated in a risky
environment. Migrants often do not have a choice but to sleep in places already in-
fested with lice and scabies-causing mites.

Most common health problems of migrants

If the presentation of migrants as a “threat of the contagious other” is a
myth, then what does the focus on the most common health problems of migrants
show us? In the final part, I want to talk about the health problems I observed mi-
grants facing, and give priority to the field notes and testimonies describing their
perspectives and their lived experience. My aim is to suggest that their health-
related vulnerabilities are produced by migration policies. This section might there-
fore be understood as an attempt to use “ethnography's potential to link individual
human experience with macrolevel social, political, and economic structures”
(Holmes and Castafieda 2016, 9).

Of course, as in any population, many different types of ill health exist
among migrants. Migrants can have all sorts of illnesses and disabilities that occur
in any population, but these are usually made substantially worse by the migration
process, whether because of difficult material conditions or because of a lack of ac-
cess to healthcare services. I met people with diabetes, heart conditions or severe
chronic diseases who had run out (or feared they would run out) of their medicine
before they arrived at their destination. There were people disabled from birth or
early childhood who needed special assistance, which they did not get on their jour-
ney: for example, Fariba, a ten-year-old blind girl, traveling with her mother, who
hoped that her daughter could have a more dignified life in Europe and go to
school, which was not possible for her in Afghanistan; or Mehdi from Iran, who had
injured his back as a child and had had a series of operations which left him with
only a partial ability to walk and only partial lung capacity and whose wish was to
get adequate long-term healthcare. There was a middle-aged Kurdish man who had
lived as an illegalised person in Greece for over 15 years and had been operated
there for stomach cancer; because he could not receive follow-up treatment in
Greece, he was continuing his journey towards Germany in the hope of receiving
life-saving treatment there. These are examples of people whose conditions had
been made worse during the migration process. The health needs of migrants, as of
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any other population, include those cases that are “utterly unpredictable and abso-
lutely urgent” (Castafeda, 2009, 1557).

However, there are certain observations that can be made about the preva-
lence of certain types of health problem. There is a substantial lack of reliable and
comprehensive data of any sort about the health situation of migrants, as they con-
stitute a “hidden” population (Castaiieda 2009, 1554). My analysis is based on
months of field notes — and it is, as such, a necessarily impoverished and reduced
version of the data. To organise the analysis, I first discuss those most common
health problems: common colds and their complications, blistered feet and injuries
from walking, digestive problems and skin rashes. I then discuss the more extreme
forms of injuries, and even death, that resulted from structural and police violence.
Due to the lack of space I finally only mention the psychological problems and
point out to some of the specific problems that women, as a particularly vulnerable
group, face.

Common colds and blistered feet, digestive problems and skin
rashes

While there were a few cases of lice and scabies in almost every field visit
recorded in my field- diary, most notes documented “the usual: common cold” or
“blistered feet”. At the beginning I tried to write down a short note on the details of
the cold or blistered feet (where the person felt they had caught the cold or how
their feet had become blistered), but the notes turned out to be very repetitive.
Sleeping in the woods, without proper tents and in cold, damp and windy condi-
tions, whether in Macedonia, or Bulgaria, or on unsuccessful attempts to cross over
to Hungary, resulted in most people catching a cold somewhere along the way. In-
appropriate and often wet shoes, and a lack of socks, resulted in blistered feet.

In the cold season, almost everyone had a cold, sometimes with complica-
tions. People would often say: “I’ve had a cold since Greece, a runny nose, sneez-
ing... But the last two days, I can’t stop coughing”. Often people had serious throat
infections, fever was also common.

The walking itself left many signs on migrants’ feet and legs: “A group of
people with foot pain, leg pain, back pain: The group told us that they had walked
for days in the snow from Bulgaria and also that they had walked for 12 hours the
previous night, as they had no money for a taxi, and had walked from the jungle
straight towards the border. They were unsuccessful, got lost and came back the
next day. As a result of all this walking, one boy’s shoes had been wet for days
without ever getting dry.” (Field notes, 6.2.2015, Subotica)

Similar descriptions abound in my field notes. While blistered feet were
most common, there were also some cases of frostbite in winter. A variety of inju-
ries from walking were documented. For example: “Again the usual: colds, blisters,
feet problems, painful joints and muscles... Another type of injury: nails of people
who walk a lot get bruised and very painful, like they will eventually fall off. As
they walk, their feet swell and the shoes become too tight (even if they were the
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right size when they got them). They continue to walk and their nails bump into the
front of their shoes, bruising. The more they walk, the more it hurts.” (Field notes,
23.3.2015, Subotica)

Common colds and blistered feet were so prevalent that I stopped noting
every single case of it in my notes. Indeed, I would argue that they represent the
most common syndemic health problem. The term “syndemics” is one of the central
concepts of critical medical anthropology and “at its simplest level [...] refers to two
or more epidemics (i.e. notable increases in the rate of specific diseases in a popula-
tion) interacting synergistically with each other inside human bodies and contrib-
uting, as a result of their interaction, to excess burden of disease in a population”
(Baer et al. 2003, 15). In the case of the migrants in Serbia, the increase in the rate
of common colds and blistered feet interacted to contribute to the migrants’ health
problems. More generally, and entirely in the spirit of critical medical anthropolo-
gy, the term syndemics refers not only to the “disease clustering in a location or
population” (/bid., 16), but “points to the determinant importance of social condi-
tions in the health of individuals and populations” (/bid.). In the case of migrants,
seeing the living and travelling conditions as being of determinant importance to the
prevalence of common colds and blistered feet is at the centre of this syndemic ap-
proach.

As Ziki¢ argues, the concept of syndemics is practically inseparable from
the concept of structural violence in contemporary medical anthropology, as syn-
demics are a “consequence of social, cultural, economic, political and historical fac-
tors” (2013b, 929). The concept, attributed to Galtung (see Ziki¢ 2013c), was de-
veloped in anthropology by Farmer (2004) and refers to the way in which social,
political, economic and other types of structure in our society result in violence for
those excluded by them. As such, “the concept of structural violence is intended to
inform the study of the social machinery of oppression” (Farmer 2004, 307). In this
sense, the mechanisms that illegalise migrants are part of the structural violence
against migrants. The global inequalities of mobility, the laws that illegalise some
people and reduce them to illegal travel, and the economic, political and social ine-
qualities that marginalise migrants all produce the extremely violent environment
that migrants face. Sleeping outside, travelling “illegally”, often by foot in bad
weather conditions, being exposed to police violence, arrest, detention and deporta-
tion, as well as to the violence of local thieves and the harshness of the unregulated
black market in illegalised border crossing — all these are the effects of structural
violence and exclusion.

While most people traveling through Serbia were young men, there were
also some older people, unaccompanied children, families, and single women with
children. The stories of these vulnerable groups displayed the effects of structural
violence even more distressingly. Here is another example of a 10-year-old boy:
“He has been here for three days. He came to see the doctor because of pain in the
legs and in the back, as well as throat pain. [...] He is also very skinny and com-
plains that he is feeling very weak. Often his head spins when he gets up suddenly.
The doctor asked if he was eating regularly and he said that he had not eaten for two
days. [...] The older boy [he was traveling with] said to the doctor: ‘Doctor, don't
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you have a pill that you could give us that would just fill our stomachs and not
make us feel so hungry?” (Field notes from Subotica, 19.5. 2015)

Besides the syndemic combination of common colds and blistered feet,
with their different complications and permutations, the other very common condi-
tions, which also result from bad hygiene conditions and inadequate nutrition on the
way, are stomach problems and skin rashes.

Many people were hungry and it was not unusual that many had stomach
problems: “There was a big group of Afghan families and women. Most of them
had diarrhoea, but only the women and a few men came to see the doctor. They told
us they had all drunk the water in Macedonia and had had stomach problems since
then.” (Field notes from Subotica, 27.4. 2015)

Skin rashes were often a result of not being able to wash. A 17-year-old
boy whose whole body was itching, but who did not have any signs of lice or sca-
bies, told us he had not washed for 4 weeks. He washed his hair in the public sinks
and looked rather clean, but has had no chance of taking a shower. The skin rashes
were especially problematic with children who still used nappies. The nappies were
scarce and to save the few they had left, the parents would change them irregularly.

Bigger dangers: injuries and death from walking and
police violence

The structural violence of borders and illegalisation sometimes has even
more grave, and fatal, consequences. During my stay in Serbia I heard of at least a
dozen deaths'® and four dozen life-changing injuries and accidents.

10 To list just some of the deaths:

- the death of an elderly Afghan sometime in the winter of 201415, in the mountains close to
Bosilegrad, death from exhaustion, combined with a chronic diseases. The health centre was
asked by the police to confirm the death (Source: Field visit to Bosilegrad, 30 March 2015, inter-
view with the head of the local health centre);

The migrants were part of a larger group, with most managing to
escape on time, but some being injured . (Source: http://balkans.aljazeera.net/vijesti/voz-pregazio-
14-migranata-u- makedoniji),

- the death of a Syrian migrant who drowned in the river Tisa when trying to cross the Serbian-
Hungarian border, around 19 July 2015 (Source: http://www.srbijadanas.com/clanak/nije-imao-
snage-da-dopliva- utopio-se-migrant-u-tisi-madarski-granicari-mirno-posmatrali-19-07).

While the list of the deaths on other migration routes is better documented (for example on the
United Against Racism list, available online at
http://www.unitedagainstracism.org/pdfs/listofdeaths.pdf, or on the Gabriele Del Grande Fortress
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I want to mention here the death of Musa, a young Gambian who was
found dead on 10™ of December 2014 in an abandoned house at the Danube dock.
The cause of death, according to the pathologist, was carbon monoxide poisoning.
He had been heating himself in a closed room with a fire, fallen asleep and died in
his sleep.!! The question of why Musa died, however, cannot stop with a simple ex-
planation that he died of carbon monoxide poisoning. This would be reductionist
and would ignore the structural causes that caused Musa to live in the conditions he
ended up dying in.

First of all, Musa had been illegalised: his journey into Serbia was illegal-
ised and his continuation onwards towards Germany, his destination, would also be
illegalised. He told us that, while in Serbia, he did not want to be a recipient of the
victimising and degrading treatment migrants received in the centres for asylum
seekers and would not seek asylum — or perhaps he fell into one of those adminis-
trative traps whereby, if you miss the deadline of the 72 hours by which you are
obliged to report to the right centre, you lose the right to be accommodated there. In
any case, he found himself illegalised and homeless. He ended up living with al-
most no money in an abandoned house, waiting for his chance to travel onwards.
The winter was cold and the living conditions inadequate. His death could have
been avoided, but it was not — and a large part of the reason for this lies in the struc-
tural conditions that illegalised him.

In addition to the fatalities, there have also been many injuries that have
left people with permanent damage to their health and that have resulted from po-
lice violence and structural violence.'? It was often not clear at first sight whether
the health consequences and the injuries would heal or whether they would have
lifelong consequences. In front of the Savska police station close to the main Bel-
grade railway station, where several hundred people waited every day to register

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their asylum claim, I often observed migrants who were limping, tired and muddy,
and sometimes some who had been beaten up: these were the signs of police vio-
lence, the violence of the journey itself and sometimes the violence of local gangs.
A young Afghan boy had injured his foot jumping off the railway tracks in Mace-
donia to avoid a passing train. He could barely step on it and will likely suffer the
effects in his knee for a long time. A middle-aged Syrian woman had her hip dislo-
cated during her journey from Turkey to Greece, where she was sitting in an over-
crowded inflatable boat for the whole night. She did not get any subsequent treat-
ment and had been limping for several weeks, walking for several days in a row,
which made her condition worse and caused her excruciating pain. A six-year-old
Syrian boy, travelling alone with his father, was detained for two months in a Mac-
edonian detention centre, where he scalded himself with boiling hot water over his
stomach and thighs as a result of a faulty shower. He was unable to walk because
his clothes rubbed on his thighs; he was carried the whole way by his father. Be-
cause they were travelling on foot for many days, sleeping in the forests and hiding
from the police and local gangs, the wound could not be tended to regularly and it
did not heal properly. Another man in the Subotica jungle was cutting wood for a
fire when he accidentally struck his foot with the axe. He bled heavily and had
problems walking for several days as a result. One young Afghan boy showed me
his cut hands and told me he was cut by a knife while trying to escape from a local
gang that attacked him and his friends and tried to rob him somewhere in the forests
in southern Serbia. The list could go on and on. Many migrants had physical inju-
ries of differing degrees and visibility.

“Illegal syndrome”

Another way in which the structural conditions of migrants imprint them-
selves on their health is through the varieties of psychological problems, which of-
ten manifest themselves physically. Years of illegalisation and “being on the road”
had severe consequences on migrants. Castafieda mentions one of her informants
calling the impact that the stress of illegality had on mental (but also physical)
health the “illegal syndrome” (Castafieda 2009, 1558). The evidence of this “illegal
syndrome” were commonplace in Serbia. 16-year-old Amin, for example, who had
been on the road from Afghanistan by himself for almost a year, spending over two
months in detention and sleeping in the jungle for most of that time, had developed
a nervous tic when speaking about anything remotely difficult for him. If he spoke
of his family, or of what happened to him when he was running away from the po-
lice in Patras, or how a kind police officer in a detention centre in Greece had given
him some water when he was really thirsty, his upper lip would tighten and crumple
up, making it difficult for him to articulate certain sounds. He had lost some of his
hair, which had started to go gray on the side. He told me he had lost over ten kilos
since leaving Afghanistan.

I saw the elements of distress in many people travelling through Serbia.
The effects of prolonged detention were particularly devastating. Suleyman, a 21-
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year-old Afghan, spent a year and a half in detention in Greece'®; when I met him in
Serbia, he had been out of detention for less than two months. He told me that his
time in detention was horrible — for the first four months, he was detained in a cell
in the police station, where the conditions were really bad. He was not allowed to
go into an inner courtyard and was inside all the time; worse, his cell did not have
any windows, so he did not see any daylight for four months. A neon light shone
above his head 24 hours a day and sometimes he did not know whether it was night
or day. After he was transferred to the detention centre, where he stayed for a fur-
ther 14 months, he became severely depressed. He felt that he had lost a year and a
half of his life — and the best years of his life, as he said — and felt lost. When he left
Afghanistan, his wish was to get some professional training in Europe and to start a
new life. When I met him over two years later, he had no money, was in debt, had
“lost” two years of his life to the road, and still had a couple of countries to cross
before reaching his destination in Germany. He tried to stay positive and to joke
with his friends, but when I spoke with him alone, he told me he was no longer the
person he had been before detention.

The Afghans and Pakistanis often talked of “tenshon”'*. Tenshon was the
word used for a psychological state that was often accompanied by physical symp-
toms; these symptoms included mild to severe headache, lack of sleep, an inability
to concentrate or to stay still in one spot, and the need to move around and, fre-
quently, to provoke discord among friends. Tenshon would often be given as an ex-
planation for someone’s behaviour: “Let him be, he has tenshon”, or “Sorry I did
not call you, I had too much tenshon”. Tenshon was also shorthand for “don't ask
me more questions about this topic”. I came to understand this particular way of
speaking about tenshon as an instantiation of “idioms of physical, verbal, emotional
and behavioural distress as culturally accepted modes of expressing mental an-
guish” (Massé 2007). In this way it can be analysed in a similar way as the compa-
rable idioms of the “widely disseminated cultural category of
nerves/nervios/nervos/nevra, usually classified as a culture-bound or culturally-
interpreted syndrome” (Lock 1993, 142 — see the article for a literature review on
this cultural category). While it does not make sense to essentialise migrant “cul-
ture” or make generalisations about the application of the category of fenshon to
everyone who classified as a “migrant”, the term tenshon, and what some Afghan
and Pakistani migrants mean by it and when they use it, can tell us a great deal

13 At the time I was conducting my fieldwork, Greek law permitted the detention of illegalised
migrants for up to 18 months. This was not only a legal possibility but common practice, and in
Serbia I met many people who had been detained in Greece for several months, and as many as 18
months, if they did not have sufficient funds to pay for a “good” lawyer to get them out. The peo-
ple I met often had severe psychological problems stemming from this prolonged detention, and
they testified that for the first several months they had not been detained in a detention centre but
in a police cell, where they had no access to daylight and where sanitary conditions were inade-
quate.

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about the difficult conditions in which they live and the ways in which these condi-
tions affect their mental states and psycho-physical wellbeing.

As in the case of tenshon, other forms of illness experience that could be
understood as “illegal syndrome” would need much more analysis — and a different
methodological approach, than the one adopted here. Nevertheless, it feels im-
portant to include these health problems, which are not purely physical, to the list of
common ailments experienced by migrants, as the prevalence of this type of illness
experience was commonly reported, mentioned or alluded to by the migrants I met.
Moreover, it needs to be remembered that many migrants flee from war, violence
and repression, facing imprisonment, torture and persecution in their own countries.
The conditions of migrants in Serbia, which includes police violence and degrading
treatment by the authorities, only make any psycho-physical problems and traumas
more acute.

Women and migration

At the end, I mention specific problems faced by women.!> Women often
suffered from the health problems listed above, but in addition faced various other
problems. Some problems were gynaecological, such as vaginal infections, which
often resulted from difficult conditions and the lack of opportunity to wash. While
men could more easily wash themselves in a forest with just a little warm water, the
shame put on women about possibly being seen made their showers much rarer.
Those travelling with children prioritised the children when it came to using the
limited supply of wet-wipes and tissues, so maintaining hygiene was very difficult.
Many complained of various rashes and itches. The younger and unmarried women
refused to use any sort of vaginal tablets that could help the infection, as they were
afraid this would compromise their honour.

The exhaustion of walking for several days with little food and water, and
often having to carry small children for part of the way, was another thing that con-
tributed to women’s health problems. The mother of a 3-year-old had suffered from
occasional haemorrhoids ever since her child was born, but the symptoms had be-
come much worse because she has not been eating regularly and had been exerting
herself physically for months. A young Afghan woman, who had been travelling for
4 months with her family, told me that for the last month of the journey she often
had a type of seizure or convulsion (tashanoj), where she would lose consciousness

15 T want to avoid any kind of essentialisation of women or any biomedical grounding of the dif-
ference between men and women in their biologies. This singling out of “women” as a category is
based on an understanding of gender differentiation as a different social construction of the gen-
der binary, as well as the supposedly biological sex binary (see Deger 1998, Holmes 2003, Moore
1994: 12-17). I see this differentiation as embedded in the power relations of the patriarchal sys-
tem of oppression. Because of this and other intersectional systems of oppression, it is necessary
to “single [the category of women] out as different in order for them to receive the same critical
attention” (Ticktin 2011: 250). This is “what Joan Scott calls ‘the paradoxes of feminism’: one
must emphasise one’s difference (as women) in order to claim one’s sameness (as equal human
beings)” (Ibid.).
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and her whole body would shake, her muscles contracting and relaxing. She had not
suffered from this before and the symptoms usually developed when she was very
exhausted.

Castafieda points out: “migrant illegality is constructed differentially for
men and women, and the very fact that women can become pregnant while men
cannot shifts the discourse” (Castafieda 2008, 172). Pregnant women face an espe-
cially difficult situation and it is particularly problematic that pregnancy care is not
provided to undocumented women.

Another factor that contributes significantly to the women’s health is the
dangers associated with the sexual and gender-based violence they might face on
the way.'® I have heard indirect testimonies to the effect that women are sometimes
victims of rape and sexual violence in Macedonia, in the jungles close to the Serbi-
an border, and in the territory dominated by the Albanian and Afghan “mafia”.!” A

16 Tt needs to be stressed that I discuss sexual violence here not as a “medical problem”, or at least
not in the physically reductionist sense often understood by humanitarian organisations. As Tick-
tin points out, in the last 20 years, gender-based violence has become constructed as a “poster-
child for humanitarian aid” (2011, 250-251) and its victims “the model subject of aid” (/bid.,
250). However, “the shift to gender-based violence as the exemplary humanitarian problem could
not have happened without the prior move to medicalise gender-based violence, and render it a
medical condition like all others. Yet medicalisation has had the strange effect of erasing gender —
that is, the power relations that produce and inform gender — leaving in its place suffering bodies,
without perpetrator or causes, each of which can be treated by the universal ‘humanitarian kit
(Ibid., 251). The medicalisation of gender-based violence has a focus on its sub-category of sexu-
al violence, which “refers to certain forms of violence to specific parts of the biological body,
which are then treated by biomedicine” (/bid., 255). In this way, the issue is depoliticised,
stripped of its social and economic context, the victims are treated as bodies and the questions of
responsibility, justice and systems of oppression are ignored. “The mandate of humanitarianism
[...] is not to reform or improve the kind of life one lives, only to preserve life itself. And yet gen-
der-based violence is about the kind of life one lives” (/bid., 254). It is in this sense that I under-
stand gender-based violence: not only in its consequences for the body of a woman, but as a polit-
ical and societal problem that affects women everywhere in this patriarchal world. It is not a prob-
lem specific or limited to women migrating through the Balkans. On the contrary, gender-based
violence is ubiquitous. However, I am mentioning it here as a factor that has a significant impact
on the lives of women migrants — a factor that is in need of further research efforts.

171 use the word “mafia” with unease. It is the emic term often used by migrants themselves, so I
have used it in this text, but in quotation marks. Much more ethnographic insight and anthropo-
logical analysis would be needed to illuminate what exactly the “mafia” or “smuggling networks”
look like and how they function. The mainstream media often blame “the smuggling networks”
for migrant hardship without reflecting on the structural causes that enable this. A good example
of this is a Channel 4 report on the “migrant crisis” where the “journalist Ramita Navai travels the
migrant route through Greece and Macedonia to track down a gang of kidnappers who are holding
migrants for ransom” (see: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=A5fDgJP2G30). The report had a
huge impact, resulting in a massive crackdown by the Macedonian authorities on these gangs four
days later and — in terms of collateral damage — arresting and actively repressively dozens of mi-
grants who were supposedly the victims of these gangs. However, the report spoke only of the
evil Afghans, and ignored any sort of structural and broader conditions. Indeed, the dangers pre-
sented by the “mafia” and “kidnap gangs” are real, but it seems inappropriate to reduce the analy-
sis to that level alone and to ignore all the structural factors that enable it.
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few people alluded to the fact that it had happened to women they knew or had
heard about. Because of the trauma and shame associated with sexual violence and
the fact that it was often difficult to establish trust with women — with a lack of safe
space and enough time, it is likely that women did not want to speak to me about
this issue. However, it seems very likely that the prevalence of gender-based and
sexual violence on the Balkans migration route is high. While some documentation
of the gendered aspects of this violence exists for the period when the humanitarian
“corridor”'® was opened after the summer of 2015 (see Amnesty International 2016,
UNHCR 2016 and Van der Zee 2016), violence against women remained largely
undocumented on the Balkans route prior to this. One exception is Ivnik (2016),
who documents a few cases of reported violence against women. Indeed, the docu-
mented violence is likely to represent but a small portion of what women go
through. As Ivnik (2016, 313) suggests: “Sexual and other types of violence is [...]
very common [...], but because it is a sensitive topic, it is often hidden.”

Conclusion

The dominion of securitisation of migration can be traced in attitudes and
policy on migrant health too: the myth of migrants as the contagious “other” in-
forms the rhetoric and treatment migrants receive, but even in the area of
healthcare, it determines the preoccupation with the impact of presence of migrants
on the general population, rather than thinking how the treatment migrants receive
impacts their health. In this article I tried to shift focus and present problems mi-
grants really face. The attention to ethnographic data reveals that migrants' health
problems, rather than being essentially linked with their “otherness” (as securitarian
discourses tend to suggest), are instead inextricably linked to (or exacerbated by)
the risk environment and conditions of structural violence they find themselves in.

How 'Dangerous’ Are Migrants’ Bodies? Narratives about Disease
and Public Health and Techniques of Governance

In this text I represent the narratives about migrants which are related to their bodies as
potential/plausible carriers of diseases that could be spread to local population. The
narratives are considered as special manifestations of the discourse of fear, though which
migrants are being construed as a form of corporeal security threat. In particular, through the
analysis of narratives about ebola and scabies, the potential to use the fear from disease as
symbol and instrument of political power is indicated, when a disease ceases to be medical
problem and becomes predominantly a social one. Fear from disease and measures
undertaken to annul it are thus integrated into techniques of governance.

"Do not Draw Attention to Yourself" — Is the Integration of Migrants
Important, and for Whom Is It Important? Gorani People in Belgrade

In this paper, I discuss the question of the process of integration of the Gorani people who
moved to Belgrade during or immediately after 1999, or during the war in Kosovo. I
consider the process of integration of members of the Gorani community particularly
important because it is a relatively small community not officially recognized as a minority
in Serbia. Members of the Gorani community were turned into a category of internally

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displaced persons because they came from a territory that constituted a part of the same state
(FR Yugoslavia). Integration is often referred to as a complex and multi-dimensional post-
migration process. In this paper, I proceed from the fact that the integration process does not
represent a sui generis phenomenon. In that sense, I support the critical attitude towards
understanding this process. This has partly contributed to the fact that in the research I
focused on the perception of the integration process resulting from the experience of the
migrants themselves. Through analysis of narrative discourse, I present the specificities of
the process of integration of members of the Gorani community in Belgrade. At the same
time, I point out to the shortcomings of the integration policy implemented by the state.

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Policy, Mobility and Everyday Culture in
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The political changes in Bulgaria in 1989 are accompanied by severe economic crisis, high
unemployment rate, and the emergence of acute social inequalities. These factors lead to
intense migration processes. Furthermore, the ambiance generates conditions that enable the
activation of new ways of constructing identities amongst most ethnic and confessional
communities in the country. Immediately after the changes the Karakachans in Bulgaria
become the object of political interest from neighboring Greece: from the beginning of the
1990s community members (as well as their spouses), unlike other Bulgarian citizens, have
easy access to visas for entry into Greece, which determines the emergence of a mass labor
mobility within the community. Thus, the Karakachans from Bulgaria find themselves at the
center of a complex tangle of relationships and mutual influences between politics, identity
and mobility, which will be the subject of this study.

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The political changes in Bulgaria in November 1989 were accompanied by
a severe economic crisis, high unemployment and the emergence of acute social in-
equalities that led to intense migration processes. Furthermore, there were condi-
tions for activating processes of constructing identities in a new way in most ethnic
and confessional communities in the country. Karakachans in Bulgaria are a very
illustrative example in this regard.! Immediately after the changes they became the
subject of political interest on the part of Greece. The speed of the Greek national
political reaction is impressive: from the beginning of the 1990s, the community
members (and their spouses), unlike the other Bulgarian citizens, have had easy ac-
cess to visas for entry into Greece. This condition determines the occurrence of la-
bour mobility. In a few years a significant part’ of community members was in-
volved and located at the center of a complex tangle of relationships and intercon-
nections between politics, identity and mobility, which is precisely the subject of
this study”.

In order to understand the interconnections between politics, identity and
mobility we must answer the following questions: what is to be a Karakachan in
Bulgaria before and after 10th of November 1989; how does the policy of Greece
determine the direction of these changes; how is labour mobility of Karakachans
determined by the policies of Bulgaria and Greece toward the community; what is
the role of labour mobility in the construction of the Karakachan identity?

Bulgarian state policy toward Karakachans after 1944

To answer the question of what it is to be a Karakachan in Bulgaria under
socialism and how this was changed after 1989, we must take into account two fac-
tors: the overall political-ideological context in the country from the period of set-
tlement* of Karakachans till November 1989; the specific policy of the state toward
Karakachans.

The policy of the state toward Karakachans in Bulgaria under socialism
cannot be seen as an isolated phenomenon, but only in the context of minority poli-

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cy at the time, which is defined as "communist integration-assimilation project"
(Gruev, Kalyonski 2008, 7). According to Biichsenschiitz, the policy of the Com-
munist Party against the ethnic and religious minorities aimed at homogenization of
the Bulgarian people (Biichsenschiitz 2000, 7). Indeed, this was not a "discovery" of
socialism, but is inherent to any nation state and "every nation state avoids the
recognition of "minority" and therefore the use of the term "ethnic minority" (and
even more national minority) when considering different ethnic group available
within its borders" (Grekova 2001, 22; Grekova 1997, 254), and virtually all coun-
tries react to aliens with hostility (Hobsboum 1996, 177). After 1944, the approach
of the party/state in this respect has not been consistent. Until the 1970s, it was be-
lieved that reaching this goal was possible through the flourishing of national and
cultural differences. After the proletarian internationalism, however, the time of the
unitary socialist nation came with the proclamation of the absence of any distinctive
features, which was expressed in restricting the cultural and religious rights of mi-
norities. This was the context — the party’s ambition for creating and strengthening
the social cohesion of society (Program of the BCP, 1971, cited in Bonina 1981a,
39), which must transform into cultural uniformity.

In terms of the specific policy toward the community on part of the Bulgar-
ian state, it is particularly important to note that Karakachans under socialism can
be counted among the so called “ostentatious minorities" (Biichsenschiitz 2000, 13),
which means that in reality they were not subject to a special policy (Pimpireva
2008, 85) because they were relatively small and were considered loyal and almost
indistinguishable from the majority. After the settlement of Karakachans and with
the changes that occurred in their daily culture, throughout the period of socialism
there were undergoing processes of integration into the Bulgarian society and adap-
tation to the patterns of the sedentary Bulgarian population (Ibid. 84, 86), which
was facilitated both by the common religion with the macro society and the simi-
larity of some traditional cultural practices with those in traditional Bulgarian cul-
ture, such as the wedding, for example (Bonina 1981b, 45— 46), as well as by the
lack of historically rooted contradictions and respectively — by the lack of a state
policy toward the community as a national minority (Pimpireva 2008, 85).

After the changes in Bulgaria in 1989, the construction and the real mani-
festations of a collective ethnic identity became possible. Karakachans, like most of
the other ethnic communities in Bulgaria, took advantage of this right and created
their own cultural and educational organizations (The Cultural and Educational So-
ciety of Karakachans in Bulgaria; since 1995 — The Federation of the Cultural and
Educational Societies of Karakachans in Bulgaria, abbr. FCESKB).

In the context of this study the main conclusion that can be drawn is the
following: the fact that the socialist state did not devise a special policy toward
Karakachans, as for example in relation to the Muslim population, is important for
the subject matter as it facilitated namely the high degree of integration of the
community into the macro society. This only shows that the policy of the socialist
Bulgaria to Karakachans did not create conditions for encapsulation of the commu-
nity, and therefore the formation of a negative attitude among its members to the
Bulgarian state and the ethnic majority. This is important because it explains the
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construction of one of the key markers of the Karakachan identity - an important
part in its three layers is that the community members define themselves (except as
"Karakachans" and "Greeks"), but also as "Bulgarian Karakachans" and, hence,
Bulgaria is perceived as their "homeland" and Greece as “primordial homeland”
(Pimpireva 1998b, 151; Pimpireva 2008, 86). This specificity in turn affects the
way in which Karakachans react to the Greek policy after 1989 and, therefore, it is
important for the development and form of labour mobility and the way the re-
spondents regard it. Here I have in mind the fact that the labour mobility to Greece
is perceived by migrants as a strategy to deal with the economic difficulties in Bul-
garia, so it is something temporary. Therefore, it develops as a temporary and
(though for a long period of time) periodic migration and only in very rare cases, as
emigration.’

The policy of Greece toward Karakachans in Bulgaria after 1989.

Aspects of the Greek national politics

The policy of the Greek state toward Karakachans in Bulgaria also fits into
a broader interpretative frame — Greek nationalism, the construction of the Greek
nation and the state of all Greeks. Since the 18th century to the present day, before
the Greek nationalism and the Greek national policy the question where Greece
stands and what the Greeks are, has remained. This is associated with the incorpora-
tion of territories and assimilation of communities. For the purpose of this text, it is
especially useful to consider the study of Anastasia Karakasidou based on field re-
search in northern Greece in the late 1980s and the first half of the 1990s. During
this period, Karakasidou tells in the first person (Karakasidou 2008, 14), the Greek
society and the Greek state unconditionally accepted not only the Greek-speaking,
but also the Turkic-speaking Orthodox refugees® from Asia Minor and their de-
scendants as pure Greeks. Subject to the same policy was the Slavic population.” In

% During and after the Greco-Turkish war in Asia Minor (known in Greece as the Asia Minor dis-
aster) from 1922 to 1923, and as a result of the Treaty of Lausanne in June 1923, about 1.5 mil-
lion Christian refugees were resettled from Turkey into Greece, as most of them were settled in
northern Greece, from where around 350 thousand Muslims emigrated. By “encouraging and
concentrating the resettlement of refugees there”, the Greek state “asserts its claims to the territo-
ry”. The newcomers - the Orthodox population was not homogeneous. It included East Thracian,
Pontian and Asia Minor refugees. A significant part of them (karamanlides) are Turkic-speaking,

of thousands were the refugees to Bulgaria (Statelova; Grancharov 2006, 285— 287). This is what
happened with the Slavic population that remained within the borders of Greece: “The so-called
(from the Greek national rhetoric — my note) Liberation of Macedonia in 1913 was the symbol
that marked the beginning of unquestioned hegemony in the production of the culture-nation.
Whatever the people of Central Macedonia were, henceforth it was clear that they would be
Greeks. And so it happened” (Karakasidou 2008, 284).
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this respect it is appropriate to present a larger quote that offers a condense interpre-
tation of these processes in the context of which the multiethnic Greek Macedonia
was turned into one-nation: “These refugees were identified as Greeks by the na-
tional government as well as by the international agreements, mainly on the basis of
their religion. The vast majority of refugees accepted this identity, but it was chal-
lenged or questioned by many residents of northern Greece, where they settled.
Their integration within the culture and the Greek national statehood became an in-
tegral part of the broader process of national acculturation of the population of
Greek Macedonia” (Karakasidou 2008, 197). And similar to Bulgaria which in the
1970s transformed into a national territory without minorities in the same way and
at the same time “Greece became a country virtually without minority problems”
(Karakasidou 2008, 199 cited in Clogg, Richard 1979, 121). How far from the truth
is that finding was very convincingly described by Karakasidou: in the 1990s the
population and the municipal government of a village in northern Greece was put
under pressure from citizens, media and authorities and was forced publicly (in a
letter to the media, to the Ministry of Macedonia and Thrace, as well as to the direc-
tor of the Interior at the Bureau of Thessaloniki Prefecture) to declare Greek origin
and national consciousness (Karakasidou 2008, 286—287).

Such is the context of the specific policy of the Greek state toward the
community of Karakachans in Bulgaria considered here. Its presentation was neces-
sary because it evokes the following question: if such were the public attitudes and
government policy toward the Turkic-speaking and Slavonic citizens of Greece
(and/or their descendants) in the 1990s, what might be the policy of the Greek state
toward the Greek-speaking population in a neighbouring country at the same time?

Constructing the “external national homeland*®

On the basis of the empirical material, Kiril Kertikov aptly defined the pol-
icy of Greece to Karakachans in Bulgaria in the early 1990s as protectionist
(Kertikov 1993, 169). Jean-Francois Gossiaux also noted that Greece, following the
concept of national and state identity, aimed to “naturally integrate under its wing
the Greek-speaking Orthodox" and therefore assumed towards Karakachans the role
of "country protector or mother-country” (Gossiaux 2004, 248). It remains to see
what the nature of this protectionism is, how far it extends and what the conse-
quences are.’

Here I will present an aspect of the Greek politics to Karakachans that al-
lows for a very specific perspective considering their labour mobility, namely as a
choice, as the preferred option and not only in comparison with the alternative to
live only in Bulgaria during the difficult last decade of the 20th century and after,
but compared to the opportunity to be Greek citizens and actually move to Greece.
The information in the scientific literature about the existence of this opportunity

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for Karakachans since the early 1990s is too scarce.'® The information given by the
Greek Embassy in Sofia on this issue is zero.!! However, the information contained
in the materials I collected during the fieldwork in 2012-2013 is abundant and im-
pressively uniform. All respondents presented the possibility of moving to Greece
as a proposal by the Greek state, communicated through the local associations by
representatives of the Greek Embassy, in some cases, by the Federation of Sara-
katsani in Greece.'?> Almost all respondents confirmed the information in the scien-
tific literature (see footnote 10) that the Greek state provided for potential emigrants
a specific livelihood — sheep breeding. Absolutely all mentioned the area of Greek
Thrace as their proposed area for settlement. Part of the respondents believed that
the aim of the Greek authorities was to use Karakachans as carriers of specific
knowledge and skills for the development of agriculture and especially sheep breed-
ing in northern Greece. Some of them sought explanation for this proposal in the
desire of the state to "saturate" the region of northern Greece with Greek-speaking
population because of the presence of Muslim population there, and because of the
proximity of the border with Turkey. All respondents pointed to villages located in
the administrative region of Eastern Macedonia and Thrace. The most often men-
tioned settlement was Shapchi (Sapes) in County Rhodope Mountains, which is part
of the municipality Maroneia-Shapchi. There was no unanimity of opinion on the
nature and extent of the possible financial and material support from the Greek state
for those wishing to emigrate. The most popular was the knowledge about advanta-
geous credits, houses, land and direct financial support. Here is just a small fraction
of the stories:!?

“The year’89—'90 a man came from the Embassy here on our first
meeting and he said that people, who wished to obtain Greek citizen-
ship, could obtain it. They should reject the Bulgarian citizenship and
leave for Greece to be accommodated there. They gave 100 sheep to
each family and three million drachmas or was it 1.5 million? I cannot

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remember. Gratuitously gave them the money and the sheep free of
charge, just to pull us out of here. It was about a place where there
was no population. This is to close to Alexandropouli, which is next to
the Turkish border and there are many Pomaks. They wanted to de-
velop sheep breeding there. Not only that, but to say that there are
Greek population there.” (&, 50 — IEFSEM AEIM-980-111, 140)

“They wanted to mislead us into going to live in Greece. They had
built houses. Even people came to me here from the association, from
the Federation — they asked me to sign that [ will go to live in Greece.
The village is called Sapes. Bungalows, two chambers with kitchen-
ette, I don’t know even if there is a bathroom, so that I never entered. I
passed, and only from outside I’ve seen it. To go to live there. To set-
tle there. 2-3 years later they invited there Georgians, Ponti, they were
called. They wanted us to move to Greece and make us shepherds
there, pastors.” (&, 55, — Ibid. 260-261)

The empirical material clearly shows that in the early 1990s the policy of
the Greek state to Karakachans in Bulgaria has created conditions which have made
possible the emergence of an idea in the community that if they wish, they can set-
tle permanently in certain areas of northern Greece, obtaining specific support from
the state. Moreover, in the narratives of some of the founders and the first presi-
dents of the associations from the beginning of the 1990s, the role of Greek state in
regard to the founding of FCESKB clearly stands out: “Immediately after the pere-
stroika in 1990 in a conversation with one representative from the Greek Embassy
told me that if we wanted to attract attention from the Greek or the Bulgarian side
during these changes when anyone could develop a non-profit or cultural-mass ac-
tivity, this is the way — registration of an association in court.” (&, around 65,
founder of one of the local associations — Ibid. 78) The association sets as its main
objectives the study, promotion and preservation of the history, culture, traditions
and language of Karakachans'# — activities supported under one form or another by
the Greek state (for example, free trips, camps, educational materials for studying
Greek, Greek language courses and vocational training in Greek universities, and
cash). In the empirical material, however, another story on this subject is clearly
visible — the objectives and activities of associations. In the narratives of "ordinary"
Karakachans the accent on the priorities, associated with the role of the Federation,
is quite different and it is connected with labour mobility. All without exception
stated the role of the organization to provide access to Greek visas as the most im-
portant. The fieldwork material clearly shows that the main function of FCESKB is
to legitimize before the Greek institutions in Bulgaria the Karakachan origin of its
members or to ensure that they are members of mixed marriages. Even though it
was generally perceived that a sufficient proof of belonging to the Karakachan
community was the membership in the respective local association, it was not
enough to get a visa - visa was promised only to those members who paid their dues
and gets membership cards: “Membership cards they gave us — to be a Karakachan
already (!). With this card you get the visa.” (3, 55 — IEFSEM AEIM-980-1I1, 256)

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Therefore, after 1989 the Karakachan origin became capital that allowed for easier
entry into Greece, but in practice the associations turned to be checkpoints not that
much for a quicker and safer (Pimpireva 2008, 92) way of getting a Greek visa, but
for the only possible way of getting it. In this sense, one can say that the associa-
tions are becoming an essential tool for producing and marketing identity. Re-
spondents told of a practice from the early 1990s, which lasted until 1998 — the
chairmen of the associations issued membership cards to Bulgarians (for a fee or as
a friendly exchange, depending on the relationship between the respective chairman
and the "candidate-Karakachan"), so that they could gain access to a visa. There is
also mention of fictitious marriages between Bulgarians and Karakachans conclud-
ed for the same purpose. There are even cases of fake associations in northwestern
Bulgaria. As the primary role of FCESKB was perceived to be the provision of the
access to visas for its members, the abolishment of visa policy between Greece and
Bulgaria following the accession of Bulgaria into the EU in 2007, resulted in the re-
duction of the activities of the local associations and plummeting of the number of
their members. At the time of the fieldwork (2012-2013), some of the associations
did not function at all, while others existed only fictitiously, represented by a
chairman and a few members. Narratives in all the places I visited revealed the
same causation and sounded like that: “I do not know (!) whether there is now a
federation.” (&, 27 — IEFSEM AEIM-980-I11, 56); “The association not only here
(in Kotel — my note), but all over Bulgaria died away. They seemed to have fulfilled
their role. They were mainly needed to provide visas. 99.9 percent were for visas.
Federation also has almost no activity.” (&, 57 — Ibid. 245); “These people were
members of the association for visas only. Now there is no association.” (3, 47 —
Ibid. 251)

Considering the aspects of the policy of the Greek state to Karakachans in
Bulgaria after 1989 presented here, the logical conclusion should be that Greece as-
sumes the role of a national homeland, external to the community. According to
Brubaker, a state is constructed and positioned against a community in another
country as it’s (of the community) "external national homeland" when it monitors
the status of this community and protects and promotes its interests through various
political action "as, for instance, privileges for immigration and citizenship" (Bru-
baker 2004, 110). The mechanism of constructing external national homelands, so
convincingly described by Brubaker, is clearly recognizable in the case of Kara-
kachans: we have the political behaviour of the Greek state, defining Karakachans
in Bulgaria as members of the Greek nation.

Constructing of socio-cultural boundary

After 1989 there were conditions for constructing of the Karakachan identi-
ty in a new way leading to situational upheaval in its three layers (Pimpireva 1998b,
151; Pimpireva 2008, 86). I will pay a special attention to the relations of coopera-
tion between labour mobility and identity. For this purpose I would consider the
role of labour mobility in the construction of socio-cultural boundary between
Karakachans and Greeks (including Sarakatsani), but also the role of the socio-
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cultural boundary in the way Karakachans respond to the policy of Greece. In other
words, the process of imagining the state border as socio-cultural will be analyzed,
focusing on the period after 1989. Bearing in mind that identity is “a fluid construct
with historical roots” (Karakasidou 2008, 48) and that the boundaries between the
groups can change their location, functions and permeability according to socio-
economic and political situation, here I will attempt to defend the thesis that in the
long run Karakachans in Bulgaria do not perceive themselves as a national minority
external to Greece, for two main reasons. First, the birthplace (the local identity)
and everyday culture (cultural background) are proving them with stronger “center
of loyalty” (see Hobsbawm 1996, 92) than the mother tongue and knowledge of
origin. “Only when a loyalty comes into direct conflict with another or others, the
problem arises of choosing between them” (Ibid. 134). In the case of Karakachans
their labour mobility is the cause of this conflict. And second — labour mobility is
important for the outcome of the competition between the centers of loyalty precise-
ly because of its importance for the construction of the mentioned socio-cultural
boundary. !°

The nationalist doctrines of the new sovereign states in the Balkans, after
the collapse of the Ottoman Empire, belong more to the so called “non-Western
model of ethnic concept of the nation”,'® according to which the nation is primarily
a community of common origin, usually recognizable through language (Smith
2000, 23-24). Therefore the essence of the national question both for Bulgaria and
Greece consists in striving to achieve the basic goal: a nation within the borders of
the state. This is the reason why the state borders in the Balkans are of great im-
portance to the process of constructing a national identity in this region — they were
thought as national borders through which the young Balkan nations were distin-
guished from the Ottoman Empire and from each other (Luleva 2006, 47).

After the World War II the world was divided into two warring camps. The
boundary between them was heavily guarded and difficult to overcome. For Kara-
kachans this “iron curtain” was the border between Bulgaria and Greece. Unified in
its nomadic past, the community was divided, leading to the construction of one of
the key markers of the Karakachan identity — “the distinction between ‘Bulgarian’
and ‘Greek’ Karakachans who have different life (my emphasis) on both sides of the
border” (Pimpireva 2008, 84). This is the first condition for the construction of the
socio-cultural boundary on the outline of the territorial border. This process began
before 1989 in case of rare meetings between relatives from both sides of the state
border: “We did not have jeans, at that time, more modern sweaters, and shoes.
They wore some jeans and we thought it was big deal there,” (&, 52 — IEFSEM
AEIM-980-111, 109—- 110).

Western (more French or political) and non-Western (also German or ethnic — see Giordano
1999). In both types there are ethnic identities and boundaries, but with the Western-style nation-
alism they are more easily penetrable (Giordano 1999, 10).
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In the early 1990s the Karakachan identity was facing new challenges. This
was the time when the topics of origin are the most interesting and hotly debated in
the community. Conferences, dedicated mainly to this issue, were organized at the
Karakachan fairs (Pimpireva 1998b, 147). This was the time when Greece demon-
strated its position as a foreign national homeland in terms of Karakachans. It is
hardly far-fetched to assume that in return the community must demonstrate some
form of loyalty to the “Greek”, and in this context it seems easy to explain the fact
that at these conferences “neither the organizers nor the audience discussed any
other hypothesis different from the Greek genesis of Karakachans”, and the com-
munity “declares its ethnic connection to the Greeks” (Ibid. 147— 148). Without ne-
glecting the pursuit of an ethnic group in alien ethnic environment “to establish it-
self and gain recognition” (ibid.), in this case I cannot ignore the question — recog-
nition by whom? Not only the macro society in Bulgaria, but also the representa-
tives of the Greek government should be considered as “the significant other” for
Karakachans at this time. People from Greece were indispensable guests at the fairs,
because they influenced the changes in the Greek policy to Karakachans, respec-
tively the visas, and therefore the labour mobility that within just 2— 3 years affect-
ed nearly every Karakachan household. Understanding the situational nature of eth-
nicity gives the opportunity to assess the instrumental nature of the ethnic. If we
agree that identity can be instrumentalized, which means to be used “in accordance
with individual or collective interests” (Smith 1991, 35), we must agree that this as-
pect is present in the construction of the Karakachan identity at this time and in
these situations — in the 1990s in contacts with any representatives of the Greek
state (including Sarakatsani) during the fairs. Here it was shown the construction of
ethno-cultural border between Karakachans and the macro society in Bulgaria, but
again with the proviso that it applies to certain situations and has a definite purpose.
This is essential when considering the generation of symbolic capital - the trend
Karakachans to be perceived as “very ancient people” and “the most pure Greeks”
(Pimpireva 1998b, 148). Almost pervasive within the community is the notion that
the Karakachan speech is the oldest preserved Greek. In this case it is clearly seen
the dominance of origin and language over cultural background and birthplace in
the construction of identity.

In the situation presented here, Very interesting is the relation of labor mo-
bility with the construction of identity of a national minority (see Brubaker 2004,
114-115). In the situation I will demonstrate — the relations of Karakachans with
the Greeks (and Sarakatsani) in the context of labor mobility and the reaction of the
community regarding the policy of Greece, and in particular the possibility / pro-
posal for eviction — it will be shown that just because and in the context of labor
mobility the birthplace, cultural background and social status matter in the construc-
tion of identity and in this case Karakachans are not imagined as a national minority
external to Greece.

Meetings between relatives occurred after 1989. Labour mobility is im-
portant in that it enabled and was an occasion for such meetings. It is interesting to
note that at the same time labour mobility was rarely a topic of conversation. In
fact, it turns out that communication was very rare because the meetings were often

onetime events. This was largely due to the onset of discomfort Karakachans expe-
rienced because of the awareness that they were materially poor and job seekers —
in a subordinate position in relation to the society, part of which were their rela-
tives. It can certainly be said that in most cases there was a feeling of strangeness.
“They refer to relatives in Greece as ‘other’, different from ‘us’,” (Luleva 2006,
50). That finding, made by Anna Luleva for the Greek population in the southern
Bulgarian Black Sea coast, applies with equal force to Karakachans: “They are not
the same (like us, our relatives — my note) our there. Whatever other Greeks do,
Sarakatsani do the same, without distinction. They are one lineage there in Greece.”
The distinction made by respondents between “Bulgarian” Karakachans and
“Greek” Karakachans is explicit and therefore “the territorial boundary is trans-
formed into an imaginary social and cultural” (Ibid. 48). This is because the two
communities lead a different lifestyle and absorb different models of everyday cul-
ture after settling down for life. In addition, however, the meetings between “Bul-
garian” and “Greek” Karakachans take place in a particular context (labour mobili-
ty), which implies different social statuses. Karakachans are never in the role of
employers of the Greeks, and this only highlights the feeling that they are not like
us. It is not difficult to guess how Karakachans (as cheap work force) imagine
Greeks to be. They are perceived as rich, arrogant, tight, slave owners and so on.
And here it is obvious the importance of the combination of unequal social status-
es'” and different cultural backgrounds in building this image: “And Greek women
are fancy, we have nothing in common.” (2, October 50 — IEFSEM-AEIM 980-I11,
13, 16); “They are not like us out there.” (&, 57 — Ibid. 156); “You are just not one
of them. You are a foreigner, no matter who you are.” In this process the "relational
aspect of identity" immediately stands out (Luleva 2006, 51) — the role of the signif-
icant others in the construction of self-image and it is obvious how the respondents
perceive themselves as increasingly “more-Bulgarian” Karakachans: “I am no
Greek. We have been born here; I'm Bulgarian, Bulgarian Karakachans. There is a
big difference between a Karakachan and a Greek.” (&, 71 — IEFSEM AEIM 980-
111, 64)

The role of local identity and cultural background in the construction of the
Karakachan identity after 1989 can very well be seen from another perspective — the
reaction of the community against the proposed eviction. In this case, labour mo-
bility is important as an alternative to the proposal, therefore the possibility of dis-
placement can be measured by the opportunity for labor mobility. In this sense, la-
bor mobility proved crucial for the reaction of the community, which in short, is the
following: the proposed evictions to Greece received negative or no response
among Karakachans. And there is a remarkable uniformity of the field work materi-
als on the subject; I will cite just two examples: “I will go for what — to become a
slave to a Greek? We were born here.” (3, 71 — Ibid. 68); “We never wanted to go

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and live in Greece permanently. In brief — to become Greeks. Never! We are Bul-
garians.” (&, 47 — Ibid. 23)

The analysis clearly shows the role of the four factors important for the
Karakachans’ reaction to the Greek proposal — local identity, cultural background,
social status and Bulgaria's policy toward the community. The role of labour mobil-
ity was marked above. In order to once again emphasize its importance, especially
in connection with social statuses I will mention one aspect of the effects and con-
sequences of labour mobility, which is important for the reaction of the community
to the possibility of deportation. It is about the better material and economic situa-
tion of Karakachans in comparison to the majority thanks to labour mobility. It is
mostly obvious in two directions — housing and livelihoods. A majority of Kara-
kachans managed to renovate old houses'® or build / buy new, which reflects favor-
ably on the next generation, and they manage to develop some private small or me-
dium business that also reflects favorably on the next generation: “In town the res-
taurants are owned by Karakachans, the largest construction market is Karakachan,
the biggest construction store is Karakachan, the largest gas station is Karakachan,
the regular buses taking students to (city X — my note) are Karakachan,” (¥, around
40 — Ibid. 82). These realized advantages realized are also essential for the construc-
tion of identity. They have consequently led to a new way of creating a positive im-
age of “Karakachan”: it is prestigious to be a Karakachan, because Karakachans are
carriers of values such as hard work, initiative, persistence, etc., proved by the pre-
cisely described advantages: “The Karakachan is enterprising and facts talk about it.
80% of the businesses in (the city — my note) is owned by Karakachans,” (Ibid.
227).

So, in search of answers to the questions, we saw in action one of the
mechanisms of nationalism in constructing/imagining a homogeneous nation, name-
ly the selective argumentation: in the case of the Greek nationalism the Slavic popu-
lation in northern Greece is absolutely Greek, therefore the language does not mat-
ter. Meanwhile, Karakachans in Bulgaria are treated by the Greek policy like Greek
population and therefore only language matters. In conclusion it can be said that the
processes of constructing the Karakachan identity after 1989 are multilayered and
complex. We must be careful when making generalizations. Yet, it can be assumed
that the empirical material rejects the possibility Karakachans to be perceived as a
minority, external to Greece as their labor mobility plays an essential role along
with accompanying processes of constructing identity.

‘Return’ Migration of the Slovak Community of Vojvodina:
Issue of Belonging

This paper explores the current migration of the Slovak community members of Serbia to
Slovakia, focusing on the issue of belonging. This is an example of a ‘return’ migration
phenomenon — where a certain number of minority members return to their land of ancestors
after having lived on the territory of present-day Vojvodina for almost three centuries. The
migration of Slovaks from Serbia began in the late 1980s and early 1990s but in recent years

(In)visible Migrants: the Nazarene Emigration to North America
during Communism in Yugoslavia

The migration of religious minorities from the region of Southeast Europe to North America
was not in the focus of ethno-anthropological, sociological and historiographical research
until recently. In the last two decades, the main focus in migration studies was on labor and
economic migration, and only indirectly to the religious identity of migrants. This paper
discusses the migration of one neo-Protestant religious minority — the Nazarenes, who
emigrated massively from Yugoslavia to North America after the Second World War. The
Nazarenes were pacifists, refusing to bear arms, take an oath, or to be members of political
organizations. By adhering to their strict religious beliefs, the Nazarenes came into conflict
with the state authorities. After the Second World War, the communist state considered
Nazarenes as disloyal citizens and a threat to the government. From 1949, the Nazarenes
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were condemned to severe prison sentences in the worst prisons such as Goli otok. In this
period, the illegal emigration of Nazarenes to North America started. The material collected
for the purposes of this paper came to be the result of empirical research, conducted in the
United States (March-June 2015) with members of the Nazarene community who emigrated
from Yugoslavia between 1950 and 1975. Emphasizing the role of religion in the process of
migration, as well as the transformation of the community after several decades in their new
setting, this paper analyzes the oral history of emigration of the Nazarenes during
communism, where emigration is seen as 'survival strategy' for this religious minority.

Yugoslav/Serbian Clubs in Vienna in the Historical Context

The migrations from Yugoslavia after the Second World War, which are of importance for
this paper, started as early as in the 1950s, got more and more complex, and became the key
socio-political and economic process. Leaving for West-European countries where they later
settled permanently, the migrants were developing the new cultural context in which they
live even today. In this paper, I will focus on the Serbs who settled in Vienna, Austria.

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Having moved into the new, unknown area, where they did not know the language or the
cultural context well enough, the Yugoslavs started forming a place around which they
would gather together and the place which they would use for the connection and
identification with the mother country. Thus, in the 1970s, in Vienna, the Yugoslavs
organized themselves and formed their first clubs. In this paper, my aim is to get an insight
into the historical context of the beginnings and the development of these Yugoslav clubs,
which, following the conflict national ideologies in their mother countries, started dividing
on the national basis during the 1980s after which today’s national-ethnic clubs (Serbian,
Croatian, Bosnian etc.) appeared. In the end, I will try to make a short summary, in
diachronic terms, of the operating policy and the representation of primarily Serbian clubs,
since I cover their policies in my field research, and thus make this paper the basis for
further and wider research related to this topic.

International Conference Unsettled Europe: Refugees, States and
Politics in Southeast Europe

University of Graz, Centre for Southeast European Studies, Graz, 27-29. 01. 2017.

It would be hard to overstate the importance of ongoing or recently conducted
research on forced migration. The volume of such inquiries in the past two and a half
years is the result of the so-called refugee crisis, which is one of the most complicated
and heavily debated issues on the European political agenda, academic fora and in
public life. A number of conferences, publications and research projects have come to
life since the onset of the crisis, some of them with outstanding results. When it comes
to conferences, the Centre for Southeast European Studies of the University in Graz
organized one of the most thoroughly conceived scientific events on the topic. The
occasion had a real interdisciplinary character, as one could find anthropologists,
historians, sociologists and even practitioners of refugee policy among the presenters.
Geographically and thematically all of them had their focus on Southeast Europe.

On the opening day the key-note speaker, Ulf Brunnbauer (Institute for East and
Southeast European Studies, University of Regensburg) provided a broad historical
overview of refugee policies in the region, starting from the 19th century. The topic has
a real multi-layered and complex character, therefore it offered lots of opportunities for
the presenter to highlight some lesser known aspects of refugee movements, such as the
fact that the (re)settlement of forced migrants has actually been the main immigration
form in the region. Contrary to the current dominant public consensus, Southeast
Europe has not only been characterized by emigration — it has always had strong
immigration features as well. Speaking of the intentions of the states, it became clear
from Brunnbauer’s lecture that ,.ethnic engineering”, internal colonization and similar
practices have always been common methods of political elites in creating better
conditions for ethnic majorities.

The thematic focus concentrated more on the present on the second day, as the
presenters moved to the analyses of actual events. All of them provided key
considerations for interpreting the current crisis. The main claim of the panels of the
second day was that the Balkans appears as a periphery in many scientific narratives,
and Dane Taleski’s (South East European University) argument was no exception. He
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highlighted the temporary aspect (which entails political neglect and defencelessness) of
Southeast Europe, by which forced migrants predominantly view the region as a transit
zone. Danilo Mandi¢ (Department of Sociology, Harvard University) focused on the
Syrian forced migrants and the role of human smuggling. He presented an
extraordinarily detailed material, through which it became clear that refugees view the
role of smugglers in a positive way, since they provide them with better chances of
reaching their goal. On the other hand, they are mistrustful towards official policies.
Furthermore, it is worth noting, as Mandi¢ did, that those forced migrants from Syria
who want to come to Europe are usually opposing the Assad-government, while those
who stay in the country have a more pro-Damascus stance. Seraina Riiegger (ETH
Ziirich) had a more abstract approach in her analysis of the connections between
conflicts and migration. Summarizing a vast amount of data from the previous decades,
she concluded that when the number of refugees rises, so does the frequency of armed
conflicts. At the same time, risk of insecurity becomes critically higher when
marginalized groups who do not receive government support appear and their ethnic
background is different from that of the host society. Conclusion: there is no proper and
sustainable refugee policy without the will and readiness of states to apply all-round and
careful steps.

The second section deepened the look on the role of the state and the civil sector.
Elissa Helms (Central European University) emphasized the importance of discursive
strategies surrounding the Balkan route. The impacts of these discourses create solid
boundaries between gender (highlighting masculinity) and by the use of various
orientalist discourses the already troubled interpretation of the region becomes even
more burdened with stereotypes. Nevena Gojkovi¢ Tiirlinz (independent researcher) was
dealing with the relationship of the Serbian state and civil society regarding their actions
aimed at managing forced migration. Based on extensive fieldwork conducted in
Belgrade, she concluded that civil organizations rely heavily on foreign support,
moreover that foreign organizations give much more voice to refugees than
governmental institutions do. It becomes clear based on these conclusions that the civil
sector plays an essential role in refugee policy and that without their activities the
situation on the ground could be even graver. Vedran Dzihi¢ (Austrian Institute for
International Affairs) called attention to new phenomena in boundary-making and
identity politics in Serbia and Croatia. The refugee crisis in his interpretation means that
nationalistic sentiments and the machinations with state boundaries remain the main
features in Balkan politics. This findig is supported by the fact that the crisis in 2015 did
not increase European cohesion between Budapest and Zagreb, instead it reinforced
ethno-politics.

During the third session, civil sector was in the centre of attention once again.
Effrosyni Charitopoulou (Nuffield College, University of Oxford) did a well-executed
anthropological fieldwork in two villages on the island of Lesbos. As it turned out, the
structure of the relationship between locals and forced migrants is of crucial importance.
In the first village, locals helped refugees during and after their arrival, therefore their
contact was personal and direct. Moreover, due to spacial mobility, the forced migrants
did not have to stay in the village. In the second settlement, there was no direct contact
between the groups; the local residents possessed a more negative attitude, and because
of an establishment of an informal camp, antagonisms emerged between the groups.
Chiara Milan (Center for Southeast European Studies/Scuola Normale Superiore) tried
to summarize the challenges which plague the functioning of the civil sector. One of her
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main findings was that beside their tendentious activities, NGOs dealing with refugees
in the region lack long-term strategies and the cultural dispositions of the these NGOs
are causing various problems. Eugene Michail (School of Humanities, University of
Brighton) redirected the attention to the Greek context. The site of his fieldwork was the
island of Chios, where he explored how a local community formulates its opinion and
what can influence it, as it is not a fixed phenomenon — it can change over time in
multiple ways. On Chios, the locals were overburdened by the consequences of the
refugee crisis, but the emergence of foreign organizations did not result in relief either,
instead it led to aversion of the local community towards the activists of the
organizations. It is interesting to notice that every action in the field can interrupt
existing practices both in positive and negative ways, therefore, every policy should pay
careful attention in order to create positive results.

The closing session of the first day was a roundtable discussion led by Florian
Bieber with the participation of Adelheid Wolfl (Der Standard), Kilian Kleinschmidt
(IPA Switxboard) and Melita H. Sunji¢ (UNHCR Vienna). All three of them came from
primarily non-academic institutions, which gave the conference a pleasant diversity.
The journalist of Der Standard made an exhaustive account based on her experience in
the field by the help of a string of photographs. The representative of UNHCR provided
a detailed and practical criticism of the refugee policies in the countries affected by the
crisis. For example, she is convinced that the idleness of European states led to the
strengthening of the smugglers’ network, which means that today illegal channels are
much more tempting than official ones. The gravity of this phenomenon increases if we
take into account that there were a number of sings from 2010 which showed the
possibility of a major migration crisis. In the end, Kleinschmidt concluded that various
viable plans exist regarding the managing of forced migration towards Europe,
however, international actors are yet unable to come to a consensus on this issue.

The third day began with a thematic block on the role of media, which is arguably
one of the most influential tools when it comes to politics, public opinion and the voice
of refugees. Alaaddin Paksoy, Ibrahim Efe és Muzeyyen Pandir (Department of
Journalism, Anadolu University/Department of Humanities and Social Sciences, Isik
University) made an extensive quantitative research in the Turkish media in order to
grasp the profile of refugees through semiotic and content analysis. His results show
that Turksih media is rather positive or neutral towards forced migrants, but this attitude
is still centred around Turkish interests, while the interests of the refugees remains
poorly advocated. The presentation of Nikos Panagiotou és Mustafa Selguk (School of
Journalism and Mass Communications, Aristotle University) made a useful contribution
to the previously mentioned findings, as they monitored the role of media in influencing
Greek public opinion during 2015 and 2016. They concluded that if the state and the
international community is weak, than the role of media becomes more important and
intensive. In this process various media emerge which present hoaxes and conspiracy
theories. Finally, Krisztina Racz (Institute for Philosophy and Social Theory, University
of Belgrade) attempted to determine a set of anthropologically-based concepts useful in
describing and analysing refugees flecing through the territory of Serbia. She
highlighted the often neglected need to rethink and re-evaluate our basic set of
analytical tools in order to create a more precise and realistic picture about ongoing
processes in the field. For example she used the expression ,,nameless places” for
meeting and grouping places of forced migrants, by which we can better emphasize the
marginal and hidden aspects of these localities. Moreover, she highlighted waiting as
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the main routine and activity of these people — waiting for a bus, a train, to cross the
border or to meet with their family members.

The last session was centred on the topic of nationalism, Euroscepticism and
xenophobia. Cvete Koneska (St Antony’s College, University of Oxford) analysed the
ways in which the European Union tries to enforce its interests. Apart from providing a
detailed account of the policies of the EU, she highlighted that the enlargement process
cannot solve all the problems in the Western Balkans, namely the issues which surround
refugee policy. Srdan Jovanovi¢ (Department of Communication and Media SOL, Lund
University) grasped the presence of xenophobia and hidden nationalism in public
discourse in Serbia, bringing to the listeners’ attention that these are largely connected
to the interests of the political elite in the country. An interesting ,,game” of the current
president of Serbia can be observed: in some cases he and his party allow xenophobic
and nationalistic speech, but in other occasions they restrict it. The final presenter of the
conference was Marta Stoji¢ Mitrovi¢ (Institute of Ethnography, SASA), who’s findings
resonated well with Jovanovi¢’s remarks. From her viewpoint Serbian migration policy
took a turn towards security policy which entails the normalization of xenophobia.
»Reading” the public life in Serbia shows that the political elite idealizes its own role,
while it puts the blame on forced migrants if problems occur.

In conclusion, it is obvious that the conference was focused on the most important
problematics of European refugee policy. One can only hope that this kind of
professional knowledge will have more voice in the media.

Manuscript submission

By submitting a manuscript authors warrant that their contribution to the journal is their
original work, that it has not been published before, that it is not under consideration for
publication elsewhere, and that its publication has been approved by all co-authors, if
any, and tacitly or explicitly by the responsible authorities at the institution where the
work was carried out.

Authors are exclusively responsible for the contents of their submissions, the validity of
the experimental results and must make sure that they have permission from all in-
volved parties to make the data public.

Authors wishing to include figures or text passages that have already been published
elsewhere are required to obtain permission from the copyright holder(s) and to include
evidence that such permission has been granted when submitting their papers. Any ma-
terial received without such evidence will be assumed to originate from the authors.

Authors must make sure that only contributors who have significantly contributed to the
submission are listed as authors and, conversely, that all contributors who have signifi-
cantly contributed to the submission are listed as authors.

The deadline for submission of papers for all volumes is December 31st. Papers are
submitted by e-mail to the secretary of the editorial board, and are to be sent as a Mi-
crosoft Word document to: marija.djokic@ei.sanu.ac.rs.

Manuscripts are pre-evaluated at the Editorial Board in order to check whether they
meet the basic publishing requirements and quality standards. They are also screened
for plagiarism.

Authors will be notified by email upon receiving their submission. Only those contribu-
tions which conform to the following instructions can be accepted for peer-review. Oth-
erwise, the manuscripts shall be returned to the authors with observations, comments
and annotations.

Publication and reviewing of papers is free of charge. The authors will receive the PDF
file with their published paper by email. The printed version of the journal volume con-
taining author’s paper will be sent free of charge to the author (or to the main, corre-
sponding author if the paper is co-authored). The electronic version of the paper can be
accessed on the journal’s internet pages (www.ei.sanu.ac.rs), and can be used in accord-
ance with the license Creative Commons Autorstvo-Nekomercijalno-Bez prerada 3.0
Srbija (http://creativecommons.org/licenses/by-nc-nd/3.0/rs/).

Manuscript preparation

Authors must follow the instructions for authors strictly, failing which the manuscripts
would be rejected without review.

All papers are to be submitted as word documents. Manuscripts should be sent as .doc
or .dox documents. Manuscripts should be sent in A4 format. Text files should not be
specifically formatted, the authors are encouraged to use the default formatting provided
by their computers. Titles and subtitles are to be typed in lower case. All additional ma-
terial (photographs, tables...) should be submitted along with the paper in their default
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format. A list of illustrations, captions which accompany them and the full names of
their authors are to be supplied separately.

In case the author has need of scripts/alphabets which utilize specific glyphs, the fonts
which were used must also be supplied.

In the categories of original research paper and scientific review paper the text must not
exceed 30 000 characters including spaces, including footnotes and other additional ma-
terial. Scientific critiques, debates and reviews should not exceed 10 000 characters.
The type and extent of scientific bibliographies are determined in accordance with the
editorial board and the librarians of the library of the Institute of Ethnography of the
SASA, respectively. The editorial board retains the right to show flexibility regarding
these criteria in certain cases.

The manuscript should contain the title, authors’ names and affiliations, e-mails, ab-
stract, keywords, acknowledgments, references, a list of tables and a list of illustrations.
Mark the position of figures and tables in the text. Please, do not include tables and fig-
ures in the manuscript. They should be submitted as separate files.

Abstract, not exceeding 200 words, should contain a short review of the method and
the most important results of work, so that its original text can be used in referential pe-
riodicals and databases. Do not include citations in the abstract.

Keywords (concepts, locations, results), max. five, are listed in a separate line at the
end of the abstract. Keywords should be relevant to the topic and content of the paper.
An accurate list of keywords will ensure correct indexing of the paper in referential pe-
riodicals and databases.

Photos, drawings and other illustrations should be of good quality. Additional
graphics are to be submitted as follows: drawings in the format of Line art, with a reso-
lution of 600 dpi, and photos with a resolution of 300 dpi. If the author chooses to in-
corporate graphics into their word document, the same graphics must also be submitted
separately as .tif, .pdf. or .jpg files.

Please do not:

e  Supply files that are optimized for screen use (e.g., GIF, BMP, PICT, WPQG);
these typically have a low number of pixels and limited set of colors;

e Supply files that are too low in resolution;

e Submit graphics that are disproportionately large for the content.

Citation

The editorial board of the publishing department of the Institute of Ethnography SASA
has chosen to utilize the Chicago bibliographic format of references which has two vari-
ants: notes and bibliography and author — date. The Bulletin of the Institute of Ethnog-
raphy SASA requires the use of the author — date variant.

The following examples illustrate citations using the author-date system. Each example
of a reference list entry (Ref) is accompanied by an example of a corresponding paren-
thetical citation in the text (T). For more details and more examples one can consult the



printed or online edition of The Chicago Manual of Style. References in the list should
be in Latin script, and if the original references are written in Cyrillic or some other
script, it is recommended to use the ISO 09 standard for transliteration.
